Committee members approved the March 17, 2008 Tobacco Committee meeting minutes without changes. 


Welcome New Committee Member(s) and/or Staff Introductions

Dr. Patricia Hoge, Chief Mission Officer for the American Cancer Society and the Tobacco & Other Risk Factors Committee Chair, welcomed everyone and thanked Jeanne Chiquoine for chairing the January meeting in her absence. She also acknowledged the passing of Judd Wells and Cathy Scott-Holloway’s father. Then all members were asked to introduce themselves.
Policy Updates
· FDA Regulation of Tobacco Products:  Jeanne Chiquoine announced we are hopeful that the full House will vote right after the Memorial Day recess to support H.R. 1108, the Family Smoking Prevention and Tobacco Control Act, legislation that will give the FDA the authority to regulate the manufacture and marketing of tobacco products.  Currently, there are 218 cosponsors and we are working with targeted members to urge their cosponsorship in order to reach 290.  The Senate bill, S. 625, with 57 cosponsors, may go onto the Senate floor in early June.  We will press the leadership in both chambers to put the bill to a full vote and will be vigilant to ensure the bill is not weakened during conference committee.

· Deb Brown went on to talk about the Lung Association doing an Expose Big Tobacco, photo contest, on facebook.  It just started on Friday (May 19th) and is encouraging people to take photographs of tobacco marketing to young people and showing some of the extremes such as the Back to School Special from a few years ago.  For anyone who’s interested the information can be sent out to them.  Dr. Hoge asked if this was available in Spanish, being that one of the highest risk audiences we have is Hispanic males.  Ms. Brown said she would look into it. 
· Medicaid: Ms. Chiquoine said she and a contract lobbyist met with Secretary Meconi and asked for the Medicaid utilization for cessation products and did not receive it yet.  Due to the current financial concerns with the state their will be no change this year but we will continue to gather data and have conversations.
· Fred Gatto brought to the committees attention that he was forwarded an email from Donna Stinton of Bayhealth Medical Center who got an advertisement for a brand of snuff in the mail for smokeless tobacco.  He stated while this is a concern that this is being marketed to individuals (and families) it is not against the law.  He just wanted to make everyone aware of this.
· Transfat bill: Marianne Carter informed the Committee that an amendment was proposed excluding private school and there were people upset with that. Also, the USDA is going to be mandating the transfats.  Dr. Hoge mentioned that if there’s no movement on it in the next five weeks it will die.

Update on Nutrition, Physical Activity & Obesity presented by Michelle Eichinger, DPH Physical Activity Program
Michelle informed us of the two grants DPH applied for: WISEWOMAN and Nutrition, Physical Activity & Obesity Prevention.  The Wisewoman grants a heart disease prevention and screening that would tie into the existing breast and cervical program through Screening for Life.  For this grant DPH was approved but not funded, which means should there be extra funding through the course of the year there’s a possibility we may get some of that funding. The Nutrition, Physical Activity & Obesity Prevention grant is a planning grant to develop a coalition and come up with a statewide comprehensive plan to address those issues. DPH hasn’t heard anything about this grant yet and probably wont here anything until June. If we don’t get funding from this grant we still intend to establish a coalition and develop a statewide plan. To kick it off we are going to have a summit and planning meeting on June 12, 2008.  It’s to bring people together to discuss setting the framework for a coalition. It’s comprehensive with people are coming from the community, healthcare, state agencies, Environment, Planning, Municipality, etc.
Five-a-Day, which is a program that promotes fruits and vegetable consumption, will cease to exist as of December 31, 2008.  It will be transitioning from Five-a-Day to Fruit and Veggies, More Matters.  The idea behind this is to promote the fruit and vegetable consumption without putting an amount limit on it rather then before there was a number amount of each you were supposed to consume.  Another difference is the use of the logo.  Organizations and community groups would have to get a sub-license in order to use it.  This is to make sure the message is consistent.
The committee then discussed the fact that the word sub-license might be a barrier because it could scare people off and detour them from using Fruit and Veggies, More Matters.  It was also discussed that maybe if the wording could be changed to certified or accredited.  Dr. Hoge, on behalf of the group, made a formal motion to have Michelle Eichinger provide feedback to the CDC about the term sub-licensing in the sense that it could cause barriers for potential users. 

Dr. Hoge and Fred Gatto both thanked and congratulated Ms. Eichinger on getting approved for the Wisewoman grant.  Dr. Hoge also brought up the fact that even though the grant wasn’t funded the fact that it was approved was great.  Doing the actual paperwork and following the process is always beneficial. It helps in the networking and relationship building process. Also there are some things that we can proceed with that don’t actually need funding.
Updates from DCC Council Meeting
Due to the budget issue we have taken some hit in the tobacco and other risk factors area. All the funding asked for to launch the “other risk factors” was not funded. We have to continue to develop the passion in others to fight to fund the program. There are three things that we’ve learned from past experiences which include: there are things you can do without money; you need a group of passionate individuals who are not afraid of rejection; and we need to be able to gather data.
In reference to doing things without funding Marianne Carter suggested that we could possibly find ways to educate the community at town hall meetings or forums about the link between lifestyles and cancer. Dr. Hoge proposed that we as a committee make a recommendation to the Communication and Public Education Committee that says something in light of all the interest going on around cancer clusters we would like to recommend the public education committee to consider having a series of town hall meetings in these cancer cluster areas to talk about things individuals can do to limit their risk and make them aware of resources they have available to them. The committee continued to spark conversations suggesting that when we do such cancer risk education in a collaborative approach we emphasize that all the pieces are of equal importance because they are all linked. Ms. Carter put a motion forward to approach the Communication and Public Education Committee and discuss the opportunity to do some type of consumer programming around lifestyles and cancer prevention.  It was seconded by Deb Brown and all were in favor.

A presentation was given on Access to care at the last Council meeting.  It looked at all the factors that make up access to care and recognizing it’s not just about having insurance.  We need to look at health literacy, access to medical care, where it’s located, income factors, age, etc. For example, for every five miles a woman with breast cancer lives away from a treatment facility she has a 1% less chance of choosing a breast conserving surgery, which shows distance makes a difference.
Review of Committee Goals
Jeanne Chiquoine handed out the tobacco fact sheet that was created since the last meeting. Members were asked to review and provide comments
Updates/Other
Fred Gatto announced that the media RFP is currently being reviewed, changes have been made and we’re currently working on getting the contract extended.
