Committee members approved the February 6, 2007 Colorectal Committee meeting minutes without changes. 


Welcome/Introductions


Chair, Dr. Stephen Grubbs, welcomed and introduced Dr. Natwarlal Ramani as a new member of the Colorectal Committee. Introductions were made around the room.  Ms. Paula Hess introduced Ms. Linda House as the new Bayhealth Colorectal Cancer Care Advocate. 

VIP/CHAP Presentation

On behalf of the Medical Society of Delaware and the Delaware Health Care Commission, Ms. Betsy Wheeler, Wheeler & Associates Management Services, Inc., distributed copies of Voluntary Initiative Program (VIP) newsletters and outlines that listed origin/history, purpose, interface with the Community Healthcare Access Program (CHAP), mechanics/operating processes, partners, results and opportunities of the VIP program.  

Dr. Stephen Grubbs suggested that Ms. Wheeler query current VIP practices to inquire whether they’ve added additional physicians to their practices. 

Dr. Grubbs questioned whether the Colorectal Committee could help inform individuals of the program. Ms. Wheeler suggested that the committee work with Delaware Cancer Consortium’s Colorectal Care Nurse Navigators to assure they recommend the VIP/CHAP program to individuals who could possibly benefit from the program’s services. And, in turn, Ms. Wheeler would work with CHAP Nurse Navigators to assure patients are referred to the DCC Colorectal Nurse Navigation program.  

Dr. Grubbs recommended that current CHAP enrollee information be available to Colorectal Nurse Navigators for evaluation of those possibly meeting cancer screening program requirements. 

Ms. Alisa Olshefsky would like to see previous Delaware Cancer Treatment Program patients linked with the VIP/CHAP program. Ms. Wheeler will work with Ms. Olshefsky regarding this linkage. Ms. Wheeler informed Dr. Grubbs that VIP and CHAP have started to collect health risk assessment data and more clinical data based on Lieutenant Governor Carney’s desire to improve the state’s health care disparities.  Ms. Nora Katurakes suggested, and the committee agreed, sending VIP/CHAP program information to Delaware Cancer Consortium’s Colorectal Nurse Navigators would be beneficial. 

Ms. Wheeler and Ms. Olshefsky will complete follow up planning in regards to the collaborative opportunities discussed today.                                                         :


Delaware Cancer Treatment Program Presentation


Ms. Karen Savin answered the question from the February 6, 2007 Colorectal Committee meeting regarding the Delaware Cancer Treatment Program’s (DCTP) care of patients diagnosed with a second cancer of the same type in a different location. Currently, Delaware’s Cancer Treatment Program is a program of Delaware Health and Social Services, Division of Public Health, intended to provide medical insurance coverage to Delawareans for the treatment of cancer and allows twelve months of covered cancer treatment.  If eligibility is terminated, coverage may only be renewed for individuals who are diagnosed with another cancer for which coverage has not been previously provided. Therefore, if a former DCTP patient develops a new cancer, they will not be eligible for treatment of the new cancer through the DCTP.  Dr. Grubbs would like the Colorectal Committee to address this issue in the future by potentially putting together legislative proposals. Ms. Alisa Olshefsky suggested that this recommendation be given to Delaware’s Insurance Commissioner and Chair of Insurance Committee, Mr. Matthew Denn, for the Insurance Committee’s 2007-2011 Cancer Plan Recommendations. Dr. Grubbs asked that the web link displaying the Delaware Cancer Treatment Program regulations be sent to Colorectal Committee members and that members review the regulations prior to the next committee meeting.  Committee members will discuss this topic in a future meeting to decide whether recommendations need to be revised. 

Tailored Navigation Training for Nurse Navigators

Ms. Nora Katurakes suggested that the tailored navigation training item be deferred for the short term. This item will be added to a future Colorectal Committee meeting agenda.

Review 2nd Draft of Early Detection and Prevention Committee Recommendations

Ms. Alisa Olshefsky distributed and explained changes to the Early Detection and Prevention Committee (EDP) Recommendations for the 2007-2011 Cancer Plan. Ms. Olshefsky explained to the committee that she combined and condensed the first draft recommendations into the current second draft based on the committee’s discussion from the February 6, 2007 meeting. 


Goals 1, 2 and 3 were relatively unchanged from the last meeting.  Action steps under Objective 2a. should be condensed and revised to reflect that they’re specific to database maintenance activities. These steps should be complete by fiscal year 2008.  

The committee agreed to clarify their activities for Goal 4 to eliminate duplication among committees, given the Data Expert Resource Workgroup is engaged in a similar activity. Dr. Grubbs suggested that Goal 4 be a Year 2 goal. 

