Review of Previous Meeting Minutes
)

Committee members approved the January 18th, 2011 Early Prevention & Detection meeting minutes, with minor changes including, corrections to the spelling of Dr. Robert Sikes last name and Bob Myers first name (from Thomas Jefferson University).

Old & New Business
)

Welcome, New Committee Member (s) and/or Staff Introductions:
Dr.  Stephen Grubbs called the meeting to order and all members and guests introduced themselves.

Updates from last meeting
Ms. Nora Katurakes asked for an update on materials for Prostate pamphlets from the American Cancer Society (ACS).  Ms. Henry confirmed that nothing has been updated as the ACS just recently provided a point of contact for ED&P as Alva Hutchinson is no longer with ACS.    

Quality Insights of Delaware (QID)
Ms. Henry contacted the QID to speak with them about the Delaware Medicare population’s screening rates for Breast Cervical and Colorectal. Ms. Andrea Rinehart of QID presented the committee with an overview of what services they provide. Ms. Rinehart stated that QID has contracted with the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS) for the past 3 years. They are working first hand with 18 Delaware providers to increase mammography and colorectal screenings, also with flu and phenomena rates among Medicare beneficiaries. QID is educating the providers on the importance of getting their patients screened. Ms. Rinehart indicated that QID’s website has improved and provides useful information and resources for providers including, an ehealth calendar where each month has a different highlighted health topic. 

Ms. Rinehart stated that one of the projects she is working with the providers on is sending a reminder postcard from the provider reminding the patient to get screened for the appropriate cancer screenings. Ms. Rinehart mentioned that QID is also working with the Diabetes Prevention and Control program with regard to the annual Diabetes programs.  With this project, registered dieticians and nurses from the University of DE will attend various locations to screen the public, after the screening they counsel and process referrals to Halpern Eyecare and Foot Doctors.  Dr. Grubbs mentioned that Ms. Rinehart may be interested in connecting with the Cancer Screening Nurse Navigators in Delaware.  Ms. Lakeisha Moore indicated that she meets with the Nurse Navigators once and would be happy to make that connection. Ms. Rinehart informed the committee that their providers are throughout all 3 counties of the state and that she would be interested in collaborating with the Cancer Screening Nurse Navigators to give ideas on helping with the participation and progress of providers and patients.

Dr. Grubbs mentioned that Delaware has the highest level of Colorectal Screening rates in the United States and the Cancer Screening Nurse Navigator network played a role in helping the state achieve the increased screening rates. 

Next Four Year Plan
Ms. Henry distributed ideas from the 2001 the concept mapping process that was used to develop the Green and Purple books. Ms. Henry also distributed the list of ideas from the 2010 concept mapping process that the group participated in.  Ms. Henry requested the commit to think about goals, objectives and activities that can be developed based on the ideas from the concept mapping process in 2010 or ideas that were not completed from the previous 2001 process.   The Committee’s goals, objectives and activities will be written and provided in the next cancer plan which is anticipated to begin in July 2011.  In March, Ms. Henry will inform the group with an update of what the ED&P pages are looking like. Dr. Grubbs reminded everyone to only put goals and ideas that are going to be accomplished. 

Mammography Van
The Committee had a lengthy discussion regarding the need for a prescription in order to obtain a mammogram on the state’s mobile mammography van.  Ms. Melany Sammons of the Women’s Mobile Health Screening, LLC, the organization that operates the mobile mammography van, stated that a mammography cannot be performed without a prescription per Beebe Medical Center’s policy.   She stated that since a mammogram consists of radiation the hospital policy states that without a prescription, radiating a patient is not permitted. She also mentioned that patients should be seen by a physician prior to obtaining a mammogram so that the physician can receive the mammogram report and follow up with the patient to ensure that if further testing and follow- ups are needed, the client has a primary doctor to go to.  After the lengthy discussion regarding alternatives and options, the group asked Ms. Sammons if she felt not having a prescription to obtaining a mammogram on the van and she stated, “no”.  There was not further discussion regarding this issue.
