Committee members approved the July 16, 2007 Communication and Public Education Committee meeting minutes without changes.

Welcome, New Committee Member(s) and/or Staff Introductions

Ms. Michelle Eichinger opened the meeting by announcing that she would be filling in for Ms. Bethany Hall-Long due to a previous commitment. Ms. Eichinger noted that Heather Homick with NCI Cancer Information Services and Cary McCartin with Cancer Care Connection have joined the group and asked everyone to introduce themselves around the room.  
Year 1 Activities Timeline
Ms. Michelle Eichinger asked the group to refer to the Year 1 Activities Timeline included in their materials and noted that the timeline will help guide the Committee through the first year of Purple Book recommendations. Ms. Eichinger read aloud Goal One’s September Action item which refers to conducting a Workshop and advised the group that an update on the upcoming workshop to be held October 3rd would be given by Dr. Surina Jordan later in the meeting.  
Ms. Eichinger read aloud the next action item under November 2007, Enhance Communication & Collaboration w/Other Health Advocacy Organizations & Programs with Mutual Goals to Identify and Utilize All Opportunities to Educate the Public About Cancer, and labeled the item as broad and in need of further clarification. She then suggested the item be added to the next agenda and also asked the Committee to start thinking about identifying and fine tuning this action item by specifying groups/organizations and finding educational opportunities where applicable. The group discussed different organizations that may be beneficial to the Committee. Ms. Jeanne Chiquoine suggested involving Delaware Pain Initiative.  Ms. Eichinger asked members to e-mail group/organizations suggestions to invite to a future meeting to herself or Ms. Ashley Wells. 
Ms. Eichinger continued to read aloud Objective 1b under January 2008 and in relation to this action, asked Mr. Mike Cordrey of Aloysius, Butler & Clark (AB&C), to update the group on what was currently being created/updated on the Delaware Cancer Consortium’s (DCC) website.  Mr. Cordrey proceeded to advise the Committee that a new Alliance link will be added to the website. The DCC website is being revamped to have more functionality for report uploads, etc.  Mr. Cordrey also noted that now is the time for ideas, suggestions and comments since the new website should be up and running in the next month. Mr. Cordrey advised the group that the new Purple Book is going to print very soon as the DCC transitions out of the Green Book and into the next phase..
Ms. Eichinger read aloud Objective 1b, the as needed/on-going action item, Review & Promote or Endorse New Programs for Lay Educators & Professionals Related to Cancer Education, and advised the Committee that new promoted programs include: Delaware Cancer Treatment Program that now includes 24 months of free treatment, Screening for Life to now include prostrate as well as breast, colorectal & cervical cancer screenings,  Cancer Screening Nurse Navigator Program now coincides with Screening for Life.
Ms. Eichinger is currently working on a Press Release regarding the addition of prostate screening to Screening for Life. 

In conjunction with Goal 2 Objective 2a, Ms. Eichinger advised the Committee that teacher interviews have begun and more information will be forthcoming by Ms. Linda Wolfe of the Department of Education at the next meeting where she can also enlighten the group about the Connections to Learning program and Teacher in Residence. 

Ms. Eichinger read through Goal 3 objectives and gave a brief update on an upcoming cancer campaign that includes a call to action end-tag for the current Gardasil commercial which would encourage viewers to call the HelpLine. Also, in production from AB & C is a HPV print media campaign (Parents Protecting Children), and advised the Committee that all of Goal 3 actions would be on-going.
A discussion ensued regarding internal Committee communication issues and the possibilities that existed. Ms. Eichinger agreed that better internal communication mechanisms needed to be addressed so that Committees and its members could stay connected. Ms. Surina Jordan stated that infrastructure, ground rules and overhead would need to be considered.  
Year 4 Green Book Accomplishments
Ms. Michelle Eichinger asked the group to refer to the document provided in their meeting materials regarding Year 4 Green Book accomplishments.  Ms. Ashley Wells stated that the highlighted information provided on this document are goals/objectives that are left after research of previous year’s accomplishments. Ms. Eichinger asked the group to review the list of accomplishments and email her with comments or suggestions. 
Alliance Steering Committee Update
Dr. Jordan addressed the Committee about the upcoming Cancer Education Alliance 2nd Annual Workshop scheduled for October 3rd. She noted that Save the Date postcards had been previously mailed out and everyone should have recently received registration forms in the mail.  Ms. Wells reminded everyone that registration forms were available on the front table if needed.  Dr. Jordan stated that October is Health Literacy Month and that the workshop would be titled, “Communicating to Improve Health Literacy.” Helen Osborne, founder of Health Literacy Month and Health Literacy Consulting, was the confirmed keynote speaker. Her program is to consist of keynote address: “Health Literacy: What it is? Why it Matters? How you can Help?” and Skills Training: “Using Pictures and Metaphors to Improve Health Communications”. The workshop will be held at the Outlook at The Duncan Center in Dover and Alliance Steering Committee members would be assisting before, during and after the event.  Ms. Eichinger noted that CHES and CNE credits would be available for those applying.  Dr. Jordan informed the Committee that over 400 invitations were sent out and the Alliance was anticipating approximately 75 attendees with a maximum of 100.
A Delaware Expert Panel discussion will take place at the end of the session. Dr. Fred Breukelman with the Delaware Division of Public Health will focus on “State of Delaware Programs and Strategies”, Mr. PJ Grier, with Delaware Academy of Medicine will address “Access to Information” and Ms. Asha Dodia, Former Diversity Trainer will focus on “Sensitivity and Cultural Competency Issues”.  

 A toolkit will be a value added item that all attendees will take home after the program. The toolkit will include a DCC logo canvas tote bag, several health literacy books, a CD ROM which includes Delaware Cancer Resources that will be especially useful for providers, pens, and other items.  Dr. Jordan asked members to contact Ms. Wells if they would like to add an item to the toolkit bag.  

Dr. Jordan also stated that the Summit would take place at the end of April, specifically April 22, 23 or 24 of 2008, and asked the Committee to check their calendars for availability.  A topic will be determined and a Save the Date will be provided at the Health Literacy Workshop. 

Connections to Learning
Ms. Eichinger stated that Linda Wolfe would be able to update the Committee on the Connections to Learning contract more fully at a future meeting but knew that the Connections to Learning model had been unveiled at the beginning of September and teachers are interviewing for a position dedicated to this program.
DPH Social Marketing Presentation

Ms. Eichinger noted that the agenda item Social Marketing Presentation, would be postponed to a later date due to the fact that this item pertains to Year 2.
Updates/Other

Ms. Eichinger advised the Committee that a full membership DCC Retreat, “Translating Science into Practice”, will take place on February 7, 2008 and everyone should mark their calendars. She also mentioned that a hand out was available at the front sign-in table.
Ms. Ashley Wells addressed the Committee regarding the African Americans & Cancer Conference to be held October 22nd & 23rd and that all Committee members and those referred by the DCC would have free admission to this event.  Ms. Wells added that registration forms for this event are available at the front table and on the payment portion of the registration members should write “referred by DCC.”
