The meeting started at 12:36 p.m.  The attendees each introduced themselves.

Ms. Maley asked that AB&C give their presentation first.
· Coley DuPont, Aloysius Butler and Clark, presented the awareness campaign that AB&C is working on for Projects 32 (Radon) and 33 (Develop/Maintain an Awareness Campaign) for the Division of Public Health.  The presentation talks about indoor air and environmental issues with a special emphasis on radon.  The campaign will put out information on indoor air and environmental issues to the public through billboards, radio spots, tv spots, a website and literature mailings.  
· AB&C’s presentation included:

· the plan of action by AB&C,

· information on how best to disseminate the information to the public,

· changes in how the information will look,

· where the information will start from and lead to,
· examples of the creative materials which were shared with the attendees, and
· the media plan and schedule.

Mr. Werner gave a presentation on the arsenic standard update.  Mr. Werner discussed in his presentation:
· the changes in the arsenic standard or action level of arsenic in the State of Delaware,
· arsenic occurs naturally and is either organic or inorganic,

· sources of manmade arsenic (includes tanneries, chicken industry, a preservative of wood, etc.),

· maps showing known arsenic sites,
· the toxicity of arsenic and cancer risks,

· research done on background levels, standards and comparisons to other states, and
· background standard is at 11 ppm (compared to 23 ppm).
Mr. Zimmerman gave an update on the DATAS project.  He discussed:

· information is available on the web,
· public meetings and briefings that are scheduled,

· proposal for outreach on DATAS (FY06-08),
· proposed communication and risk management implementation, 

· plan to do a lot of work in-house,

· through fairs and exhibits, and

· using educational resources,
· need for additional funding – discussed using funds from project for fish advisory.  Staff from the Division of Public Health and from the Dept. of Natural Resources and Environmental Control will get together to discuss funding and give recommendation to Ms. Maley.
Ms. Maley reported that updates on the OSHA legislation and radon legislation will be discussed at the next meeting.
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
