 “Education for Physicians on End-of-Life Nursing Education Consortium” (ELNEC) is budgeted for $1,800 annually. 

“Institute centralized credentialing reviews of medical practices by third-party payors that include cancer screening, prevention, early detection, and treatment practices, as well as ongoing provider education”. – Discussed the tasks and activities related to this goal. 
”Assure insurance coverage for state-of-the art cancer clinical trials”. The Committee would like to have a better understanding of factors influencing participation, or lack of participation, in clinical trials of various health care institutions.

	Conclusions:
	It was recommended that the funding issue be posed to the Delaware Health Association where CEOs from Delaware hospitals are present. It was also recommended that DPH assist with researching grants for cancer pilot projects which would apply to this committee’s goals. 

Susan Lloyd acknowledged an End of Life educational program developed for training the trainer. The $1,800 may be used to pay for this course. No final decision was made.
It was mentioned that the NCQA may not be the best process for credentialing. More information is needed to either support or refute this.

Group identified the need to review legislation, Section 3559 G(a)(3)(c) of the Delaware Code and Regulations 69.505 A 3, which was mentioned in the Green Report.
