The minutes of the May 19, 2008 meeting were reviewed and approved unanimously without comment of amendment. 

Welcome, New Committee Member (s) and/or Staff Introductions:
Nora Katurakes led the meeting in the absence of chair person Dr. Stephen Grubbs. The meeting was called to order at 10:06 a.m. and followed by an around the table introduction. 
Follow Up from May 19, 2008 meeting minutes: 
Katherine Hughes, DE Division of Public Health reported Screening For Life (SFL) contacted Quest to see if they would be interested in being a SFL provider. Quest replied they have no interest at this time in accepting Medicare reimbursement at the rate it currently offers. Ms Katurake’s requested the committee keep this item on the agenda for Dr. Grubbs to see and be aware of.
Prostrate Cancer Screening Outreach: (Goal 1)
Ms Katurake asked who attended last months meeting where speaker Col.  (Ret) James E. Williams Jr., a 16 year cancer survivor and now cancer advocate, spoke on his experience with cancer, survivorship and now advocacy.  There is still an issue with reaching african american males to educate and inform them on the seriousness of getting screened for prostrate cancer. One proactive program currently in place is “Barbers Against Prostrate Cancer.”  A brochure is provided to barbers to hand out to their clients and to use as a tool to speak about the importance of getting screened. The brochure covers the following topics:

∙Did You Know, this is an overview prostrate cancer among african american males, the chances of getting the disease, explains risk if others in family history have had it, lets the men know they can have the cancer without having any signs

∙What is the Prostrate / Where is the Prostrate/ What is Prostrate Cancer: Prostrate : this is a short paragraph along with a visual tool to show what the prostrate looks like and where it forms in the male body


∙Should I Be Checked For Prostrate Cancer

∙Where Can I Get Information about Prostrate Cancer: besides being advised to ask their doctor the brochure also provides the National Cancer Institute 800 #, the www.cancer.gov website and 1-888-MOFFITT number
Body and Soul is another model that Ms Katurake brought to the table for the committee to review for reaching african american males. The primary purpose is to educate african american church leaders, develop a relationship with them as well as the community and teach them  how to educate their congregation on the importance of healthy food choices and physical activity for better health and lowering the risk for serious and often times fatal diseases. 
Ms Katurake and Heather Homick spoke of the Disparities conference they recently attended.  There were multiple speakers and workshops set up to reach a broad range of expertise.  Both felt this year’s conference was not as technically heady as last years so was more profitable than the prior year’s event. 

The question to be asked at the end of this meeting is which task force each committee member would like to sign up with by the above listed goals for this particular committee to complete goals 1-5. Prostrate is apart of Goal 1. Committee members were asked to sign on at the end of the committee meeting to a specific goal and to determine who can be partnered with to get the job completed.  

Screening For Life: Review of Proposed Breast Cancer Algorithm: (Goal 1)

Ms Hughes reported that SFL reviewed the California Department of Health & Services Breast Cancer Diagnostic Algorithms. They have proposed to use this model as their algorithm and have asked the committee to approve this or offer another suggestion.   Ms Katurake inquired why this particular one was chosen and not national guidelines being reviewed by NCCN guidelines that are already in place for physicians practice. She questioned if the California edition has been updated because it’s dated June 2005. 
Ms Katurake suggested the committee will need to carefully go through the edition from California on Breast Cancer Diagnostic Algorithms and compare with each portions of NCCN to be certain it is in line with NCCN and not just tweaked to the California’s SFL program.  SLF chose this one being it was the most comprehensive and covered multiple recommendations from national programs...  Ms Katurake recommended as a medical advisory group for SFL, more time is needed to look at the edition; it’s a big medical decision to make and to be responsible for however the question is where will SFL go to for prostrate and for colon, will SFL go to yet another state versus using nation standards as a main NCCN practice standards for physicians.  When speaking to a physician it would not be as effective to say “according to California’s algorithm…” however when saying to a physician “according to the NCCN national standards…” would carry much more weight. The guidelines can be found at the NCCN’s website and are continuously kept up to date. Its possible SFL can use other states algorithms as a secondary source. Another option is what the American Society of Clinical Oncology distributes. 
Cancer Screening Nurse Navigation Database: (Goal 1)

Ms Hughes reported the Cancer Screening Nurse Navigation database is up and running. The majority of the hospitals have all their data entered. They are moving forward with developing the reporting section of the database as well as expanding to cover breast, cervical and prostrate cancer. 

