Committee members reviewed and approved the November 17, 2008 Workplace/Workforce Committee meeting minutes.


Welcome, New Committee Member(s) and/or Staff Introductions

Ms. Jeanne Mell, Chair of the Workplace & Workforce Committee (WP/WF), welcomed the Committee. Members introduced themselves around the table. 
Workplace Wellness Outreach: American Cancer Society Presentation

Susan Mayer gave a presentation to the committee on workplace wellness outreach. The goal of the American Cancer Society Website is that it be accessible to everyone. A packet containing American Cancer Society materials was handed out and Susan reviewed the contents of the packet with committee members.  The services on the left side of the packet folder contained brochures of services that are the primary focus of the American Cancer Society. Susan explained that the Delaware Quit Line operates on the American Cancer Society Quit Line platform. If an employer decides they want a quit line program for their company it’s the same platform as the Delaware Quit Line the only difference is ACS collects data that they share with employers so they will know how many people called or how many quit so they are able to customize intake forms and reports they want back if they choose to do so. The American Cancer Society quit line does cost money; the Delaware Quit Line does not cost money, the American Cancer Society program has one time initial set up fee of $5000. 
The next area covered by Susan was the Weight Management Solutions Program which was launched in October. The ACS is facing the challenge of getting employers to see them as more than a cancer organization but also as a vendor. The weight program operates under the same format as the quit line offering telephone counseling, nutrition, and physical activity guidance. 
The third area Susan Mayer covered with the group was the Fresh Start Program, which focuses on smaller companies that cannot afford or have not budgeted for the ACS quit line. Under this program employers can appoint a facilitator to be trained to facilitate a fresh start session for employees who want to quit smoking, this service is free.       Joya Asika asks as she meets with employers about smoking cessation, how is she to connect them with the ACS. Susan stated that is to be determined later based upon what service the employer is seeking, but she will get Joya the number for Sherry, who trains fresh start facilitators. The training takes approximately two to three hours. There are two requirements to become a fresh start facilitator:
· Can’t be a smoker and trying to quit smoking with the group.

· Must have a passion to want to help people and be there for them.
Lastly, Active for Life is an ACS program that promotes physical activity. It is an electronic behavior modification program that participants use to set behavior modification goals they would like to accomplish in a ten week period. 

Speaker’s Bureau Development Progress/Website Development Progress Report
Speaker’s Bureau sub-committee will begin developing templates January and February.  Templates will be developed for different size businesses, topics and by categories. The committee will decide the process that companies use to access the Delaware Cancer Consortium website to obtain a speaker. The website will provide employers with a button to select a speaker and templates will already be prepared that fit users needs.  According to Goal 1/ Obj. 1D, WPWF intends to solicit members of DCC for the speaker’s bureau. Materials such as templates, handouts and power point would be ready for the speaker as approved by the ad-hoc CPE/WPWF joint committee working on this project. It is still being determined who will be point of contact for the bureau. As for the WPWF website, we are still researching an idea to link the DCC web page to the WPWF Delaware Healthy Workplaces.org web page. Cheryl Heiks offered to join the website subcommittee.
Insurance Company Survey Review
Joya Asika updated committee on the insurance company review as part of Goal 3. She reminded the committee that Melissa Gebhart had been contracted to handle the third objective task of improving insurance company’s communication with their members about cancer screenings for which they are eligible. Joya Asika and Melissa Gebhart are working to find more information about insurance companies serving Delawareans.  For example, how do the companies encourage members to get cancer screenings? Darelle Riabov helped Melissa Gebhart on a telephone survey to find out what kind of incentives insurance companies are using to encourage their members to access cancer screenings. A copy of the survey was provided to committee members in their packets, and members asked to give their input. Darelle Riabov emphasized that it is necessary to find a point of contact for each insurance company in order to maintain confidentiality. It was suggested that the survey also be in email format for those who feel more comfortable completing and returning it in that manner. Committee members also suggested that there should also be a letter in front of the survey explaining why it is being conducted and a questionnaire behind it. Jeanne Mell ask if we should send an initial letter explaining what we are doing and why;Joya responded  that since there are only six companies maybe Melissa can meet with them.  
New Business and Announcements
DCC Retreat has been cancelled and there is no plan to reschedule it at this time. Jeanne Mell announces that this weekend Governor Markell is having a weekend of service. There are projects going on throughout the state to encourage people to track their volunteer hours. Cheryl Heiks announced that she has a big project next week and could use help connecting with people in the national American Cancer Society. They need help promoting their event and resources that people can look back to if they need information. Joya Asika announced that the Delaware Breast Cancer update is April 29 in Dover. The weekend before April 22 the Cancer Education Alliance will be having the Health Education Methodology Conference in Dover.
