Welcome/Introductions
 Karen Savin, Division of Public Health commenced the meeting at 1 p.m. and announced to the group that Representative Pamela Maier was not able to attend being as she had to attend a meeting at Legislative Hall.  Karen also introduced Kelly Dunnington as the administrative support for the Quality of Life committee meetings. 
Dr Kendall, Survivorship Workbook: 
Karen Savin introduced Dr Jeff Kendall from the Helen F Graham Cancer Center.  He discussed the development of the Comprehensive Survivorship Program designed for patients when they have completed their primary active treatment.  It is being developed as a portable self help manual to help people rebuild their lives post cancer treatment regardless of how long it has been since treatment ceased.  The program has 2 main components
1) Survivorship Workbook ( a 10 tab work book developed as a portable self help manual thus far categories are)

a) Fear of Reoccurrence
b) Stress management

c) Nutrition

d) Physical Activity
e) Communicating with Your Medical Team

f) Communicating with Your Family

g) Volunteering

h) Personal Growth After Cancer

i) Returning to Work

2) Survivorship Multi Disciplinary Center

a) Physical

b) Psychological

c) Spiritual

d) Social 

The Survivorship Multi Disciplinary Center is being developed to have the entire team listen to what the patient expresses. The goal is to develop a plan for survivorship by setting small focused behavioral type goals. If the problem is too large then referrals will be offered.
Attendance:
Karen Savin led the meeting into a discussion on lack of attendance. Questions arose such as if there needs to be a quorum, are members able to send someone in there place when they are unable to attend and if asking for a RSVP is a possibility.  An email will be sent out to try to determine what the factors are, is it time or location?  Dr Kendall would be more than happy to return to a meeting that has more members in attendance.
Needs Assessment Survey:

Melissa Gebhart discussed the Needs Assessment Survey.  An overview was given. It was determined to keep the survey with only those who reside in and have been treated in Delaware. 
Discussions had and changes to be made per the committee to this first rough draft of the Needs Assessment Survey.
1) remove the term ‘cancer free’, instead offer selection boxes

2) add relaxation techniques and marriage counseling under Survivorship
3) the question regarding hospice jumps from yes to no, needs rewording, have it listed under Information and Communication
4) under Financial it does not ask what other financial needs are such as day to day needs like housing and utilities 
5) under End of Life Care, the question arose if this was covering support groups, if so it should be listed under Resources rather than listed under Service.
6) have Understanding Pain Management listed in the general under Health Services. 

7)  under Rehabilitation, there was no mention of emotional rehabilitation. 

8) under End of Life Care, should it be more of a resource rather than a paid service

9) under Information, there isn’t any question about getting information about local resources

Cancer Materials from MCI and other places:

Heather Homick brought materials from MCI and other resources to help guide patients through the steps involved from beginning to end.  

The group decided to collaborate from multiple sources to come up with a list. Need a standardized flyer/brochure for hospitals to hand  out. AB&C will be creating the hand out, the group is to determine what it should look like and how it should be structured.
Ann, Janet and Karen will work on the break down of the brochure. There was a review of taxonomy.
Updates/Other 
Karen Savin reminded committee members of the Delaware Cancer Consortium’s first annual member retreat being held on February 7, 2008 from 8:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. in room 727 of the Education Technology Building at Delaware Technical & Community College, Terry Campus, Dover.  A detailed event flyer and registration form was included in member committee packets. Karen gave an overview of the event’s agenda and speakers.
