Committee members approved the March 17, 2008 Quality of Life meeting minutes without changes.

Representative Maier called the meeting to order at 12:36 p.m.
Progress Update on Needs Assessment Survey- (goal # 1)
Melissa Gebhart informed the committee that the Needs Assessment Survey has been distributed through Quality Treatment Cancer Centers via the Nurse Navigators. Some completed surveys have been completed and returned. The cut off date for survey completion is May 31, 2008. Hard copies are available through Karen Savin.  She will resend the committee the survey materials and web address via email.
Progress Update on Increased Coordination of Cancer Information- Cancer Care Connection & Delaware Helpline (goal #2)
Karen Savin reported the information has just recently been put together, there has not been a separate sub committee meeting for this goal.   The goal is to provide something quick and easy for citizens to look at and access.  Ann Lewandowski reported she attended the May 19, 2008 DCC Quality Cancer Care committee meeting and one thing coming back through from care coordinators and other hospital professionals is that there needs to be increased education on Clinical Trials and how to offer them to patients.  This education needs to be provided from the bottom to the top of the chain of command. NCI and ACS seem to be best suited for the public and their services are at no cost. There are other services available but charge a fee.

Dr. Mary Lou Galantino’s slide show presentation on Wellness Coaching Six Month Follow-up Data (goal#1)
Dr. Galantino gave an overview of the 3 month significant outcomes of the wellness coaching program (WC) and the follow-up 6 month data (3 months after the cessation of WC). Three month data revealed significant improvements in depression (as measured by the HAD) exercise stage assessment and overall QOL in a heterogenous cancer survivor population. The data was collected from Vermont and Delaware and Illinois.. After the completion of the intervention of coaching for 3 months, participants were followed through 6 and 12 months.  New 6 month data (a period of 3 month without WC) demonstrated sustainability of the program (all above noted areas remained significant in the follow-up analysis).  Dr Gillis brought up the concern that this study lacked a control group and she would prepare a more defined study. Dr. Galantino clearly noted that this research was non-funded and served as pilot data since no other prior research was done with cancer survivors using this modality.

Dr. Gillis expressed concern about the importance of vocational rehabilitation for cancer survivors and how to best spend money to help cancer survivors get back into the workforce. There seems to be limited understanding from employers of their employees who are cancer survivors. There seems to be a misconception that disability is the only possible source of income.  How can we as a state realize it is in everyone’s benefit to help cancer survivors employed and productive?

Review Goals 1, 2, & 3 and discuss goals/accomplishments for year 2.
Karen Savin distributed a draft document that lists objectives, tasks and actions and asked the committee to review it and email her with any information they wanted to provide.  The review was of the first years goal.
