Excise Tax

Representatives from the Delaware Chapters of the American Lung Association (ALA), American Heart Association (AHA) and American Cancer Society (ACS) met with staff from the Budget Director's office and Secretary of Finance office regarding the excise tax.  The excise tax will appear in the Governor's budget. 

DEFACT is looking at the growing health care costs. 

IMPACT, ALA, ACS, and AHA will be issuing a statement in support of the excise tax increase. 

Maryland has a bill to raise the tax to $2.00. 


FDA

Senator Kennedy is introducing federal legislation which would give the Food and Drug Administration (FDA) the authority to oversee tobacco products.  AHA, ALA, ACS and Campaign for Tobacco Free Kids have had several conference calls.  There will be hearings in late February or early March.
