Committee members approved the May 21, 2007 Provide Information Committee meeting minutes without changes.  

Welcome & New Committee Members and/or Staff Introductions

Dr. Bethany Hall-Long welcomed the group, and members and guests introduced themselves around the table.  
Alliance Update

Dr. Surina Jordan referred to the document included in the meeting materials and reviewed the recent activities of the Alliance Steering Committee.  The Steering Committee began meeting regularly to address Goal 1 actions with the current priority being Workshop planning.   To develop consistency for the events, it was decided the Workshop should remain to be held in the Fall and the Summit should be held in April.  At the first regular meeting, the Committee established “Health Literacy” as the workshop theme to be held the first week of October, determined objectives and framework of the event, and decided to apply for Continuing Education Credits.   
Ms. Michelle Eichinger reviewed the Workshop Objectives included in the meeting materials with the group.  She plans to follow up with the Medical Society of Delaware to apply for the Continuing Medical Education Credits.  Dr. Hall-Long requested that Ms. Eichinger contact the Delaware Nurses Association for nursing credits, as well as the appropriate health education and social work organizations.  The Committee approved the Workshop objectives and to proceed with the CME credits application.  
Dr. Jordan also requested Committee feedback and approval for the date and location of the workshop.  Discussion was had regarding details of the past events.  Ms. Linda Wolfe suggested contacting the Duncan Center in addition to Delaware Technical & Community College and the Modern Maturity Center.   Overall, the group felt availability should determine the specific date and venue chosen.   Ms. Linda Fleisher added that the American Medical Association has great materials relating to health literacy.  The National Cancer Institute (NCI) – Information Services also has two health literacy presentations.  Dr. Hall-Long suggested contacting media outlets to cover the event.  
May Partnership Council Meeting Debrief

Ms. Linda Wolfe gave the group a brief background of the Council and passed out a meeting summary.  The DE Department of Education (DOE) Partnership Council is a coalition of organizations around the state with the purpose of building, strengthening, and fostering support for the DOE “Connections to Learning” school program.  The first meeting was held in May and had outstanding attendance.  Ms. Wolfe explained two main themes came out of the inaugural meeting:  
1.) Increasing statewide collaboration and 
2.) Improving specific issues, such as obesity and health literacy.  
Priority setting, partner roles, and future plans were also discussed during the meeting.  Overall, the members wanted to increase communication between the schools and the state. 
Ms. Wolfe stated that, because the Communication & Public Education Committee (C&PE) has included the “Connections to Learning” program in its goals, she would like to ask the Council to incorporate healthy lifestyles, and access to health services and information, into the Partnership’s priorities.   Furthermore, attendance by Committee members would be productive if this topic is addressed in a Partnership Council meeting.  The Committee approved Ms. Wolfe’s recommendation.  Ms. Wolfe asked Ms. Michelle Eichinger to touch base with Ms. Khris Bennett regarding Division of Public Health representation at the Partnership Council meetings.  Additionally, “Connections to Learning” toolkits are being developed to introduce the program.  
AB&C Website Information for Alliance Link

Mr. Mike Cordrey informed the group that Aloysius, Butler & Clark (AB&C) has been responsible for the creation and development of the Delaware Cancer Consortium (DCC) website since its inception. The website will change to the new “purple book” structure in the near future.  However, creating an Alliance link before or after the website changes take place will not be a problem.  Mr. Cordrey confirmed that adding the Alliance link would not require additional funding.  Once the Committee determines the content, he can assist the group with placement of the link on the website and its visual design, etc.  Dr. Jordan stressed the importance of the C&PE Committee along with the Alliance Steering Committee creating a website plan with objectives and structure to ensure the content is meaningful, up to date, and unique.  Mr. Cordrey added that AB&C continuously updates the website and changes are made easily. Adding a website administrator contact person or creating user accounts for authorized members/staff have also been discussed for the new “Purple Book” website structure.  
Guidelines for Dissemination of DCC Information/Media Research

Relating to Goal 3, Ms. Michelle Eichinger stated the group previously discussed creating a “template” or guidelines for anything that is being externally disseminated with the DCC name or logo to ensure consistent content and messaging.  She referred to the document included in the meeting materials as an example of a similar procedure the American Cancer Society used.   If the C&PE Committee creates criteria for different educational materials and media sources (i.e. commercial, radio spot, poster, etc.), then committees disseminating new materials/media campaigns would submit it to the C&PE Committee for review/approval.  Dr. Hall-Long felt this type of role may be somewhat overwhelming for the Committee and could potentially interfere with other important goals.  Dr. Jordan agreed and clarified that they did not want to create a strict review and approval process, but did want to establish some sort of oversight, perhaps through providing each committee with technical guidelines to follow.  
Mr. Mike Cordrey added that AB&C has style guides available, but the group would need to ascertain whether they wanted to focus on formatting guidelines or content guidelines for AB&C to be of service for this endeavor.  Dr. Hall-Long and Ms. Eichinger both felt that formatting guidelines should be included, but the focus would be on content since members are “content/education experts.”  
Ms. Wolfe & Dr. Jordan discussed a different resource angle; As opposed to creating guidelines to follow, C&PE could provide useful information relating to the specific message or audience.  For example, if one committee is targeting 15-18 year olds with a HPV campaign and another committee targets the same group with a tobacco campaign, consistent messaging should be used, or perhaps there is another age group that could be targeted more effectively.  AB&C develops all the DCC ad campaigns using a standard, scientific marketing plan, with consistency inherent in the process.  Thus, it seems the guidelines would be best suited for different DCC outreach materials.  Summarizing the discussion, Dr. Hall-Long felt as though developing a “Style Guide,” template, or standards checklist would be the most effective action to take.  Ms. Eichinger explained she could address the issue at the Pubic Health Specialists (PHS) Meeting and in the future utilize these meetings to have other committee PHS’s inform her of media development.  Overall, the group felt strongly against creating a review process, and Dr. Hall-Long asked if DPH or AB&C could develop a guide, template, or checklist to bring back to the group.  Ms. Linda Wolfe mentioned creating a DCC slogan or taglines that could appear on different types of media.  This would help “brand” or create an identifiable association with the DCC name and logo.   Ms. Eichinger said she would raise this issue and idea at the next PHS meeting and would provide a checklist for the next meeting.  
Review Relevant DCC Committee Recommendations

Ms. Michelle Eichinger explained that the last document in the meeting materials was a list of all the DCC committee recommendations that were relevant to the C&PE Committee.  No specific follow-up action is necessary, but because so many other committees have education-related goals, it’s important for this group to remain aware of their activities.  Some items may warrant a formal presentation/update at the C&PE Committee meeting or  Ms. Eichinger can follow-up on other items at the PHS meetings.  
Updates/Other 

Ms. Linda Wolfe commented that the Alliance Steering Committee should get “Save the Date” postcards out as soon as possible, because she did not recall seeing many DCC members at the past events.  Health Literacy should prove to be a successful theme as it is a recent and very important “hot topic.”
