Committee members approved the March 17, 2008 Communication and Public Education Committee meeting minutes with the change of Heather Homick being listed as a member.

Welcome, New Committee Member(s) and/or Staff Introductions

Dr. Bethany Hall-Long was not able to attend the meeting so Michelle Eichinger, Public Health Specialist, opened the meeting and all attendees were asked to introduce themselves and complete the sign-in sheet. 
Cancer Education Alliance Summit Feedback
Ms. Eichinger asked for committee members to provide some feedback on the Cancer Education Alliance Summit held in April. Surina Jordan said the event was great; the goal was to have 75 people but was a little short with 56 attendees. It was a full day event. The morning session was the most popular; with Erin Reedy, Dr. Kami Silk and and Dr. Issac Lipkus presenting.  According to the feedback received the second session was a little more technical so people felt a little more disconnected with those. Another part of the feedback was that the attendees would like to see more concentration on actual Delaware Cancer Data as well as cancer-related resources; there’s a big demand for that.  There was a lot of good information that should be made available to the Alliance and to the public on the Web. 

Dr. Jordan also announced the next event will be held in the fall – October 8, 2008 –which will be a half-day workshop.

Rebecca King commented that she agreed the morning was better because the afternoon was more technical. Maybe for the average person it was a little too technical with the statistics.  Positive feedback about the panel was received; possibly because people liked hearing about what was going on in Delaware. It ties from the national level to what’s going on here.

Ms. Eichinger commented that some of the feedback she received was that the panel actually tied everything together, especially the morning session.

Chris Grundner made the comment that if the information in the afternoon was too technical, how could this be addressed next time? Since the purpose of the summit was understanding data, if the data part of the summit was too technical, is there a different way it can be delivered?
Dr. Jordan suggested mixing the presentations a little more and giving an intellectual break.

Heather Homick said that the Alliance accomplished what it set out to do with the first two presenters because they presented statistics in ways that were relevant to the participant’s jobs. However, the afternoon set of presenters gave the impression that they were going to start actually doing calculations.

Ms. King then brought up the idea that maybe for a workshop, Dr. Shevock could answer questions out of different research.  This would be a way to tie the more technical piece into the event rather just presenting an overall lesson on statistics.
Ms. Homick then suggested having Dr. Shevock review someone’s data that have been collected and demonstrate how this can be interpreted and used. 
Dr. Jordan agreed but added that it should be a case study. She said she would discuss the idea with Ms. Homick for the fall workshop.
Ms. Eichinger said that when considering ideas for topics, the Alliance should think in terms of people wanting to know more about what is happening in Delaware with regards to Cancer data.

Ms. King mentioned her concern was the attendance. Dr. Jordan responded it was probably due to some overlap with invites. Ms. Homick mentioned she got a reminder email but never actually got a confirmation email. Cathy Scott Holloway then suggested sending out a couple of reminders.
Chris Grundner brought up the idea of using conference manager. It allows users to view rejects and who viewed it and so on. This would help with tracking.

Ms. Eichinger informed everyone that AB & C did the emailing and were able to track the emails.  Michelle also noted that in regards to reminder emails, not many were sent because of the fear that too many people would come, which was what had happened in the fall.
Dr. Jordan asked anyone that has ideas to please e-mail her a list. Mr. Grundner said he could help with that.

“Connections to Learning” Update
Rebecca King informed the Committee that May 29th is the Partnership Council event, Positive Behavior Support at Delaware Tech in Dover. This event will bring about 200 people from various school teams consisting of school teachers, administrators and children. There will be a keynote speaker and the morning session will provide an opportunity for partners to visit vendor booths and learn more about their programs. Teams can collect information from various organizations and see what is offered. So far, there are about 25 community organizations that will be represented at the booths.
Delaware Education Support System (DESS) has three domains underneath it consisting of connections to learning, teaching & learning and leadership & learning. DESS is trying to get the three domains coordinated for their redesigned website.

