Committee members approved minutes dated July 19, 2010.  

Welcome, New Committee Member(s) and/or Staff Introductions

Dr. Bethany Hall-Long opened the meeting, all attendees were asked to introduce themselves and complete the sign-in sheet. 
Update on Trainer/Educator Position
Ms. Lakeisha Moore was introduced to the C&PE/WPWF Committees as the new Trainer/Educator for the DPH Comprehensive Cancer Control Program.
Approval of Minutes

Ms. Jeanne Chiquoine motioned to approve the July 19, 2010 minutes as presented.  Ms. Susan Mayer-Polikoff seconded the motion to approve the minutes.  The committee voted and the minutes were approved as presented.

Speakers Bureau 

Ms. Lisa Henry began by recapping some of the discussions from previous meetings regarding the Speakers Bureau.  Based on those discussions and the purpose of the Speakers Bureau – Ms. Henry presented a draft Speaker’s Request Process.  The Speaker’s Request Process is a five step process where a link would be added to the DCC website under the Training and Education Opportunities link.  A copy of the process was handed out and e-mailed to every committee member for their review.  
Ms. Henry provided a detailed overview for everyone on the proposed speaker request process.  The process consists of a requestor going to the DCC website and clicking on the Education and Training Opportunities Webpage and filling out a speaker request form.  The form consists of the requestor’s contact information along with other information about the type of speaker that the requestor is searching for.  

Once the form is submitted, the request would be sent directly to Ms. Lakeisha Moore – DPH Cancer Trainer/Educator.  Ms. Moore would then refer to the list of DPH contracted organizations and other cancer community partners to fulfill the requestor’s needs.  The DCC committees are also able to submit proposed speaker’s resumes and information to Ms. Moore to be presented and approved by the C&PE/WPWF committee members.
Ms. Jeanne Chiquoine mentioned that the ACS had template speaker information forms that she could provide to DPH for reference while finalizing the Speaker’s Request Process.  Ms. Chiquione also suggested that the committee follow up on creating a Cancer 101 training to be put on the DCC website for people to learn more about cancer.  There was discussion about one year ago regarding this Cancer 101 training for the public.  Ms. Moore suggested that the Cancer 101 training be uploaded to the website as a webinar.  Dr. Hall-Long mentioned that if DPH did not have the webinar capability, then partnering with the local universities might be an option.  Ms. Henry mentioned that DPH had done webinars in the past with Delaware Technical and Community College.  
Ms. Mayer-Polikoff gave the committee some background on the original intent of the speaker’s bureau.  The speaker’s bureau was to be created in order to have a bank of speaker’s from different disciplines, i.e. clinical background, educational/research background, non-profit, etc.  The charge as a committee was to go out and secure these speakers as resources and have them in a bank.  The goal was to have employers that were interested in having someone come out and speak to their employees, to be able to go to the WPWF committee website and submit their request.   A designated person would then match a speaker to the employer’s request.  Ms. Mayer-Polikoff and Ms. Chiquoine suggested that the committee should also include speakers beyond just the DPH contracted partners.  
Ms. Henry mentioned that DPH could provide a list of the DPH contracted partners for the next meeting so that the committee could review the organizations that are currently available.  Ms. Henry felt that the speaker’s request process, once approved, could be up and running before the end of the year.  

Cancer Education Alliance Summit

Ms. Henry presented pricing information from the following venues:  Dover Downs, The Sheraton, and Del Tech.  Dover Downs is the most expensive; while the Sheraton and Del Tech are less expensive and comparable.  The acoustics in the main room at Del Tech may be an issue along with parking.  The Delaware Cancer Consortium held a successful retreat in February at the Sheraton.  Delaware State and Wilmington University were also suggested as potential Cancer Education Alliance venues.  Ms. Anabel Rosado-Burgos mentioned that if the committee chooses Del Tech, then we would be limited to the five vendors that are contracted with Del Tech to bring in outside meals.  Dr. Strocko also mentioned using Rehoboth Beach as an alternative meeting location in late April/early May.  Ms. Mayer-Polikoff mentioned that the Biden center in Rehoboth was nice and relatively inexpensive.
Ms. Henry asked for speaker suggestions from the committee on Integrated/Complementary Medicine, which is this year’s main topic.  Subtopics include, pain management, palliative care, and end of life care.  This Alliance is open to the public and it was suggested that some of the break out sessions during the alliance, be geared towards the general public.  Additionally, some break out sessions need to be geared towards Healthcare Professionals as well as employers.  The time of the conference is from 9 AM – 3 PM.  Dr. Hall-Long suggested some breakout sessions on stress reduction and emotional well-being also.  Ms. Chiquoine mentioned that this alliance may also include information from cancer survivors.  Dr. Hall-Long brought up having someone available to talk about the medical insurance coverage for some of the complementary therapies.  A panel discussion may be a great way to wrap up the meeting.  Ms. Henry mentioned having the questions for the panel submitted ahead of time.

Ms. Mayer-Polikoff suggested Seth Gorgiano from Christiana Care as a speaker and Dr. Hall Long mentioned Karen Aveeno, nurse/PhD as a speaker.  Ms. Chiquoine also mentioned contacting Hospice, Ms. Sheila Grant, for speakers.  
Dr. Hall-Long reminded the Committee that due to budget cuts, instead of two education alliance summits a year - the committee agreed to have one full day summit per year. The date will be in the spring.  This conference was formerly held during the third week in April.  
Outreach/Education

Ms. Moore detailed the committee on DPH’s outreach plan to the 45 census tracts in the state that have higher cancer incidence than state average.  As part of this proposed plan, residents within the elevated cancers census tracts will be sent direct mailers with information about prevalent cancers in their census tract, state cancer services that are available to them and the opportunity to request a public forum or more information to be sent to them.  The goal is to have the mailers out before the end of the year.  Ms. Mayer-Polikoff suggested adding the ACS number to the DPH mailers.  Ms. Henry and Ms. Moore said that they would check with the appropriate DPH staff to inquire about adding the ACS number.  As part of the outreach plan, House and Senate representatives will also be sent letters about DPH’s plan to reach out to the 45 tracts with elevated cancer rates in their respective districts.  Ms. Chiquoine also mentioned teaming up with municipilaties that received grant money from the state to do tobacco/physical outreach and education.  Ms. Chiquoine mentioned Fred Gatto as a resource.
Delaware Employers Council Meetings
Ms. Moore will be attending the DE Employer Council meetings on behalf of the committee.  Ms. Moore will send out the meeting dates to the committee.
Year 3 Accomplishments

The committee has been charged with drafting the Year 3 Accomplishments which includes activities from July 1, 2009 – June 30, 2010.  Year 1 & 2 accomplishments were given out as reference.  Ms. Henry referenced the Year 2 Accomplishments and the “Done” stamps.  The goal is to complete all the committee recommendations that have not yet been completed during this FY11.  Ms. Henry mentioned some of the done items for Year 3 as the technical assistance process and the speaker’s bureau process.  Ms. Mayer-Polikoff asked a question about the funding for accomplishing the goals.  Ms. Henry mentioned that the committee has $10,000 allocated for the Education Alliance and that is all.  Ms. Henry also mentioned that DPH does have several contracted agencies that can provide outreach and resources through the agency’s grants.
Other Business

Dr. Hall Long- mentioned that during the next meeting the committee will need to review the concept mapping report and start working on the next four year plan that will start July 1, 2011.

Dr. Hall-Long briefed the committee about some of the information discussed at the Delaware Health Fund Advisory Committee meeting.   Mr. Grundner also shared some information about a CME online training program to learn more about brain tumors.  The program will be available through the DCC website.
