Minutes will be approved at the next meeting as there were not enough committee members  present to approve the January 23, 2009 Workplace/Workforce Committee meeting minutes.


Joya Asika, Public Health Specialists of the Workplace & Workforce Committee (WP/WF), welcomed the Committee and conducted the meeting as there is no longer a chair. Members introduced themselves around the table. Joya Asika informed attending committee members that Jeanne Mell had stepped down as chair and in the coming weeks the Advisory Council will be recommending a new chair for the WPWF Committee.
Workplace Wellness Outreach

Joya Asika handed out Workplace Wellness Outreach performance measures to committee members to review.  Performance measures are updated quarterly to figure out which part of the goals and needs we have tapped upon. One of the goals was to get initiatives for screening programs recommended for health insurance companies. Melissa Gebhart is working on that task and Joya Asika will give the committee an update at a later time.  A plan of action was developed this year involving partners, per toolkit we have to do tobacco, diet and nutrition, early detection and screening. Joya who is a Trainer/Educator with the State of Delaware has joined with state Tobacco educators, and the nutrition and physical activities offices to assist with that portion. Finally, we want to recognize employers Joya Asika informed committee that she was looking for pictures, charts etc to enter in purple book where FPO markers were located that would represent WPWF Committee. Valerie Pletcher suggests the committee use David Weir from UD who is working in collaboration with CCC on their website to put together a mock page for the WPWF committee. Valerie Pletcher will pass on the DCC website address and Joya Asika’s contact information to David Weir so he can contact her. The goal is have a web page completed by the next meeting.
Speaker’s Bureau Development Progress/ Website Development Progress Report
Joya Asika updated committee on the progress of the development of the Speaker’s Bureau. The Speaker’s Bureau subcommittee is currently working on infrastructure, how will request for speakers be made,  who will be speakers, what type of disclaimers, it will be self contained so members of DCC will have the presentation when they go out to speak, pre and post evaluations with the audience to see if they retained the information presented to them. As members of the DCC come on board they can ring their own presentations. The goal is to pilot it with one template right now, see if we get a request and how the entire process of requesting a speaker will work. Once all the kinks have been worked out it will be placed on the website. Valerie Pletcher suggested placing presentations on line as videos so presenters may be more willing to sign up since they will not have to go out as often. Their presentations can be accessed online by those wishing to request them as speakers. Joya Asika stated that this is possible and that all state offices have the capability to create videos and have them uploaded by the Workforce Development Office. Other countries are looking at the DCC website and Kentucky and South Carolina called and would like to copy some of Delaware’s cancer model so we are setting a precedent in cancer screening, diagnosis, and treatment. Valerie Pletcher will be the WPWF connection to Advocates of Hope; she will keep the committee informed of what they are doing and if they require any assistance we will be available to assist. 

The WPWF committee will spend most of the year working on the website and speaker’s bureau. There are not a lot of changes needed to the website; it just needs to be more user friendly. The radon links to Delaware.gov page, we can add as many pages as we want too that site. Ten pages was the approximate number we would add for WPWF, so instead of paying the contractor to add pages they would from there select a link to Delaware.gov which would save money. The pages we developed we can extend on to that page and link it there instead of putting it on that interface. Then contractor helped Bill Lietzinger develop healthyworkplaces.org and divides the site by types of careers. The site is lacking education on preventing, screening, treating cancer. We want to add learning pieces to that site with the assistance of Bill Leitzinger and Cheryl Heiks. 
Insurance Information Updates
Joya Asika updated the committee on the insurance information sent to her by Melissa Gebhart. Melissa Gebhart has set up survey monkey to contact local insurance companies, Darelle Riabov has been assisting Melissa Gebhart in terms of what questions to ask, and who to ask, and she stated it has been a struggle as insurance companies are very confidential about their information. If Melissa Gebhart is able to access the right contact person at the insurance companies she is able to get the information she is looking for. Once Melissa Gebhart is done we will look at who the contacts are and make an assessment. We will look at what the contacts role is, their title, are they the right person to contact, and what recommendations they make. Joya Asika showed the committee the birthday reminder she received from her insurance company (BCBS) that are mailed to women ages 22-39 to get screenings done. Joya Asika stated the state does send out birthday reminders for colorectal cancer screenings to those who turn 50, and they are signed by the lieutenant governor. SFL enrollment form can be used to pull information, it will state if they have insurance, and if they cover cancer screenings.

When a new SFL Director comes on board as the position is currently vacant, Joya Asika will meet with them to discuss using this data. 
Announcements/New Business

Joya Asika announced the Alliance Summit will be held April 22, 200at Delaware Tech and that the topic will be Health Education Methodology, lunch will also be provided and there is no cost. Continuing nursing credits will be offered.
