March 15, 2004 minutes were reviewed and approved without changes.


Certification of Cancer Registrars
Currently some Delaware hospital registrars are certified and some are not.  Both New Jersey and New York currently require certification.  Ms. Jill Rogers explained that 8 of the 13 area Delaware hospital registrars are certified. During the previous Committee meeting, it was agreed that additional information should be gathered about costs of obtaining and maintaining certification.  To date, cost information has not been gathered for Committee members. Ms. Jill Rogers will contact Ms. Loretta Rosenburger, DE Cancer Registry, to see if she is familiar with and would support the certification legislation. Ms. Rogers will also inform about the cost to sit for the exam, the cost of CEUs and logistics of the exam (how often and where is it held). Representative Bethany Hall-Long will bring the Committee’s recommendation to legislation for their review.

Retrospective Study: Data Collection and Analysis Projects
Jill Rogers informed the group that the retrospective study planned for distribution the end of June 2004 is now expected to be available in September 2004.  Members mentioned that they haven’t received the final version of the retrospective survey tool or protocol. Ms. Rogers will provide Committee members with these documents electronically.

Public Education Alliance

The timeline for creation of the alliance was reviewed again by members.  It was agreed that information collected about existing cancer education should include target audience, amount spent on each activity, funding source, method of follow-up/evaluation and any partners with which organizations work to carry out activities.

In addition, Ms. Jill Rogers reminded the group that the summit is planned to be held in October 2004 and that it will address best practices and vehicles for dissemination of cancer education (peer education, schools, speakers’ bureaus, web, etc.). Mr. Fred Breukelman is currently the resource person for planning the summit events.
