Welcome, New Committee Member(s) and/or Staff Introductions

Dr. Bethany Hall-Long was not able to attend the meeting so Dr. Surina Jordan opened the meeting and all attendees were asked to introduce themselves and complete the sign-in sheet. 
Cancer Education Alliance Update
      Michelle Eichinger updated committee members on the status of Cancer Education Alliance Workshop scheduled to be held October 8, 2008 at Delaware Technical and Community College. Ms. Eichinger stated that the workshop will focus on feedback that has been received from healthcare providers. Healthcare providers want more information on how to relate to their patients about cancer clusters, which lately has been featured in the press. Healthcare providers want to be able to communicate to their patients what information being put out by the press is accurate. The workshop will be based on communicating cancer data as it relates to healthcare provider to the consumers. The selected guest speaker is Bill Jamison who is a communications consultant that does workshops on communicating data. He’s done work with New Jersey Cancer Registry and with New Jersey’s Department of Health and Senior Services.  The other speakers will be Dr. Allison Shevock and Karen Nunley, epidemiologists with the Delaware Division of Public Health who will speak about Delaware cancer data.  There will also be a resource guide to accompany the workshop.  To date, no caterer has been selected.
Speakers Bureau Update

      Cary McCartin met will Jill Royston of the WPWF Committee and volunteered to co-chair the Speakers Bureau with Ms. Royston on behalf of the Communications and Public Education Committee. Mr. McCartin will meet with Michelle Eichinger to discuss who owns the DCC website and how to add pages to it.  Mr. McCartin suggested the Speakers Bureau needs to be a web-based operation in terms of contacting speakers through the web.  The committee discussed whether there should be a middleman from the state who coordinates when a speaker is requested or should companies be provided with the speaker information to contact them. Chris Grundner suggested that for recruitment purposes, it may be better to have one point of contact.  Jayne Fernsler suggested that some prospective speakers may have affiliations with other agencies who may want to know when that speaker is being requested. The DCC may also want to receive information on the utilization of the Speakers Bureau. Dr. Jordan posed the following questions: How do we administer the process? Who is in the database and how do we treat them?  Mr. McCartin suggested that there are pros and cons that must be addressed. Dr. Jordan asked for an example of a con and Mr. McCartin responded there may be times when a potential speaker is unable to coordinate a speaking engagement due to schedule constraints. In instances such as this, it may be beneficial to use Public Health staff to coordinate the speaking engagement. Michelle Eichinger and Cary McCartin will meet with Joya Asika to discuss WPWF website and its correlation to the Speakers Bureau.                                                           
 “Connections to Learning” Update
         Linda Wolfe updated the committee on Connections to Learning.  Ms. Wolfe stated that enough funding has been received that allows Becky King to remain with program for another year. A Partnership Council meeting was held at the end of May and approximately 200 people attended; 15 different agencies took part in the event. Tool kits are being printed and should be available by the end of the budget year. The plan is to distribute tool kits around schools during scheduled training sessions. 
Response to Tobacco and other Risk Factors Committee for Raising Consumer Awareness
          Communication & Public Education (CPE) committee members Cathy Scott Holloway and Michelle Eichinger attended the July 21, 2008 Tobacco Committee meeting. The Tobacco committee suggested utilizing a forum to raise consumer awareness while the CPE committee suggested using the media. Marianne Carter of the Tobacco committee volunteered to develop a power point presentation for people to access on the DCC website. Ms. Holloway stated that Ms. Carter’s presentation would most likely focus more on healthy lifestyle choices than on cancer clusters. Ms. Carter also stated that once the speakers bureau is established, she would be willing to be a speaker and go out on speaking engagements. The CPE committee discussed providing a fact sheet and some talking points.  The CPE committee will then need to decide who is going to provide the fact sheet and who will decide on the talking points.  At the last committee meeting, Becky King suggested that she can write theme articles for school newsletters responding to the cancer clusters about what you can do to stay healthy or be more informed about cancer. Linda Wolfe will follow up with Ms. King to confirm that she will be writing the articles and what topics will be addressed.  Also, the CPE committee may review them prior to submission. 
Updates/Other
             Dr. Jordan spoke about the American Heart Association’s Red Dress Campaign and the American Stroke Association’s Power to End Strokes Campaign, both of which focus on reaching out to the at-risk population. The campaigns both concentrate on minority communities and use the church to reach out to the people. Dr. Jordan, as a member of the American Stroke Association (ASA), travels to different churches and gives a 5-minute presentation; at the end of the service, the ASA assist people with completing pledge cards, arranging screenings, and following up with those in need. Dr. Jordan suggested that instead of just utilizing media, the CPE committee uses members of the speakers bureau to go out into the communities/churches and speak about cancer and cancer issues. Ms. Eichinger spoke about the Division of Public Health Trainer/Educator, Joya Asika, and how she collaborates with the Tobacco Trainer/Educators at health fairs targeting cancer/tobacco awareness and programs. CPE committee wants to encourage people to get their screenings.
