Committee members approved the May 15, 2006 Colorectal Committee meeting minutes without changes.


Introductions

Ms. Kathleen Russell introduced two meeting guests, Ms. Carmen Herrera, Screening for Life Program Director and Ms. Karen Savin, Screening for Life program and screening nurse.
Review of Colorectal Committee Membership

Chair, Dr. Stephen Grubbs was unable to follow up with Mr. William Bowser regarding his suggestions for adding a business related individual to the committee. Dr. Grubbs will mention this at a future chair retreat.

Ms. Nora Katurakes spoke with Dr. Berkaw to get his feedback on primary care physician committee representation. Dr. Berkaw is interested in possibly becoming a Colorectal Committee member but has concerns with not being able to attend future meetings held North of Dover.  Ms. Ginger Calloway will send the list of future Colorectal Committee meetings to Ms. Katurakes for her to forward to Dr. Berkaw.

Ms. Paula Hess did not contact Kent or Sussex County surgeons regarding the possibility of Colorectal Committee membership. Ms. Hess will report her follow-up at the next Colorectal Committee meeting.

Colorectal Screening Promotion Program Update: Pledge Cards

Ms. Alisa Olshefsky distributed a cumulative report for the Champions of Change colorectal cancer screening program. Meeting attendees reviewed the data. Two organizations dropped from the program, Bethel AME and Mt. Pisgah. Dr. Stephen Grubbs would prefer that the care coordinators continue to work with both church groups to keep some community involvement.

Ms. Victoria Cooke suggested that the program look into possibly utilizing the Delaware Breast Cancer Coalition mammography van to help with community involvement. Ms. Kathleen Russell mentioned that organizations will have an opportunity to submit a Request for Proposal (RFP) to expand outreach. Ms. Russell suggested that the Delaware Breast Cancer Coalition submit a Request for Proposal for this purpose. 

Dr. Grubbs requested that the cumulative report for Champions of Change Colorectal Cancer Screening Program be distributed to the Colorectal Committee on a quarterly basis.

Colorectal Cancer Care Coordinators/Advocates: Population Data

During the May 2006 Colorectal Committee meeting, Dr. Stephen Grubbs suggested that Colorectal Cancer Care Coordinators and Advocates have access to target population data. The Division of Public Health is now responsible for querying state Medicaid population data. Dr. Grubbs inquired as to whether HIPAA regulations would restrict coordinators from using the compiled data to contact potential patients. Ms. Kathleen Russell will follow-up on possible HIPAA regulation obstacles and report her findings to the Committee at the next Colorectal Committee meeting.  
State Mortality Data

Ms. Alisa Olshefsky distributed cancer incidence and mortality rates for the years of 2001, 2002 and 2003.  Dr. Stephen Grubbs mentioned this data followed an anticipated pattern; screening rates increase and incidence goes down which leads to a decrease in mortality.  Dr. Grubbs requested a second report be provided comparing 3-year increments from 1999-2004.  Ms. Olshefsky agreed to request this data summary from the Chronic Disease Epidemiologist. 
Dr. Stephen Grubbs stated that Delaware has dropped to sixteenth on the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention’s three year running average mortality data. Delaware is doing very well and is taking precedence in dropping regional cancer mortality rates. Dr. Grubbs would like to see this data promoted. Ms. Kathleen Russell mentioned that there is currently some uncertainty regarding the Center’s for Disease Control and Prevention’s data accuracy. Once the data in question is reviewed and accurate, the Division of Public Health will promote this data.  

Year 3 Green Book
Ms. Donna-Marie King distributed copies of Year 3 green book updates. Meeting attendees will review and send suggested revisions to Ms. Donna-Marie King.
CRC Program Logic Model 
Ms. Alisa Olshefsky distributed Colorectal Cancer Screening Nurse Coordination & Advocacy Program logic model which will be included in the Comprehensive Cancer Evaluation Plan. It was noted that intermediate outcomes should be set at 80% instead of 90%. The group also mentioned that under the mortality rate section, it should be noted that the number one goal was to be one of the five lowest states in the United States.  Dr. Grubbs suggested that Ms. Olshefsky include at risk individuals under the age of 50 on her report. Ms. Olshefsky will make the Committee’s suggested revisions.
Accessing SFL Data for Those Needing CRC Screening
Ms. Nora Katurakes suggested that the Screening for Life data be provided to the Colorectal Cancer Screening Nurse Coordinators Ms. Carmen Herrera said that the data is currently available and can be run upon request. The data will be implemented as of July 1 and available to the Colorectal Cancer Care Coordinators August 2006. Screening for Life has contracts with the Division of Public Health and nurse coordinators; therefore the Committee doesn’t foresee obstacles regarding HIPAA regulations.  This data will help coordinators to target what populations over the age of 50 need to be screened.

Database Working Group Update

Ms. Nora Katurakes reported that database training has been scheduled and that, pending contract approval, information would be entered into the database starting July 1, 2006.

Colorectal Screening for High Risk Individuals under the Age of 50: Plan for Implementation of Expanded Colorectal Screenings

The Screening for Life Director, Ms. Carmen Herrera and Screening for Life program and screening nurse, Ms. Karen Savin were in attendance to report Screening for Life program changes that were recently implemented. Ms. Herrera distributed colorectal screening guideline flow charts showing high risk, increased risk and average risk guidelines.  Dr. Grubbs would like to see gastroenterologist’s recommendations listed. Dr. Grubbs gave some recommendations to Ms. Herrera and Ms. Savin to add to the high risk flow chart.  Ms. Herrera and Ms. Savin will include gastroenterologist’s recommendations.
Fecal Immunochemical Tests (FIT): Update

It had previously been reported that Quest Diagnostics agreed to offer the Delaware Cancer Consortium fecal immunochemical tests (FIT) provided to Screening for Life clients and not for insured clients. Ms. Kathleen Russell explained that since the initial agreement, Quest Diagnostics learned that the lab they thought could perform free tests is not qualified to complete the testing. Ms. Russell explained that the Delaware Cancer Consortium does not currently have an alternative.  Dr. Grubbs stated that no further follow-up on this issue was presently necessary.

Colorectal Behavioral Risk Factor Survey (BRFS)

Ms. Alisa Olshefsky distributed 2005 Behavioral Risk Factor Survey (BRFS) State data.  Committee members reviewed the data results and were impressed with the increase in screening rates. Dr. Stephen Grubbs said that he would like to see one total report showing that Delaware is doing very well with their data. Dr. Grubbs would like to see 3 year versus 5 year data. Dr. Grubbs also suggested that the data be reported at the Delaware Cancer Consortium chair retreat next week. Aloysius Butler & Clark will be reporting other information and will incorporate this data into their presentation. Ms. Kathleen Russell suggested that this information also go into the Delaware Cancer Consortium newsletter. Aloysius Butler & Clark will add this info into the newsletter.
