Minutes from the meeting held jointly with the Early Detection and Prevention Committee were reviewed.

BRFSS:
Selected slides from the 2007 BRFSS data (to be attached) were reviewed and discussed including: 

· Delaware screening rates for colorectal cancer are significantly higher than U.S. rates 

· DE African-American CRC screening rate is higher than the U.S. white screening rate 

· 92% of DE African-Americans who have been screened for CRC have done so in the past five years 

· DE adult obesity rates remain a concern with African-American rates of obesity and overweight remaining higher than whites 

· The difference between AA and white rates of overweight is not significantly different 

· The difference between AA and white rates of obesity is significant 

The group discussed CRC and prostate screening rates and modalities as well as the utility of PSA-only screening in community based settings.  The screening guidelines (including high-risk) were developed by the Early Detection and Prevention Committee with input from Delaware physicians in the relevant specialty areas.  The committee also discussed the fact that the guidelines for prostate screening were reviewed and approved by this committee in 2007.

Lt. Governor Carney asked that DPH staff provide the group with the amount of money spent on tobacco cessation programs and the amount of money spent on nutrition and physical activity programs at the next meeting.

Project Updates:
Project updates were provided by Jill Rogers as below:
· Community level surveys complete – report to be presented at September meeting
· Descriptive study of AA women with breast and colorectal cancer delayed as a result of the Indian River work – to be underway this FY
· Prostate screening covered by SFL as of September 2007
· To date, 46 screened and 8 cancers diagnosed
· Evaluation of programs in Sussex county completed (including disparities case study) – to be presented at September meeting
· Clinical trials education for coordinators and providers underway – increases in levels of participation to be measured using survey tools developed/implemented by the quality committee 

The group requested a summary and short description of data collection projects be provided to members at the next meeting.
Champions of Change:
The Champions of Change program was discussed at length.  While CRC screenings have not been accomplished as a result of the program, the group agreed that broader health messaging and development of community level outreach networks were a likely by-product of the project.  DPH staff were asked to develop a survey tool to assess progress in these and other areas and report back to the committee.  In addition, the group discussed individual incentives to low-income Delawareans who get screened for colorectal cancer to defray costs of lost wages and encourage those who have not been screened to do so.  DPH staff will further develop this project and present proposed details to the group.  The committee also requested that DPH assess cost per screen of the cancer screening nurse navigator so that they might also evaluate that program's impact and value. Cultural competency of nurse navigators was discussed and the group asked that DPH assure appropriate training and evaluation mechanisms were in place.
FY 2009 Project Updates:
DPH staff provided an update of FY 2009 projects including:
· Implementing the community levels surveys more broadly

· Will need the committee’s guidance again re: which communities to select
· Implementing a prostate cancer screening campaign (coordinating with Prostate Warriors)
· Completing Stage III and descriptive studies originally planned for FY 2008
· Working with the quality committee to improve clinical trial participation 

The group discussed the issue of diversity in the medical provider community and requested information about the DIMER and DIDER programs be provided at the next meeting.
Other:
Dr. Carlton Cooper presented information about the relationship between nutrition and cancer prevention.  The committee agreed that this area was of particular importance given the information from the BRFSS, the priority given to prevention by the Tobacco and Other Risk Factors committee and the racial/ethnic disparity in cancer and other preventable chronic diseases.  As above, DPH staff will provide current funding levels for selected programs and the committee will discuss further.
