Chair, Dr. Christopher Frantz, requested that the following changes be made to the January 16, 2007 Quality Committee meeting minutes:
“The Delaware Cancer Registry Advisory Committee (DCRAC) Strategic Plan as a whole will become part of the Quality Committee’s Purple Book Goals because the DCRAC is essentially a sub-committee of the Quality Committee.”
The minutes were approved contingent upon the above noted change.

Introduction of New Support Services
Dr. Christopher Frantz introduced Ms. Michelle Eichinger as the new Comprehensive Cancer Control and Prevention Branch Director (AKA Cancer Director) who has replaced Ms. Kathleen Russell.  Dr. Christopher Frantz introduced Ms. Pamela DeGour as new support staff from Wheeler & Associates.
Review & Update DCRAC

Ms. Betsy Cromartie will essentially be acting as a liaison between the Quality Committee and DCRAC as it is a sub-committee of the Quality Committee, and she is a member of both.  DCRAC focuses on improving the completeness and quality of the information contained in the registry.  The current goal of DCRAC is to obtain complete information regarding first course treatment.  One member of DCRAC, Dr. Robert Frelick, has a proposal pending to collaborate with Blue Cross/Blue Shield and Coventry to obtain supplemental data regarding treatment information.  It is suspected that this would cover 60% of the Delaware population.  Dr. Frantz pointed out that this could be a mutually beneficial relationship.  
Ms. Cromartie explained that an IT Task Force has been formed to generate a list of specifications needed to obtain complete electronic reporting.  Little change is expected for the hospitals, however much work is needed to get physician offices involved electronically.


Access to Clinical Trials
Wheeler & Associates Management Services, Inc. compiled contact information for the person(s) at hospitals throughout Delaware who are responsible for enrolling patients in clinical trials.   A letter has been drafted requesting clinical trial enrollment staff submit data to this committee.  With the aid of Drs. Nicholas Petrelli and James Spellman, Dr. Frantz will finalize the letter, which is expected to be mailed within the next few weeks.   The data received in response to this letter will be presented at a future Quality Committee meeting.


Credentialing Update
Credentialing started as a goal to have payers credential primary care physicians in cancer screening.  The payers were not receptive to this idea and so the goal then changed to evaluate cancer screening in primary care offices throughout Delaware. The Texas Medical Foundation (TMF) was contracted to do this evaluation.  Based on the report submitted by TMF, it is clear that some improvements need to be made in the way of cancer screening; however, it is unclear as to whether this should be a goal of this committee or if it falls under the realm of responsibility of the Early Detection and Prevention Committee, to commence in July 2007.


Review/Discussion of Quality Committee Recommendations for 2007-2011 Cancer Plan
Dr. Frantz distributed a summary he created of the committee’s recommendations and objectives, which gives a broader scope of the goals without detail.  The group first reviewed Dr. Frantz’s summary.  Next, the group diligently discussed Goal 1, Objectives a, b, c in great detail.  For each objective, the group brainstormed the ways to achieve the objective. Members assigned responsible parties, estimated timeframes, and identified what, if any, resources currently exist that could be utilized.  These additions and changes will be reflected in an updated version of the Quality Committee Recommendations for 2007-2011 Cancer Plan to be prepared by Ms. Michelle Eichinger and distributed to the committee at a future meeting.
Some time was spent attempting to determine which goals and objectives were the responsibility of this committee and which would be taken over by the new Quality of Life Committee, to commence in July 2007.  Dr. Frantz instructed the group to focus on the current goals and objectives as the roles of the new committee are not clear at present but will be clarified at a later date.
