Committee members approved the March 19, 2007 Environment Committee meeting minutes without changes. 


Welcome
Ms. Meg Maley, Chair, called the meeting to order and introductions were made around the room.

Water Project Update 

Dr. Ming Lau stated that 1,000 water test kits have been purchased for the water sampling study.  The kits were also purchased for the Volatile Organic Compound (VOC) study as well.  A Delaware Sate University student will be conducting the tests for this study.  A contract has been established with Frank C. Curriero, PhD, Department of Environmental Health Sciences and Department of Biostatistics, Johns Hopkins Bloomberg School of Public Health, who will calculate the correlation between the well water study and the cancer rates in the state of Delaware.  It may be necessary to request a contract extension to allow Dr. Curriero ample time to correlate all of the different data.  After the studies have concluded, the committee would like to have Dr. Curriero present his findings at an Environment Committee meeting. Dr. Lau passed around 3 different advertisements that will be used in area newspapers promoting these water studies.


AB&C’s Presentation of the Environment Committee’s Recommendations for 2007-2011 Cancer Plan Layout 

Mr. Coleman DuPont presented the layout of the Environment Committee’s section of the Purple Book.  Aloysius Butler & Clark (AB&C) needs text to complete the testimonial and introduction portions by the end of May 2007.  Ms. Maley asked, and Mr. Kurt Olinger agreed, to coordinate with Mr. DuPont to draft testimonials.

Review of the Environment Committee’s Recommendations for 2007-2011 Cancer Plan
Mr. William Leitzinger led the committee in reviewing the Environment Committee Recommendations for 2007-2001 Cancer Plan.  Each goal, objective and action was read aloud and discussed.  The following changes were agreed upon by the committee:
· The Signage Campaign was removed as an action Under Goal 1, Objective 1a, due to lack of funds to support the campaign.

· The language used to describe the first action under Goal 1, Objective 1c does not seem to accurately reflect what is actually being done.  This action is actually Phase II of the Delaware Air Toxics Assessment Study (DATAS).  Mr. Robert Zimmerman will reword this action and revise the Environment Committee Recommendations for 2007-2001 Cancer Plan.
· The language used to describe the first action under Goal 1, Objective 1d does not seem to accurately reflect the intent of the action. Mr. Robert Zimmerman will reword the description of this action as well.
· Objective 3b, under Goal 3 and the action under Objective 3b need to be reworded to accurately reflect the intentions of the Environment Committee.  The intent is to increase awareness at the dry cleaning sites themselves and the public of alternatives and to increase the publics’ awareness of hazards that they are living next to and/or on top of.  Mr. Robert Zimmerman will reword this as well.  The plan for year 1 will be to map danger areas.  The plan for year 2 will be to educate the public and people in direct danger of hazard sites.
· An objective will be added to Goal 1 related to retrofitting public bus filters.  Estimates must be obtained for the cost of retrofitting the filters.
Ms. Maley explained that after the Environment Committee’s last meeting, 3/19/07, the chairman of the Delaware Cancer Consortium (DCC), Mr. William Bowser, contacted Ms. Maley and requested that the Environment Committee take on the task of retrofitting Delaware Administration for Regional Transit (DART) buses with filters that would reduce toxic emission considerably.  Mr. Bowser explained to Ms. Maley that if the Environment Committee agreed to undertake this project, it would have to procure $80,000 from its existing budget to do so.  If the committee could do this, Mr. Bowser agreed to contribute an additional $63,000 to the committee to fund this project.  Ms. Maley, on behalf of the committee, agreed to accept this project as part of the committee’s Purple Book recommendations.  Ms. Maley, along with Mr. William Leitzinger, have been working with Mr. Bowser, Ms. Jill Rogers and representatives from Delaware Department of Natural Resources and Environmental Control (DNREC) to work out the logistics of this project.  Mr. Robert Zimmerman explained that there are two different types of control devices: 1) diesel particulate filters estimated at $10,000 each and which reduce emissions by about 90% and 2) diesel oxidation catalysts estimated at $1,000 each and which reduce emissions by about 20%.   Mr. Zimmerman explained that DNREC plans to put out a Request For Proposal (RFP) involving the diesel particulate filters and has offered to collaborate with the Environment Committee on this project if they choose to also use the diesel particulate filters.  Mr. Thom May explained that it was the responsibility of this committee to make a decision regarding what type of filter should be used as well as how many buses would be retrofitted with the new filter.  Mr. Lietzinger informed the group that he would keep the committee abreast of decisions made regarding this new initiative.
Ms. Pamela DeGour will forward Mr. Zimmerman an electronic version of Environment Committee Recommendations for 2007-2001 Cancer Plan.  Mr. Zimmerman will revise the document as discussed above and will forward the revised document to Mr. Leitzinger.  Mr. Leitzinger will then forward the approved revised document to Ms. DeGour who will, in turn, distribute the document via email to Environment Committee members and support staff for their review.
Healthy Homes – Current Media Campaign Review & Plan for ’08 

The current Healthy Homes campaign and new Healthy Homes floor polish and radon advertisements were distributed to each committee member.  The current ads will be included as a flyer in virtually all newspapers in the state of Delaware the first week of June 2007.  Also, copies of the flyers will be given to employers to distribute to their employees.  The radon billboards and bus signs have already been posted and will run through September 2007.  
The scope of the Healthy Homes campaign has been expanded to Healthy Home – Healthy Workplace.  Additionally, the Healthy Homes campaign will be expanded to include ingestibles, such as foods, that are potentially dangerous. Also new to the campaign, any incoming calls to the Delaware HelpLine relating to the Healthy Homes campaign will be followed up by mailing flyers to callers.
Mr. Robert Zimmerman questioned why the Delaware Cancer Consortium (DCC) logo was not printed on the flyers as he had suggested in the past.  Mr. Thom May will revisit the possibility of including the DCC logo on the ads.
Dr. Robert Frelick pointed out that more and more it is being discovered that cancers have a bacterial base.  Because of this, Dr. Frelick would like to see hospitals include sanitary wipes on trays next to the beds of patients who are unable to get to a place to wash their hands.

Recruiting New Members for Environment Committee 
Mr. Leitzinger suggested that the committee consider recruiting new members from the Delaware Department of Agriculture, Delaware Department of Transportation (DelDOT) and other various employers.  Ms. Maley added that she would also like to see public advocates join this committee. Mr. Ed Hallock recommended contacting Ms. Carolann Wicks, Secretary of DelDOT to request that she recommend someone from her department to become a member of this committee.  Mr. Zimmerman stated that most of the strong public advocates are already members of other committees of the DCC.

Other business

Prior to addressing agenda items, Dr. Frelick commented that the popularity of drinking bottled water is related to head and neck cancer.  Dr. Frelick stated that bottled water does not contain fluorine.  People, and school age children in particular, who consume bottled water without fluorine have an increased rate of dental problems.  Left untreated, these dental problems could lead to incidences of cancer in the head and neck.  Dr. Frelick feels this is particularly important in Sussex County because access to dental care is limited there.  Ms. Maley suggested that this is something that could potentially be listed on the Healthy Homes website (www.delawarehealthyhomes.org) so that consumers could make informed decisions about the food and beverages they consume.  

Mr. Ed Hallock informed the group that the towns of Greenwood and Bridgeville will both become fluoridated towns in June 2007.

Ms. Laura Mensch reminded the group that she has been working with Ms. DeGour to arrange for Mr. Michael C. R. Alavanja, Dr.P.H, and Senior Investigator with the National Cancer Institute, to address the entire DCC over lunch regarding Carcinogen Exposures in the Agricultural Environment at the September 2007 meeting.
