Committee members approved the October 10, 2006 Colorectal Committee meeting minutes without changes.


Tailored Navigation Training for Nurse Navigators
The Colorectal Committee previously agreed that tailored navigation training be available to Delaware’s Colorectal Cancer Care Navigators. This training would provide innovative strategies for communicating and maximizing effective colorectal screening communication through message tailoring and innovative strategies for communicating colorectal cancer information to diverse populations. Ms. Nora Katurakes informed the group that Dr. Ronald Myers is in the process of compiling a proposal regarding the possibility of holding tailored navigation training sessions for Delaware’s Colorectal Cancer Care Navigators. 
Year 3 Accomplishment Document Review
Ms. Donna Marie King distributed Colorectal Committee’s Draft Year 3 Accomplishments; the group reviewed them and gave Ms. King suggested revisions. Ms. King will make suggested revisions and have the accomplishments printed accordingly. 
Quarterly Data Update: Colorectal Cancer Care Navigation

Ms. Alisa Olshefsky distributed quarterly colorectal screening site statistics for the group’s review. Ms. Olshefsky pointed out that Nanticoke Memorial Hospital’s number of colorectal screenings performed has increased. She suggested that the Colorectal Cancer Care Navigator, Ms. Melinda Huffman, be invited to attend a future Colorectal Committee meeting to speak with the Committee about Nanticoke Memorial Hospital’s statistics and her insight regarding the increase in screenings preformed. 
Quarterly Data Update: Champions of Change
Ms. Alisa Olshefsky distributed quarterly Champions of Change statistics for the group’s review.  Ms. Nora Katurakes questioned the number of Champions of Change pledge cards effective in contributing to client colorectal screenings. Ms. Alisa Olshefsky suggested that the group review this at a future Colorectal Committee meeting. 

Dr. Stephen Grubbs suggested that maybe the group should look into the possibility of offering incentives for clients who actually complete colon testing. Ms. Alisa Olshefsky will forward this recommendation to the appropriate individuals for further discussion.
