Committee members approved the November 17, 2008 Early Detection & Prevention Committee meeting minutes without changes. 


Welcome, New Committee Member (s) and/or Staff Introductions:
Dr. Stephen Grubbs called the meeting to and introductions were made around the table.  Dr. Grubbs informed the committee that Dr. Estelle Whitney and Robert Sikes, Ph.D. applications have been approved, and they are now members of the committee.
Colorectal Screening Data
Dr. Grubbs asked what data the committee can expect to see. Dr. Grubbs stated that he is interested in seeming the latest incidence and mortality information.  Now that the committee has seen an increase in screening he expressed that he expected to begin to see a decrease in mortality.  Ms. Katherine Hughes stated that partial data for incidence and mortality will be available at the March meeting
Ms. Hughes passed Cancer Screening Nurse Navigation data that indicated the number of screenings that were completed with assistance from Cancer Screening Navigators.  Ms. Hughes informed the committee that the Cancer Screening Nurse Navigation program has been eliminated.  Christiana Care Health Services will cover the screenings completed in the Wilmington area with assistance from Westside Health and Henrietta Johnson.     
Prostate Screening
Ms. Hughes passed out a one page hand-out that informed the committee about a cancer screening incentive program.  The Champions of Change program was not producing the results that were anticipated so the decision was made to restructure the program.  Instead of reimbursing community based organizations for the cancer screenings the monetary reimbursement will go directly to the individual receiving a screening.  This incentive will help to reimburse individuals without benefits for the time that they are missing from work.  The program will start with Screening for Life clients that are rarely or never screened. 
The incentives program will roll out prior to the next committee meeting in March.  The Division of Public Health (DPH) will begin by running a report of all of the clients that are enrolled in Screening for Life, but have not received a screening.  The rarely and never screened are priority group that the program is intended to use.

Ms. Hughes stated that Maverick gift cards had been discussed as a possible incentive.  The gift cards work like a visa gift card, but they would allow the DPH to block the purchase of products such as tobacco products.  The cards also have the capacity to track the type of stores were the purchases are being made.  Dr. Grubbs expressed concern that tracking where the purchases are made was an invasion of privacy.  Dr. Robert Sikes stated that he thought the gift cards would provide valuable information, and could be used to provide information on future outreach programs.  

Ms. Nora Katurakes asked if there is research available on the use of monetary incentives.  She suggested that the committee consider using t-shirts as a cheaper alternative.

Ms. Hughes informed the committee that the prostate screening marketing campaign will air early this spring.  
CSNN Database
Ms. Paula Hess, CSNN for Bayhealth Medical Center, explained and demonstrated the new CSNN database. The new database will allow the CSNN  to track all of their clients electronically.
Review of committee membership

Ms. Nora Katurakes stated that the committee needs more members to attend the meetings. Robert Sykes and Estelle Whitney are now officially members of the committee.  Ms. Katurakes stated that Alva from the American Cancer Society will be submitting an application to join the committee. 
Cervical Cancer Algorithm
Ms. Katie Hughes passed out a containing the cervical cancer screening algorithm. The committee chose to wait until Dr. Estelle Whitney could attend before they passed the cervical algorithm.
Updates
Ms. Katurakes announced that Carmen Herrera is no longer the Director of Screening for Life. Jill Rogers is serving as the acting director until position is filled. Karen Savin’s Nurse Consultant position is still vacant; however Robin Rummel is serving as the nurse for Screening for Life and the Delaware Cancer Treatment Program.
