Due to the low number of committee members in attendance, a quorum was not reached; hence, minutes from July’s meeting (no EC meeting held in September) could not be approved. 

Welcome & New Committee Member(s) and/or Staff Introductions
Ms. Maley invited all attending the meeting to sit at the table and participate in the discussion.  Introductions were made around the room.  
Multi-Media Exposure and Biomonitoring Study: Funding Update
Ms. Jill Rogers informed the committee that DPH did not receive funding from either the CDC grant (Public Health Lab) or the NIH grant (HPDP). Ms. Meg Maley requested the group discuss alternate sources of funding and how to best proceed with the project. Options included seeking funding from private foundations, dividing the work among existing state agencies/departments, and reapplying for NIH/CDC monies: Mr. Bill Leitzinger supported the “divide and conquer” approach; Mr. Gerald Llewellyn suggested the state reapply for new grant money after reviewing and addressing the CDC and NIH critiques of the previously submitted grants; Ms. Judy Satterfield offered the idea of seeking funds from the private health care sector – for example, pharmaceutical companies – that might have an interest in the project’s findings; Mr. Bob Zimmerman commented on the merits of seeking monetary support from national non-profit groups.
Ms. Maley closed the discussion by requesting DPH to analyze each aspect of the study, determine which existing personnel/agencies can perform the roles/duties, and determine if any of the components can be completed using existing state funds.

Indian River Community Level Survey: Project Update

Ms. Jill Rogers provided a brief update, stating that all additional analyses were completed and that the final report would be posted on the website by the end of the week. She stated that a very short briefing will be given at the next meeting and requested that committee members read the report prior to the January meeting.
Tanning Bed Regulations
Dr. Ming Lau gave a presentation on proposed tanning bed regulations. The law requiring the regulations passed in the last General Assembly session which ended June 30, 2009 and will require minors aged 14-18 to obtain parental consent to use tanning beds and minors less than 14 years of age must obtain a doctor’s prescription to use a tanning bed. After any necessary changes are made, the document will go to the Attorney General for approval then on to Dr. Rattay for approval. At that point, Dr. Lau will begin working with the public to vet the regulation. Dr. Lau expects public hearings to begin in January and the law to be in place early next year (2010).

One item in the regulation already being discussed was how to define “excessive” or “over” exposure as currently written in the document. Dr. Lau said DCC/DPH will need to revisit the law after it has been in effect for one to two years then make changes to the wording as needed at that point.

Dr. Lau stated that the Tobacco Committee will take on duties of public awareness and outreach concerning the new regulations. Ms. Satterfield suggested newspaper representatives be invited to attend the public hearings as this might lead to widespread media coverage of the new regulations. Another suggestion was to put a note about the tanning law on the DPH Healthy Homes website. The idea to target school newsletters and high school newspapers or environmental committees was also discussed.
Pharmaceuticals in Water: Update
Due to the lack of a quorum, a thorough discussion was tabled. Mr. Ed Hallock reported that test results had been tabulated; he will have them analyzed and prepared for a presentation early next year (2010). It was agreed that increasing public awareness of the issue should be a priority and that some mechanism for safe/proper disposal of prescription drugs must be formulated.
Dry Cleaning/Perc: Update
Ms. Jill Rogers updated the attendants, stating that the current request for proposal for the state’s dry cleaning contract included language to award points for green cleaning methods.
Updates/Others
Ms. Maley requested feedback regarding any additions to or subtractions from the current workload. She asked committee members to consider any new actionable outcomes and be prepared to discuss these at the next meeting.
Mr. Bill Leitzinger discussed his desire to apply for federal grant monies to fund the Healthy Homes Initiative in the next fiscal year.
