April 20, 2004 Disparities/Colorectal minutes were reviewed and approved without changes.


Helene Gladney introduced herself to the Committee. Ms. Gladney acts as a health consultant to the City of Wilmington and their Healthy Wilmington 2010 initiative.  A city health planning council oversees the process for the City. The work began in early 2000 when zip codes 19801, 19802 and 19805 were initially identified with serious health gaps. The City worked with Oregon and other cities/models to develop a city specific plan.

The Lt Governor John Carney provided an overview of the Disparities Committee as it relates to overall Consortium activities. The Lt. Governor underscored the importance of all Consortium activities having distinct strategies for targeting minorities and being cognizant of disparity in cancer incidence and mortality rates.

Updated Timeline for the Retrospective Study
~ May 25: IRB review of ORC questionnaires
~ After IRB approval it will take two months to collect data and analyze it.

~ New deliverable date – September 2004
~ Subsequent to this date, a broad educational campaign (eg. the fact sheet) will be developed for the community)

AB&C Marketing Materials Presentation
A summary of the Colorectal Screening Advocacy program was provided as an introduction to Ms. Gladney and the entire Committee. AB&C has been retained to complete a variety of marketing activities for the Consortium. Samantha Raftovitch, Donna-Marie King and Mike Cordrey presented an overview of the Colorectal Cancer Screening media campaign and how it specifically reaches minorities through grassroots strategies; including but not limited to:

~ radio stations

~ special targeted publications

~ sororities and fraternities

The Lt. Governor pointed out the importance of focusing on both upstate and downstate strategies as equal priority; given the fact that there are differences between minority groups given their rural or urban setting.
AB&C showed the Committee the mocked up ad campaign. There are two main sets of copy; a general campaign and a minority (African American) campaign. Ms. Donna-Marie King displayed a Colorectal Screening Action Kit “Champions of Change”. This kit will be provided at no charge to a wide variety of community organizations who can affect change. The kit contains a broad set of templates for replication, giveaways, posters, TA for conducting community events. Three focus group tests were completed. Some key findings were discussed:

~ importance of describing whole colorectal screening process (be truthful in disclosing that it is not a quick procedure and that it requires prep time and someone else to drive patient home)
~ importance of underscoring success stories (screened and removed polyps that could have otherwise been cancer)
When the Action Kit is ready to be released, AB&C envisions a press release and press event to take place.  There was a great deal of discussion about the most effective messages, methods and partners for reaching minority populations and critical importance of using the above themes.  Ms. King described an informal process that they are using as an agency to collect minority input/reactions of the development of campaign materials. This unofficial sounding board evolves rapidly in composition and is statewide in scope.  

AB&C representatives indicated that the CRC program materials will likely be ready for launch at the end of June 2004 and invited Committee members to communicate freely in regards to ideas and/or potential partners.
