Review of Previous Meeting Minutes 
)

The committee members approved the minutes dated October 7, 2010.

Old & New Business
)

Welcome, New Committee Member(s) and/or Staff Introductions
Ms. Lakeisha Moore opened the meeting.  All attendees were asked to complete the sign-in sheet. 

Approval of Minutes
Ms. Jeanne Chiquoine motioned to approve the October 7, 2010 minutes as presented.  Ms. Cathy Scott Holloway seconded the motion to approve the minutes.  The minutes were approved as presented.

Cancer Education Alliance Summit
Ms. Moore presented a proposed agenda for the Cancer Education Alliance Summit.  Mr. Coy Smith suggested that the final title for the program not include the word “alternative medicine” and that we should focus on complementary and integrative medicine instead due to health care provider perception of the word “alternative”.  Some health care providers are not as accepting of alternative medicine but are generally more comfortable with complementary and/or integrative medicine.  Ms. Scott Holloway also agreed and suggested dropping the word “alternative” from the title.  Based on committee suggestions and feedback, the Cancer Education Alliance Summit will focus on complementary and integrative cancer therapies.

The Cancer Education Alliance Summit agenda included breakout sessions focusing on Acupuncture, the Center for Mind-Body Medicine, and Pain Management.  The agenda also included additional breakout sessions on Reiki, Palliative and End of Life Care, and Healing Touch.  The alliance would also feature a keynote speaker from the National Office of Complementary Alternative Medicine.  

Ms. Moore updated the committee on venue choices including Wilmington University and Delaware State University.  Wilmington University will not allow the Delaware Cancer Consortium to reserve a room more than 60 days prior to the event and that would not work for the Consortium from a planning perspective for this spring alliance.  In regards to Delaware State University, it has been hard for Ms. Moore to reach a contact person and parking may be a problem there.  Ms. Chiquoine suggested checking into Bayhealth as a possible venue, but parking may be an issue there also.  Eden Hill was also suggested as a possible venue.  

Mr. Smith recommended opening up the alliance for complementary/integrative medicine vendors to come and set-up displays during the meeting.  Several committee members were not sure if vendors would be able to set-up or sell any products with the event being sponsored by the Delaware Cancer Consortium.   Ms. Moore said that she would check into the possibility of having vendors at the alliance.

Ms. Kimberly Smalls asked why the Cancer Education Alliance Summit was called an Education Alliance Summit and if the Delaware Cancer Consortium was going to be included in the title.  Ms. Moore referenced that when the C&PE/WPWF committee outlined their goals in the four year plan (DCC purple book); the Education Alliance Summit was the name that was listed under the committee goals.  The committee agreed that DCC needs to be included on the invitation or within the title for the Cancer Education Alliance Summit so that the public can make the connection between DCC and this event.

Ms. Moore asked the committee about possible dates.  Several committee members agreed that Monday would not be a good day for a meeting for several reasons.  Mr. Coy Smith suggested a Friday meeting, stating that Fridays are usually lighter days for the hospital staff where he works.  Some others agreed that a Friday meeting could work.  Ms. Scott-Holloway mentioned that the Breast Cancer Coalition would hold their Annual Breast Cancer Meeting in April but probably not on a Friday.   The committee suggested Friday, April 8, 2011 as a tentative date.

Year 3 Accomplishments
Ms. Moore presented the committee with the draft Year 3 Accomplishments for the C&PE/WPWF committee.  Year 3 includes accomplishments from July 1, 2009 – June 30, 2010.  Ms. Linda Wolfe suggested that the committee spell out the word two-thousand under the accomplishment that stated “supported the distribution of 2000 Advocates of Hope Toolkits to assist employers with Cancer Education in the workplace.”  Ms. Wolfe stated that we don’t want people to think the 2000 is referring to the year instead of the number of toolkits distributed.  Ms. Moore said that she would make the change to two-thousand.  

Ms. Chiquoine suggested that the DCC get rid of the “Done” stamps and come up with a better system to track committee accomplishments.  It is misleading to state that some of the goals are “Done” because many of the goals are ongoing.  Some committee members suggested using a color coded system, i.e. red, yellow, and green depending on the goal and where it falls regarding completion.  Other suggestions included a 1 – 5 scale that rates where the goal is in regards to completion.  The committee felt that changing the “Done” stamp to another tracking system would need to be a consortium wide change.

