The minutes from the previous meeting were approved.

Welcome & New Committee Member(s) and/or Staff Introductions
Introductions were made around the room.  
Environmental Monitoring Plan
Ms. Meg Maley welcomed Mr. Jim Raymer, Mr. Jim Shannon and Mr. Charles Rhodes from Research Triangle Institute (RTI) as they called into the meeting to discuss the Environmental Monitoring Plan.  RTI stated that the development of Phase III of the Environmental Monitoring Plan is underway, and that a date has been set to meet with members of the advisory council.
Ms. Maley stated that due to this years budget situation they have been unable to secure funding for Phase I of the environmental monitoring plan, however she emphasized that she viewed this as a delay rather than the end of the plan.  Ms. Maley said that there are opportunities at the federal level that are currently being pursued, and that Phase I of the monitoring plan will be conducted one way or another.  
Diesel Particulate Filters
Ms. Maley informed the committee that there is significant funding allocated in the federal stimulus package for diesel particulate retrofits.  She also stated that the Delaware Department of Natural Resources and Environmental Control (DNREC) will be contacting the Colonial School District superintendent to explore the possibility of retrofitting buses in the school district.  
Mr. John Carney recommended that the committee inform people that live in the area about the project.  The committee also discussed reaching out to the Christina and Newark school districts to discuss retrofitting buses in their fleets with diesel particulate filters.  Ms. Jill Rogers stated that she will follow up with both of these items.
Dry Cleaning Incentives

DNREC has requested to use $200,000 in penalty funds to assist dry cleaners who wish to convert to green technologies.  Mr. Jim Werner stated that Office of Management and Budget (OMB) is currently reviewing the penalty fund request.  DNREC hopes to provide technical support without interfering with business that are currently operating lawfully.  
The committee revisited pursuing legislation to require dry cleaners to convert to green technologies.  Mr. Carney suggested creating a Delaware Cancer Consortium window sticker.  The sticker could be distributed to organizations that are following guidelines recommended by the DCC.
Health Homes Project

Mr. Bill Leitzinger presented new advertisements from the Health Homes Campaign.  Mr. Leitzinger also presented graphs that detailed the number of hits to the Health Homes website.  The data on the website showed that since the media campaign has been launched there has been an increase in the number of times that the website is visited.
Mr. Leitzinger stated that the Office of Occupational Health is open, and is conducting outreach and education to employees and employers.  Mr. Leitzinger stated that the Health Hazard Assessment was conducted to identify possible hazards in workplaces throughout Delaware.  While conducting outreach for the Office of Occupational Health Mr. Leitzinger has also been informing employers of the Healthy Homes Campaigns.  Many of the employers agreed to distribute health homes information to their employees via paycheck stuffers.
Mr. John Carney recommended that Healthy Homes information be distributed to parents through their school age children.  He stated that parents are much more likely to look at information if their kids bring it home from school.  Similar initiatives have been used to promote recycling.  Mr. Leitzinger stated that he would contact the school districts to determine if they are willing to send home information about the Healthy Homes program.
Water Testing Data

Mr. Ed Hallock gave an overview of the results of the expanded water monitoring.  The monitoring included pharmaceuticals and other carcinogenic substances in drinking water.  Mr. Hallock reported that of the 160 samples were collected none of the samples were near 3,000 and only five samples were above 300.  When testing drinking water for radon the range is 300 picoCuries/Liter (pCiL) and 3,000 pCiL.  None of the samples tested were near 3,000, and only five of the samples were above 300.  
The water samples showed 17 containments including caffeine, ethanol, testosterone, and progestogen.  Improper disposal of can lead to pharmaceuticals being found in drinking water.  Mr. Werner stated that last year HB159 was proposed.  The bill would provide individuals with the opportunity to have their pharmaceuticals picked up once every quarter through preexisting curb side recycling programs.  The committee asked Mr. Leitzinger to add pharmaceutical waste information to the healthy homes website.
DATAS Phase II Analysis

The DATAS risk assessment calculations for regional scale modeling are back, and the GIS maps for modeled concentrations and risk are currently under development.  The data report will be ready by March 31, 2009.
A list of potential stakeholders representing a variety of key interests has been drafted for the Air Toxics reduction program in Wilmington.
The committee discussed air toxins information that was previously presented.

Indian River Survey Update

The interim Indian River report has been provided to the Delaware Department of Health and Social Services IRB.  The data input and analysis is underway, and the completed report is anticipated mid-March.
