Feedback on December 11, 2003 ORC Presentation

Committee asked about the release of ORC Macro’s Literature Review report results. Betsy Wheeler explained that ORC wasn’t ready to release all of their report findings. The Committee would like to review the report before it’s released to the public.  Jill Rogers will communicate with ORC about the Committee’s request to see the report before it’s released to the public.


Review of Retrospective Study Questionnaire

Page by page, Committee members thoroughly reviewed ORC Macro’s “Core Questions for the Delaware Look-Back study on Breast, Colorectal, Prostate, and Lung Cancers” and made several suggestions for consideration.  Ginger Jensen noted all suggestions and will submit them to the Delaware Division of Public Health for ORC Macro’s review. The summary of consideration questions is attached.
Committee members had several questions regarding the planned protocol of the survey. Some of these questions included the following:

Would individuals be verbally interviewed via phone or in person? Or will individuals be given the survey to complete on his/her own.

Will a wide range of the population be given the survey?

How will individuals be selected for the survey?

Will gender and specific age groups be a factor in determining who should be surveyed? 

Will geographical location be considered?

Will individuals with all stages of cancer be surveyed? 
Jill Rogers offered to get answers concerning the Committee’s questions regarding the planned protocol of the survey. She also made the Committee aware that ORC is in the process of getting IRB approval for initiating the survey.
Membership Update: Recommendation on Committee Representation

Committee members briefly thought about the need to add more Disparities Committee members. The Committee agreed that primary care physicians and community members were needed to participate on the Committee.
