Old & New Business
)

Welcome, New Committee Member(s) and/or Staff Introductions
Senator Bethany Hall-Long opened the meeting.  All attendees were asked to introduce themselves and complete the sign-in sheet.  

Approval of Minutes 
Ms. Cathy Scott Holloway motioned to approve the Monday, May 23, 2011 minutes as presented.  Ms. Jeanne Chiquoine seconded the motion to approve the minutes.  The minutes were approved as presented.



Cancer Education Alliance Summit
Ms. Jeanne Chiquoine with the American Cancer Society (ACS) has taken the lead on planning and gave an update on Cancer Education Alliance Summit.  Ms. Chiquoine thanked the committee members and sub-committee members for their assistance in setting up the summit.  She also gave special thanks to Marian Carter from American Cancer Society for her special help.  Ms. Chiquoine continued with the update are as follows:
· Date: Wednesday, October 5, 2011
· Location: Delaware State University – Bank of America Building
· Time: 8:30 am – 3:00 pm
· 80% of the speakers lined up
· No registration fee
· Agenda is drafted
-Introduction by Bethany Hall Long & President of Delaware State University and possibility of Dr. Rattay (not confirmed)
- Speaker – on research, prevention and best practice has not been confirm; Mrs. Fernsler suggested John Kerner from NCI
- Panel with Mrs. Eileen Sparling on Stability & Prevention; BJ Solkowski on Environment & Prevention; Dr. Heather Faggin from Christiana Care on Prevention & Best Practices.  Public Education has not confirmed Education on Nutrition & Prevention for students.  Mrs. Wolfe will follow-up with Ms. Chiquoine) – 15 minutes panels
- Last speaker – Colleen Doley from ACS to speak on physical activity, nutrition and prevention

Ms. Hall-Long wanted to get an update on advertising.   Ms. Chiquoine stated the save the date mailing or email will be complete by the end of July 2011.  Mrs. Moore gave a draft of the previous alliance save the date to Mrs. Chiquoine.  The audience will be nursing, medical providers and the public.  Ms. Chiquoine will add the sponsors on the save the date, and will contact Blue Cross Blue Shield for assist with advertising.  

Ms. Chiquoine will set up another conference call with the subcommittee around the beginning of August and the save the date draft will already be set up.

Ms. Chiquoine requested from the committee members a title for the alliance summit.  Some of the Committee members came up with several theme;   “The Key of Cancer Prevention is Education,”  “ Walking the Talk – Cancer Prevention”  and “Take Hold and Prevent Cancer – Act, Educate & Plan.”   Ms. Chiquoine and subcommittee members will discuss these themes   and then choose a final theme.

Next Four Year Plan
Mrs. Lakeisha Moore started to give an overview of the Committee’s next four year plan.  The committee was given a handout with proposed goals/ideas for the next four years.  Ms. Moore reviewed the four goals:
· Goal 1 - Maintain and provide oversight for the Delaware Cancer Education Alliance
· Goal 2 - Educate the public on how they can take steps to lower their cancer risk
· Goal 3 – Engage Delaware employers to promote existing cancer prevention, screening and treatment program
· Goal 4 - Partner with Delaware employers and insurance companies to increase the number of employees accessing cancer screening and risk reduction programs

Overview on Goal 1 – Maintain and provide oversight for the Delaware Cancer Education Alliance; Ms. Wolfe suggested to reword the title of Goal 1 since there is no official alliance.  The Committee members agreed to make the changed the wording on Goal 1, possible change from alliance to summit.

Overview on Goal 2 – Educate the public on how they can take steps to lower their cancer risk; Ms. Moore suggested Goal 1 task needs rewording because it is too broad and needs be more specific.   Mrs. Sparling suggested a target audience or specific type of cancer.  Ms. Sparling will email Ms. Moore some suggestions on target audience or specific type of cancer and the committee will be review at the next meeting.   Ms. Hall-Long suggested that these tasks are feasible and measurable within the four next four year plan.  The Committee agreed with the Goal 2 and task/action.  The Committee agreed with the objectives of Goal 2, but the wording on objective 2B has be reworded from improve to increase “Objective 2B - Increase public awareness about cancer services available in the State of Delaware”.

Overview of Goal 3 – Engage Delaware employers to promote the existing cancer prevention, screening and treatment program.  The Committee agreed with the goal but Ms. Moore mentioned to the Committee has to focus on this goal since in the past years the Committee has lacked focus concerning this goal.  Mrs. Fernsler suggested requesting Bill Leitzinger to give an update on work place environment and prevention but Ms. Hall-Long mention that Mr. Leitzinger is performing other tasks for the state, specifically Healthy Homes – environmental issues.  Mr. Leitzinger stopped in the meeting gave a brief description of the Workplace Committees goals.  The goal was to educate employers of hazardous environments that their employees are surrounded by and to integrate workplace assessments, meaning that the state will set up work environment assessment on hazardous or environmental risk factors.  This will assist the employer, and will take improve the work environment for the employees.)   

Overview of Goal 4 – Partner with Delaware employers and insurance companies to increase the number of employers accessing cancer screening and risk reduction programs.   The Committee agreed with the goals, tasks and actions Mrs. Fernsler suggested the American Cancer Society has a list of employers that have done workplace assessments on environmental risk factors.  This should give the Committee a starting point.  Ms. Moore also suggested that the Committee needs to focus on getting the word out to employers informing them about the resources located on the website.  The website can aid in locating helpful links to educate on environmental risk factors, care, prevention, screenings and education.  Ms. Scott Holloway suggested partnering with Advocates of Hope to assist or partner with the Committee on Goal 4.

As the committee works to finalize the goals for the next four years, Ms. Henry suggested some guiding principles, including :  looking at realistic time frames when setting goals, staggering the time frames so that everything is not in Year 1 and ongoing, and making sure that the tasks/actions are specific and achievable.  The committee will work to finalize the next four year plan during the next meeting.  The next four years will go through June 30, 2015. 

Other Business
Ms. Hall-Long introduced Ms. Susan Lalli-Acosi from St. Francis Hospital as Screening Nurse Navigator to the committee members.  Ms. Lalli-Acosi gave a brief introduction of her to the Committee members and mentioned that she will be replacing Mr. Coy Smith from St. Francis Hospital. Ms. Moore mention to the Committee that if their organizations have events, that the Committee could partner with these organizations.

Ms. Moore updated the committee on the state contracted Cancer Screening Nurse Navigators (CSNN) and Cancer Care Coordinators (CCC) positions.  The contracts for the CSNNs and CCCs will not be renewed for the next fiscal year due to state budget cuts.  The change will be effective July 1, 2011.  

Ms. Moore announced the CHAP program will be combined with the Screening for Life Program.    Benefits of this merge are financial, centralization and increased benefits for clients.
