Welcome/Opening Remarks


Representative Pamela Maier introduced herself, welcomed the group and explained why the group was meeting. 

Review of Last Meeting’s Summary
Meeting attendees approved the January 4, 2007 Quality of Life Workgroup summary notes without changes. 

Review of Draft Recommendations

Members reviewed and held lengthy discussion of the draft recommendations planned to be included in the 2007-2011 new plan/“Purple Book”.  Ms. Alisa Olshefsky will make suggested revisions to the draft recommendations.  The following related discussion was held in addition to the recommended modifications: 
In regards to validating the findings of the state-wide needs assessment by surveying cancer survivors, caregivers and current patients, it was suggested that the group explore various existing needs with current validated findings. 

The group will also explore current existing best practices and other state models in order to incorporate culturally and linguistically competent services and programs. 
The creation of a comprehensive guide of current services and resources was discussed. Various information gathering methods and resources were mentioned and will be considered when the time comes to gather information for this comprehensive guide of services. 
Discussion on the subject of ensuring that all cancer patients have access to a wellness coach was held.  Ms. Janet Teixeira, Cancer Care Connection, spoke of a wellness coach certification service she was aware of and agreed to send Ms. Alisa Olshefsky an approximate estimated cost of services available.

Ms. Eileen Curtin suggested that the group invite a representative from the health insurance industry to join the Quality of Life workgroup. Representative Maier agreed and offered to help with making contact with insurance representatives if needed. 
Gaps in Cancer Care Coverage

Discussion was held regarding gaps in cancer treatment coverage. The Delaware Cancer Treatment Program only covers treatment up to one year. There’s a 24-month Medicare waiting period, hospital charity doesn’t cover pharmaceuticals and many patients can’t afford to finish their treatment after the one year of DCTP coverage.  Others may exceed the income limit guidelines, are out of work or don’t have health insurance.  Ms. Karen Savin and Ms. Alisa Olshefsky will look into this matter further and report back to the group in the near future.
