Committee members approved the December 17, 2007 Advisory Council meeting minutes without changes.

The meeting was called to order at 8:30am.  
Committee members introduced themselves around the table.  Karryl McManus, Deputy Secretary of the Delaware Department of  Health and Social Services, was introduced as Secretary Meconi’s designee on the Advisory Council.

ACS – Access to Care presentation
Prior to the presentation, Ms. Patricia Hoge presented Dr. Petrelli with an acknowledgement plaque for his service on the American Cancer Society Board.
On behalf of the American Cancer Society, Ms. Hoge gave a presentation, accompanied with a handout, on the “Access to Care” program. (presentation is available on the DCC website) 
The focus of the presentation was relating to addressing access to care issues in helping to reduce the cancer burden and disparities related to cancer care and health outcomes.  Ms. Hoge stated that the figures and percentages in the presentation were a bit outdated.

A question arose about the percentage of care, availability, assistance, and funding from the Screening for Life program.  Per Ms. Jill Rogers, the funding has never lapsed for care of Screening for Life program applicants/patients.  
Ms. Jeanne Mell
suggested a pain summit to discuss drug dependency as per Ms. Hoge’s presentation Delaware is not ranking very high related to pain management.  Members of the Advisory Council requested a copy of the criteria related to pain management scores.  Ms. Hoge agreed to send the criteria to Ms. Rogers.   Ms. Rogers stated that the pain criteria will be forwarded to Advisory Council members along with the minutes from the meeting.
Senate Bill 107
Dr. Stephen Grubbs discussed proposed language to be added to Senate Bill 107 and asked for the Advisory Council’s approval.  Mr. Bowser suggested an endorsement from the DCC Advisory Council.  A motion was made and agreed to endorse the proposed language addition of Senate Bill 107.

FY 2009 Budget
Ms. Rogers discussed the FY 2009 recommendations.  Many programs will receive level funding with no new programs being added.  
This budget is based on the $16.2 million in the Governor’s recommended budget compared to the $18 million budget that the Cancer Council Recommended for FY09, Year 2 of the Purple Book.
Other Business

Discussion relating to clinical trials and the promotion of clinical trials through Delaware hospitals.  Ms. Hoge mentioned that Florida has contracted with the American Cancer Society relating to clinical trial promotion and this may be something Delaware may want to explore down the line rather than developing a new infrastructure for clinical trial promotion.

Representative Pam Maier raised a concern about awareness and the lack there of regarding ovarian cancer.  Rep. Maier wanted to know more about where to get information about this cancer and its treatment and care.  Dr Frantz recommended that her friends, who have been diagnosed with ovarian cancer, know their family history and that they may want to see a genetic counselor.
A report entitled “Average Age-Adjusted Cancer Incidence Rates, 2000-2004, at the Delaware Sub-County Level” was passed out and discussed.   The report will be released to the public on Thursday, April 24, 2008.
Ms. Rogers said that the report contained more specific analysis of cancer rates beyond the county level.  Dr. Shevock noted that there are eight specific higher rate areas of concern shown on the summary on page 2.
Rep. Maier asked if DPH still opposes the release of data of cancer clusters.  Ms. Rogers stated that she could not comment on this and did not have any additional information.  Mr. Bowser made a comment that data will be released via smaller census tracts as to stand clear of misinterpretations or identifications. 
The meeting ended promptly at 10:30am.
