Committee members approved minutes dated January 19, 2010.  

Welcome, New Committee Member(s) and/or Staff Introductions

Dr. Bethany Hall-Long opened the meeting, all attendees were asked to introduce themselves and complete the sign-in sheet. 
General Announcement

Dr. Hall-Long made the announcement that Mrs. Joya Asika is no longer with the Committee and that Mrs. Lisa Henry will be assisting the Committee. 
Cancer Education Alliance Summit

Dr. Hall-Long stated that she wasn’t in the previous meeting and would like to get an updated on Cancer Education Alliance Summit schedule for June 2010.  Mrs. Henry stated that during previous meetings the Committee had discussed having a Summit in June 2010 however, the topic was not chosen.  Ms. Jeanne Chiquoine agreed and stated the Committee was leaning towards a Summit focused on Complimentary Alternative Medicine or Cultural Competency.  Dr. Hall-Long asked the Committee if this event was feasible to put together because of the timeframe and shortage of staff.  Mrs. Henry stated that if the Committee wanted the event it would be done and not to worry about the shortage of staff; main concern would be deciding on a topic today, speakers, save the date and menu.  Ms. Chiquoine agreed that timeframe might be an issue.  Dr. Hall-Long asked Mrs. Henry for information concerning the budget cuts and the conference.  Mrs. Henry stated that there was a $6 million budget cut between Cancer & Tobacco programs in the recommended state budget and that the Department of Health and Social Services and the Delaware Office of Management and Budget are working on a plan to try to restore some of the funds.  Ms. Henry noted that plans are being made to ensure we continue to maintain direct client services as well as to coordinate services more efficiently.  Mrs. Henry continued to explain that Delaware Cancer Consortium (DCC) Advisory Council will meet in April, 2010 to review the recommended budget and will vote on the budget.
Committee members had concerns regarding rushing to get a Summit together.  Mrs. Henry mentioned that it was probably okay to move the full day Summit into next fiscal budget year.  Mrs. Hall-Long agreed since the Committee needed to establish a Speakers Bureau to assist in finding the speakers for the Summit.  Mrs. Hall-Long made the motion to delay the Summit to Fall, 2010 and the motion was seconded and passed.  The Committee suggested the topics of Survivorship Cutting Edge Research or Adult Survivors of Childhood Cancer.  
Media Campaign & Technical Assistance Review 

Mrs. Henry stated that she will post to the DCC website the Colorectal and HPV Campaign Ads (radio, television, print and web) for the Committee.  Mrs. Henry also reminded the Committee of Goal 3 in the Purple Book – provide technical assistance to the committees of DCC (review media campaigns or educational materials at the request of other committees and provide educational consultation on how to appropriately target programs and create effective messages for target populations).  Some the Committees members were concerned with the lack of a technical assistance process; Mrs. Henry agreed to develop a formal technical assistance process for the Committee to review in order to streamline and organize the process of media campaign reviews from other DCC committees.  Mrs. Henry noted that the next potential media campaign will not be developed and released until possibly next fiscal year and the program is focusing on Breast Cancer awareness, particularly for women 50 years and older.  Ms. Chiquoine asked Mrs. Henry if this campaign will also target the general public and Mrs. Henry responded that the campaign may be broken up into several segments to target various populations.  Ms. Chiquoine was also concerned with Screening for Life (SFL) having enough funds to provide services due to healthcare reform at the national level.  Mrs. Henry explained that the National Breast & Cervical Cancer Early Detection Program provides the funding for the majority of breast screenings in Delaware and the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) had recently received increased funding.  
Review of Purple Book Accomplishments

Mrs. Henry explained to the Committee they needed to review the Committee goals as the program is working on a Year 2 Accomplishments document (accomplishments timeframe, July 1, 2008 – June 30, 2009).  The Committee began with a review of each goal:

Goal 1 – Maintain, expand and provide oversight for the Delaware Cancer Education Alliance.  The Committee agreed this had been accomplished. 
Goal 2 – Promote a safe, healthy and caring school environment in public and private schools.  One of the objectives for Goal 2 – Connections to Learning Toolkit has been printed and distributed to some schools but not all private or public schools for lack of staff positions per Ms. Linda Wolfe.  Mrs. Henry asked Ms. Wolfe how many toolkits were printed and Ms. Wolfe responded that there were enough toolkits for each school.  Ms. Wolfe explained that the Connections to Learning Committee have found another way to fund the toolkits and mini-grants and understood that the DCC wanted to see a direct link from the project to cancer impact in order to release DCC funds.  Mrs. Wolfe also mentioned the Committee that the Connections to Learning Committee have quarterly meetings. 
Goal 3 – Provide technical assistance to the committees of the DCC on educational methods, practices and programs the majority of the objectives were initiate or accomplished.  One objective that was not initiate or accomplished was to disseminate best practices for education and translation to each DCC Committee.  Mrs. Henry asked the Committee members if this was established and the Committee responded that it was not in place.  Mrs. Henry will develop a plan for the Committee to review and approved.

Goal 4 – Promote existing cancer prevention, screening and treatment programs to Delaware Employers the majority of the objectives were initiated or accomplished.  Committee members agreed that the Committee needed to work harder to improve goal 4 by establishing the Speakers Bureau.  The Committee requested Mrs. Henry to invite Bill Leitzinger to the next Committee meeting since he works in the DPH Office of Occupational Health which focus’ on reducing risk at work; reaches employers; educates employees regarding hazardous activities at work, etc.  This could assist the Committee in establishing the Speaker Bureaus Committee.  Mrs. Henry reminded the Committee that the Speakers Bureau and the charge of this Committee is to work with Employers to increase preventive care, such as screenings and one way to educate employers is to show them a return on investment such as how the preventive care adds to their bottom line.  Mrs. Henry will contact and invite Bill Leitzinger to attend the next Committees meeting.  Mrs. Henry also mentioned to the Committee that there was an objective in Goal 4 that should not be part of their objectives and it was removed. 
Goal 5 – Implement workplace/workforce initiatives and provide individual trainings and resources to employers – The Committee agreed that the objectives were all initiated and accomplished.  The permanent position was filled but is now vacant and will be advertised in the coming months to get a replacement.  Mrs. Henry advised the Committee that the documents to post the position were already sent to forward and DPH was waiting for approval.  Mrs. Hall-Long mentioned to Mrs. Henry to advise the Committee of when the position gets approved since this position is not funded by the state.  
Goal 6 – Partner with insurance companies to increase the number of employees accessing cancer screening and risk reduction programs – The Committee noted that some of the objectives were initiated and accomplished.  The objectives of Goal 6 have been a bit more difficult to accomplish since insurance companies are not required to provide claims data.  Ms. Chiquoine suggested bringing someone from the Insurance Commissioner Office onto the Committee.  The Committee agreed it might be a good idea.  Mrs. Henry mentioned that some of the other DCC Committees have not been able to accomplish the objective of working on the aggregate claims data from insurers since the insurers are not required by law to give the data.  Mrs. Hall-Long also mentioned that some legislation might have to take place.  
Employer Outreach 
Mrs. Henry asked the Committee if there a strategic outreach plan was ever in place.  The Committee responded that no but they would like to develop one.  Mrs. Henry agreed to draft an outreach plan to reach employers.
