Committee members reviewed and approved the July 21, 2008 Workplace/Workforce Committee meeting minutes without changes.


Welcome, New Committee Member(s) and/or Staff Introductions

Ms. Jeanne Mell, Chair of the Workplace & Workforce Committee (WP/WF), welcomed the Committee. Members introduced themselves around the table. 

Advocates of Hope Wendi Pedicone Award
Advocates of Hope Summit will be held October 16, 2008 at the Clayton Hall from 7:30am-2:00pm. Dr. Nancy Snyderman , Chief Medical Editor for NBC News will be the keynote speaker. There will be panel discussions and breakout sessions on: Turning Ideas Into Action: Risk Reduction, Screening & Behavioral Change; Delaware’s Cancer Clusters; HR, Employment Law & Insurance Issues; Managing the Emotional Side of Cancer in the Workplace;  The Future of Advocacy & Public Policy; Hospital Engagement with the Business Community. The presenting sponsor is AstraZeneca who will be providing the morning speaker, Marta Perez. The Wendi Fox Pedicone Award will be given out to the Delaware company that has exemplified best practices in terms of cancer risk in the workplace. There are five applicants to select from for the award. 
Joya Asika and Jeanne Mell will be presenting at the Delaware Chamber of Commerce Health Care Committee meeting. Jeanne Mell will speak about Advocates of Hope and Joya Asika will speak about how she assists businesses in coping with cancer in the workplace.

Guest Speaker: Alva Hutchinson, Interim Regional Executive Director of the Delaware/Delmarva Region American Cancer Society
Jeanne Mell introduced Alva Hutchinson who gave a power point presentation about insurance and health plans and benefit utilization.
Cancer Wellness Program

Joya Asika updated the committee on the Cancer Wellness Program. Joya Asika has been attending at least one employer health fair a month. One of the most successful was at DuPont Chestnut Run, which did their own advertising in advance. Joya Asika points out to employers that advertising in advance is the key to a successful employee turnout. Employers have discussed areas of concern, one of which is health risk assessments as part of a wellness program. Employers want to know the current status of employees. Joya Asika has been searching for links and tools for employers to use to assess their employees.
Joya Asika gave another example - Boscov’s community health fair. While discussing the health fair, the Boscov’s representative agreed to initiate a Lunch and Learn for employees. Joya Asika will be going back to Boscov’s to conduct cancer specific talks with employees. At that time she will let employees know where to locate the mammography van in town and collect their names and phones numbers to pass on to a nurse navigator for follow up. Once the website is completed, information that Joya Asika has been verbally presenting will be available on the website for employees to access.
Joya Asika gave a power point presentation on the American Institute of Preventive Medicine white paper: The Health & Economic Implications of Worksite Wellness Programs, which conducted surveys that looked over several issues for the last two years. The presentation addressed issues such as cancer screenings, health risk assessments, narrowing the gap, and tailoring information to meet the size of the business. The biggest barrier faced when talking to employers is the time, and money needed for employers to invest in workplace wellness. Joya Asika stated that she will pursue company representatives (executives and/or HR managers) to work with her. She also stated that nurse navigators will be going to local business owners with her, allowing them to know who the point of contact will be for their employees.  
The ACS holds quarterly Corporate Council meetings and their September meeting focused on Advocates of Hope and cancer in the workplace. These ACS meetings may be accessible to help promote workplace wellness campaigns. 
Joya Asika stated that sample information kits and the web site will need to complement each other once a media contract has been secured.  The contractor should be selected by October. 

Website Update
Cary McCartin updated committee members on the status of the WPWF website. The website is at a standstill pending the awarding of the Public Health media contract. The website will be split into three subgroups: Prevention, Working with Diagnosis, and After Cancer and Survivorship. Valerie Pletcher has assigned committee members to each subgroup:

Cancer Prevention- Joya Asika & Susan Mayer

Working with Cancer Diagnosis- Valerie Pletcher & Gayle Davis
After Cancer & Survivorship- Dr. Theresa Gillis & Darelle Riabov

Committees should have their information to Valerie Pletcher in 3-4 weeks so she has enough time to prepare information for next meeting. 
Speaker’s Bureau
Cary McCartin updated committee on Speaker’s Bureau. Cary McCartin, Jill Royston, Joya Asika, and Michelle Eichinger had a conference call in which they discussed creating a web-based speakers bureau initiative, and what they can do on the website. There is no money in the budget yet, but Cary McCartin and Jill Royston have begun working on the letter that will be sent to the volunteer speakers. The letter must go up the Consortium chain of command, to ensure that consistent information is given to volunteer speakers.
