Committee members approved the May 19, 2008 Tobacco Committee meeting minutes without changes. 


Welcome New Committee Member(s) and/or Staff Introductions

Dr. Patricia Hoge, Chief Mission Officer for the American Cancer Society and the Tobacco & Other Risk Factors Committee Chair, welcomed everyone. Then all members were asked to introduce themselves.  
Membership Application

All members were asked to take a few minutes to fill out a new membership application form to ensure that the contact information and other data were current.

Policy Updates
· FDA Regulation of Tobacco Products:  Jeanne Chiquoine informed the committee that H.R. 1108 was in the house and was due to be voted on by the full committee.  The Senate vote may be harder now that one of the champions; Sen. Kennedy became seriously ill.   [Note: H.R. 1108 is the Family Smoking Prevention and Tobacco Control Act legislation that will give the FDA the authority to regulate the manufacture and marketing of tobacco products]

· Bethany Beach:  Bethany Beach recently passed a law to limit smoking on the beach and park areas.  The law is not currently being enforced on the beaches due to a beach erosion issue.  The reason provide is storms eroded the beaches to the point where there would not be enough room for  designated smoking areas and non-smoking areas to be separated.  Jerry Valentine, the chair of IMPACT, is planning on attending the next Bethany Beach town council meeting to find out more information.

· State and National Elections:  This year’s election is a critical time for tobacco prevention efforts.  Some of our supporters in the house may be vacating their seats due to moving out of state or running for a different office.  Once a new state administration takes place there will be new appointments to both the Delaware Cancer Consortium and the Delaware Health Fund Advisory committee.
· Transfat bill:  The bill did not pass this session so it is considered “dead”.  Any bills not passed this session are not carried over to the next legislation session.  Supporter will have to re-introduce the bill as it was or with changes.  
· Menu Labeling: Marianne Carter is looking into the concept of menu labeling for fast food and chain restaurants in Delaware similar to what is happening in New York.  Restaurant chains would be required to list certain information on menus to help consumers make a healthier choice.  Michelle Eichinger stated that the UK is doing something similar on a voluntary basis with “traffic light” labels on packaged foods.  The “lights” would be based on the calorie, sodium, fat and sugar content.  Marianne pointed out that concept isn’t new and there are some problems with it.  For example margarine is 100% fat and would definitely be a “red light” but margarine can be used in a healthy diet.
· 5-2-1 almost none:  It was pointed out that the Nemours campaign of 5-2-1 almost none can be somewhat confusing.  The campaign is5 or more fruits and vegetables a day;  no more than 2 hours of screen time (TV, computer, video games) a day; at lest 1 hour of physical activity a day and no more than 2 servings a week  of sugar sweetened drinks.  The information is very good but there needs to be more education and training in this for all everyone involved.
· Boys & Girls Club Summer School Program:  Suchi Hiraesave informed the committee that the Boys and Girls Club provide over 2,000 meals a day in their summer school program in 23  locations throughout Delaware.  They are in the process of conducting a survey of kids, staff and food monitors to determine knowledge on nutrition.  A report will be available by the end of summer.  Next year they could incorporate educational materials such as 5-2-1 almost none and other materials in their program.
· It was suggested that someone from Nemours be invited to join the committee.  Invitations have been sent out in the past but we should issue another invitation.  Committee members were asked if they have a person they work with on a regular basis from Nemours to ask them if they or someone would be interested in becoming a member.
Tobacco Social Marketing RFP

· A mandatory pre-bid meeting was held on July 18th.  There were 25 different vendors represented at the meeting.  Only vendors who attended the mandatory pre-bid meeting are allowed to submit proposals.  Proposals are due by August 18th.

Physical Activity, Nutrition, Obesity update
· Both the WISEWOMAN and the Physical Activity Nutrition and Obesity (PANO) cooperative agreements submitted by DPH to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) were approved but not funded.
· Over 100 people attended the PANO summit and planning meeting on June 12, 2008at the Duncan Center in Dover.  The purpose was to bring people together to discuss setting the framework for a coalition. There will be follow-up meetings to help develop the PANO statewide network in October.
· Fred Gatto handed out the 2007 obesity trends map from the CDC which shows the prevalence of obesity for all 50 states using a color coed map.  Unfortunately the trend to higher obesity rates continues to get worse. Only one state, Colorado, is in the 15%-19% prevalence rate of BMI (Body Mass Index).  Delaware is once again in the 25%-29% prevalence range.  Many states moved up on the scale.
Updates/Other
· Fred Gatto handed out a newly released report from the Trust for America’s Health titled Prevention for a Healthier America: Investments in Disease Prevention Yield Significant Savings, Stronger Communities.  The report concludes that an investment of $10 per person per year in proven community-based programs to increase physical activity, improve nutrition, and prevent smoking and other tobacco use could save the country more than $16 billion annually within 5 years.  This is a return of $5.60 for every $1 invested.  The report provides estimated return on investment (ROI) for each state.  The estimate for Delaware is a savings of $57 million in 5 years which is an ROI of 7 to 1.  This report can be a tool for the DCC to advocate for increasing funding for prevention efforts.  The report is available at healthyamericans.org.
· Patricia Hoge suggested that as prevention efforts such as the HPV vaccine are accomplished and the cost of  maintenance of that program go down that the funds be reallocated to other prevention efforts rather than being transferred to other non-prevention programs.

· The DCC education committee is getting volunteers to write articles education the public on cancer clusters and cancer prevention .The committee recommended that community education on the cancer clusters include information that nutrition and physical activity can help reduce cancer incidence.