Under Goal 5, Ms. Olshefsky suggested removing Objective 5a. – Action 5 and recommending it to the Colorectal Cancer Care Navigation group since they have a database already in place. 

Currently there are two sets of conflicting guidelines regarding follow-up to a normal colonoscopy. The American Cancer Society recommends a 10-year follow-up, whereas the American Society for Gastroenterologists suggests a 5-year follow-up.  Dr. Natwarlal Ramani notified the group that new colorectal guidelines would be released in the near future and would be used in the consideration of database polyp field options. The Committee agreed that screening be included in Goal 5 and an Objective 5b. be added to develop guidelines.  

Goals 6 and 7 remain unchanged.  Ms. Paula Hess noticed that Objective 7c.- Action 1 needs to be changed from 9-26 years old to 19-26 years old.   

Ms. Victoria Cooke pointed out that logistical issues with St. Francis Hospital’s St. Clare Medical Outreach van would most likely occur, because the van cannot accommodate more than one screening at a time. The group agreed that Objective 8a.-Action 2 should be addressed in Year 1 and Objective 8a.-Action 1 should be addressed in Year 2.  Ms. Katurakes mentioned that she’s been unable to speak with a St. Francis representative regarding details of mobile screening services currently provided by the St. Clare Medical Outreach van. Dr. Grubbs agreed to contact St. Francis to obtain mobile screening details. 

Ms. Paula Hess initiated discussion regarding Objective 9a.- Action 3.  The group agreed that the recommendations be revised to reflect the hiring of 1 administrative full time equivalent and 1.5 nurse full time equivalents for each site.  Administrative support will be essential for database implementation.  

Ms. Olshefsky pointed out that Objective 9b. represents another area of duplication, whereas the Disparities Committee has a similar recommendation for a prostate educational program.  Dr. Stephen Grubbs asked that the objective be modified to include collaboration with the Disparities Committee’s congruent efforts. The committee agreed that Objective 9b. be kept but revised in a manner that explicitly states collaboration with the Disparities Committee.    

Ms. Olshefsky stated that Goal 10 would remain unchanged. She will have the monetary allocation amount included by the next Colorectal Committee meeting. At the previous Colorectal Committee meeting, the group discussed the appropriate ages to include in Objective 10a. Ms. Katurakes addressed the concern regarding the age range outlined in Objective 10a.-Action 3 and asked members to remain vigilant of literature and/or any other information sources that may shed light on this topic.  


Ms. Alisa Olshefsky will revise the Early Detection and Prevention Committee Recommendations to reflect the suggested revisions agreed upon by the group.

Marketing Materials & Events


Ms. Donna Marie-King, Aloysius Butler & Clark, stated that the physician media kits are pending approval of changes and expects the kits to be printed and made available in two to three weeks. The postcards and paycheck stuffers, however, are currently in print. Aloysius, Butler & Clark received the bathroom stall posters and plans to post them the beginning of next week to coincide with the month’s Colorectal Care Awareness activities. 

Ms. Hess showed the group an article that was printed in the March 15, 2007 Milford Chronicle entitled "Nurse Shows Screening's Ease".  The article reported on her colonoscopy experience.

Ms. Marie-King and Ms. Paula Hess reported that promotions at local grocery stores have been going well.  WBOC interviewed Ms. Hess regarding these grocery store events. The Delaware Home Show promotion was successful as well.  

Ms. Nora Katurakes informed the group that the Cancer Care Coordinators would be presenting a program poster and that she would be making a presentation at the Oncology Nursing Society Conference in Las Vegas. DCC Colorectal Navigators plan to make a podium presentation at the conference as well. This event is planned to yield high visibility for the Delaware Cancer Consortium’s programs. 

Dr. Grubbs mentioned that he would be honored with the Association of Community Cancer Centers’ annual David King Community Clinical Scientist Award. The David King Community Clinical Scientist Award recognizes active community clinical research leaders. Award winners have demonstrated leadership in the development, participation and evaluation of clinical studies and/or are active in the development of new screening, risk assessment, treatment or supportive care programs for cancer patients.
Ms. Alisa Olshefsky is scheduled to present at an upcoming colorectal cancer roundtable in Baltimore, Maryland, “Innovations for Prevention: A Dialogue for Action to Increase Colorectal Cancer Screening”. 
Ms. Donna-Marie King, Aloysius, Butler & Clark stated that, in April, her organization would be presenting on non-traditional advertising at the National Healthcare Forum in Orlando, Florida.  They plan to use case history from the Colorectal Committee and youth tobacco campaigns.