Ms Hughes presented the National Breast and Cervical Early Detection Minimum Data Element (MDE) Data Definitions that SFL is using for breast and cervical cancer. Some of its information can possible be models for use with the nurse navigation database.
Ms Katurake’s concern is that SFL data sets are driven by the CDC. One thing she wants to look at is how race is recorded with ethnicity and is it in compliance with Office of Minority Branch (OMB) regulations which states you collect data ethnicity first and then race. 
Many individuals identify with more than one group and do not like to have to choose.
Presentation of Colorectal Cancer Media Campaign (Goal 1)

Donna Marie-King reported a media plan has been presented to DPH and is currently awaiting approval. It should begin running sometime late August.  A prostrate campaign is to follow and concepts for the prostrate campaign have been submitted to DPH.  Multiple committees will be reviewing the concepts for the prostrate campaign. EP&D would like to be included in the review. Ms Katurake questioned how this committee can be more involved with these campaigns. Ms Hughes mentioned a web site in the process of being designed. An email will be generated providing a link that all DCC committee members can log onto and review such information. 
September is National Prostrate Awareness month. 
Expansion of Mobile Screening Services (Goal 4)

Ms Hughes updated the committee that Woman’s Mobile Health partnered with Planned Parenthood to hire a .50 FTE to provide cervical cancer screening on the mobile health van.  This will began July first and will include woman ages 18 and up.  Victoria Cooke, DE Breast Cancer Coalition, Inc. can speak on how the follow up of test results is completed at the next committee meeting. 
HPV Year 1 Accomplishments (Goal 3) 

The HPV advertisement ran every other week September through January; the second campaign was implemented in June. Most of these ads are running on cable in New Castle County and on WBI in Sussex. Ms Hughes has a complete list of channels. The suggestion was made to look into utilizing You Tube as a vehicle being as it targets the focused population. In effort to promote the vaccination for the targeted group of females aged 11-12 the use of incentives was implemented. Unfortunately the original comprehensive plan fell through with the schools. The next plan was designed; t-shirts were distributed to the girls who completed all 3 does of the 3 series HPV vaccine.  Some of the t-shirts were distributed by the Champions of Change organizations and some by the Nurse Navigators.  Base line data is being collected to monitor the effectiveness of the outreach efforts conducted this year. Data is being collected by nurse navigators, through monitoring the Delaware Helpline and by the amount of doses administered.  There are on going efforts to increase the number of providers. The Department of Education provided a mailing list of girls 11-12 years old and letters have been mailed to those individuals parent informing the parents on the HPV vaccine. 
Ms Hughes provided budget information. The budget for this campaign was $800,000.00. The majority of the funds were spent on the vaccine; the rest was spent on the advertisements, the letter mailing, and the t-shirts that were handed out to the girls who completed all 3 series of the vaccine. 
A discussion evoked on others ways to get the information to the public and targeted population as well as  how to educate the parents of this generation who have already had a vaccine scare in their lifetime and are now aware of the current vaccines issues. How do you help over come those fears?
Updates/Others (related events held/to be held, related achievement, etc.)

Ms Hughes reminded the committee members to complete and submit in the DCC membership application so the database could be updated. 

Ms Katurake reminded the committee to please select which task force they are interested in being on. 

Ms Katurake informed the committee that Senate Bill 107 was signed. 

This meeting adjourned at 11:33 p.m.