They are also working on a tool kit that is currently being reviewed.  DOE plans to have the tool kit available online.  This tool kit is to help the program work with schools to better understand the school’s data and identify programs that may address issues specific for that school. This kit is filled with tools to help run a school team more effectively. In addition, there is a checklist for the programs so they meet best practices and then schools will hopefully start to align their programs with issues the school faces. The department plans to meet with the schools with their tool kits and begin working with them around non-academic issues for kids not being successful. DOE plans to print about 100 tool kits as well as having the kit available online. The next task will be to implement the tool kit.
Campaign Materials Review Update
Michelle Eichinger informed the committee that at the last meeting Mike Cordrey gave a nice presentation on how this committee can be more proactive in reviewing campaign materials. Unfortunately due to financial restraints this project had to be put on hold.
Speakers Bureau Update
Chris Grundner informed the committee that there was a meeting on May 16th. Jill Royston from AstraZenca took the opportunity to lead the meeting. The speakers bureau would provide a network of qualified speakers who can address cancer-related issues for employers and other professional groups.  It was suggested that the speakers bureau be delivered via website.  However, the working group questioned who could be the possible owner.  Also discussed was the date in which this speakers bureau was to be developed. Originally the goal was the end of June, 2008, but that is not feasible.  The group suggested revising the date for June 2009 and setting some very specific goals between now and then to ensure staying on task.  Further, the group suggested the need to create a formal letter, asking organizations for their involvement as far as speakers. Previously there was no formal letter which would serve as a validation as to why speakers were needed and the purpose of the speakers bureau. Mr. Grundner said he specifically left the meeting feeling very excited.  The current goal is the letter but identifying an owner is something the group will still need to do. 
Cathy Scott Holloway said that she thought the letter was a really good idea because there are a lot of people who come to mind when recruiting speakers but they need to know the specific details.

It was suggested that this working group have co-chairs-- One chair representing the Workforce/Workplace Committee and the other chair representing the Communication and Public Education Committee.  Michelle Eichinger suggested possible leaders from this group could be Cary McCartin or Chris Grundner.  She also stated that the purple book says that the first year was for organizing and developing the speakers bureau and the second year was more based on marketing the speakers bureau.
Purple Book Year 1 Accomplishments Review
Michelle Eichinger asked for everyone’s feedback on the first year’s accomplishments from this committee. Ideas brought to the table were: the workshop in the fall; collaborative event with HENOD for summit; developed infrastructure for speakers bureau; collaboration with other committees’ review campaigns; updated website; connections to learning-2 partnership council meetings and 70+ partners; and connections to learning-developed tool kit and will be implementing it year 2. Lisa Henry mentioned she would like a draft of the committee’s accomplishments by the end of May-early June, and a final draft by July. Chris Grundner suggested mentioning the committee working with other awareness groups and cancer groups as accomplishments as well. Ms. Eichinger suggested taking these ideas putting them into a sheet with bullets of all the ideas to email out to members, so that members’ feedback could be collected and formed into what will become the final draft of the July meeting. 

Review Year 2 Funding and Tasks

For year 1 the Committee received $20,000 and for year two the Committee requested $22,000 but won’t receive that much. The Committee was recognized for level funding, so it won’t get more then $20,000. The next meeting will have more information on this.

Updates/Other
Michelle Eichinger announced the Tobacco and Other Risk Factors Committee has made a motion to provide more consumer awareness around what’s happening in Delaware in correlation to the news articles about cancer clusters.  The motion was to ask this committee to help the public be more informed about what’s happening in Delaware and what they as individuals can do about it by talking at town council meeting and forums.
Cathy Scott Holloway brought up the fact that the new part of the tobacco committee, other risk factors (physical activity and nutrition), was not awarded any money so the committee is trying to find ways to do things at no cost  to inform the public of what exactly is going on and what they can do. They can be informed on things that they as individuals can do for themselves to reduce their risk such as exercising and eating healthy.
Dr. Surina Jordan brought up the thought that the fear factor is what upsets people.
Chris Grundner questioned how the Committee should respond being that their phones are not the ones ringing? How does the Committee go about reacting to the publics concerns?

Heather Homick suggested doing a featured article or series of articles in the News Journal.  Possibly even getting someone in the news or media to become a part of this committee or even attend as a guest.
Mr. Grundner also mentioned the article should have a contact person at the end for the article so that they can field people’s reactions and concerns.
Rebecca King mentioned that school nurses write a monthly column in Delaware Parent, and she could write an article in that column.  It was suggested to have an article address a cancer issue each month.
The committee made a motion to accept the motion of the Tobacco and Other Risk Factors Committee, to work on informing people of what is happening in Delaware with regards to cancer and ways as individuals can reduce their risk.
Mr. Grundner and Dr. Jordan discussed using a Delaware Cancer Consortium blog to try and help respond to the public. Talking points, stats and facts could be used as well.  Ms. Homick mentioned she could get information together.  The level of information can be based on the audience as well as frequently asked questions.