Ms. Chiquoine also suggested for the four-year plans for each committee to list actual numbers for each goal.  The current 4 year plan numbers are misleading. 

Ms. Wolfe asked Ms. Moore to check back into the minutes during the Year 3 period (from July 1, 2009 – June 30, 2010) to see if the committee reviewed and made suggestions on a Prostate campaign developed by AB&C.  Many committee members remembered reviewing the campaign but could not remember if it was during Year 3 or not.  

Delaware Employers Council Meetings
Ms. Moore will not be able to attend the November DE Employer Council meeting but Ms. Scott Holloway is going to check on her availability.  Ms. Gwen Miller-Reilly from the Division of Public Health volunteered to go on behalf of the committee if no one else was available.  Ms. Moore will send out the meeting dates to the committee as soon as she receives them.

Speaker’s Request Process/Speaker’s Bureau
The Speaker’s Request Process was proposed during the October committee meeting and consists of a requestor going to the DCC website and clicking on the Education and Training Opportunities Webpage and filling out a speaker request form.  The form consists of the requestor’s contact information along with other information about the type of speaker that the requestor is searching for.  A copy of the process was handed out and e-mailed to every committee member for their review during the October meeting.   

Once the Speaker’s request form is submitted, the request would be sent directly to Ms. Lakeisha Moore – DPH Cancer Trainer/Educator.  Ms. Moore would then refer to the list of DPH contracted organizations and other cancer community partners to fulfill the requestor’s needs.  The DCC committees would also be able to submit proposed speaker’s resumes and information to Ms. Moore to be presented and approved by the C&PE/WPWF committee members.

Ms. Moore handed out the list of current DPH contracted organizations per Ms. Lisa Henry.  Ms. Jeanne Chiquoine asked if the website would have drop down boxes so that people would know what speaker topics are available to them.  Ms. Moore stated that AB&C was working on a draft website for the Speaker’s Request Process and that drop down boxes with speaker topics was an option.

Ms. Chiquione mentioned that the American Cancer Society was not currently contracted with DPH but that it is a great resource for the public.  Ms. Wolfe recapped some of the discussions from previous meetings in regards to the criteria selection for the organizations that were to be used as resources on the DCC website.  The issue in the past has been how do you recommend one organization over another?  Does the DCC just utilize organizations currently contracted with the state?  Ms. Wolfe suggested that the DCC website link connect the consumer to a qualified organization and then the consumer would be responsible for setting up their own connection with the agency.  She stated that the DCC website could then give consumers tips and questions to ask organizations regarding speaker selection.

Ms. Moore stated that the draft Speaker Request Process would actually set-up a speaker for the requesting consumer or organization instead of placing the responsibility back on the consumer to connect with the organization.  Ms. Wolfe asked if DPH was equipped to handle the potential magnitude of public requests for speakers?  Ms. Moore stated that DPH currently accepts speaker requests and works to fulfill any consumer or organization’s request for a speaker.  If there was an influx of requests on the website for speakers, then DPH would at least have a way to track the need for additional speakers based on the number of requests.  

Ms. Smalls mentioned that there needs to be a disclaimer on the website regarding the speakers that go out on behalf of the DCC.  DCC should not be held liable or responsible for each organization and the information that the organization shares. 

The committee suggested coming up with some type of criteria and/or guidelines regarding the pool of speakers that DPH would refer to for speakers requests that would best service the public.

The Speakers Request Process may need to be implemented in stages based on the resources that are currently available.

Outreach/Education
Ms. Moore recapped DPH’s outreach plan to the 45 census tracts in the state that have higher cancer incidences than the state average.   The plan is currently at the Governor’s office for approval.

Ms. Wolfe and Ms. Hall-Long suggested that the committee review the campaign materials before they go out to the general public for feedback.  Ms. Wolfe also suggested having a pro-active media plan in place before the 45-census tract mailers go out to the general public to alert people to what is being sent out.

Ms. Moore mentioned that there have been some requests from the public for DPH to come out and talk about the data from the elevated 45 census tracts.  

Other Business
Dr. Hall-Long briefed the committee about some of the information discussed at the Delaware Health Fund Advisory Committee meeting regarding funding.
