Committee members approved the September 17, 2007 Tobacco Committee meeting minutes without changes. 


Welcome New Committee Member(s) and/or Staff Introductions

Dr. Patricia Hoge, Chief Mission Officer for the American Cancer Society and the Tobacco & Other Risk Factors Committee Chair, began the meeting by welcoming Ms. Tanya Richards.  Members and staff then introduced themselves around the room.
Dr. Hoge gave a brief background on the Tobacco Committee’s inception and how “Other Risk Factors” has been added to include obesity, physical activity and nutrition.

Presentations and Reports
Physical Activity and Education in Delaware Schools & New Business
A report/presentation was given by Mr. John Ray from the Delaware Department of Education regarding draft recommendations in part by the Statewide Health Advisory Council and the 19 pilot schools in Delaware that are participating at this time. Physical Education/Physical Activity Program Applications of Intent along with Action Plan documents were handed out as examples of the content the schools must include when committing to the program. Mr. Ray explained the programs importance in including physical activity in everyday school schedules in order to gain student interest and increase wellness and aptitude. The schools that participate must include 150 concentrated minutes of physical activity per week. Mr. Ray gave an example of one school that has placed stationary bikes in their library so students can pedal while reading. A classroom in one participating school replaced chairs with Physio Balls. At this time, approximately 25% of Delaware schools are participating.
Obesity Trends

Mr. Fred Gatto presented a PowerPoint on Obesity Trends from the CDC Behavioral Risk Factor Surveillance System.  Mr. Gatto displayed several slides to demonstrate the progression of adult obesity (BMI > or about 30 lbs. overweight for 5’4” person) across the United States since 1990 and up to 2006.  Delaware’s progression compared to the rest of the nation was discussed and hard copies of the 2007 “F as in Fat” U.S. overweight child and adult charts were provided. 
Report Cards
Mr. Gatto provided copies of the 2005 Report Card on Lifestyle and Fitness from the Governor’s Council on Lifestyle and Fitness. The  report is a simplified grading system consisting of smiley faces and reflects Delaware’s progress in the following areas: tobacco, obesity, physical education, healthy eating, safety belt use and alcohol abuse. 
Dr. Hoge commented on the CEO Cancer Gold Standard set forth/created by the CEO Business Roundtable and referred to the documents provided that give an overview of the Gold Standard program and background on the Business Roundtable. The information includes the “Five Pillars” or cancer-related recommendations designed specifically for businesses to guide them as they strive to achieve Gold Standard status.
· Dr. Hoge suggested working directly with the Workplace/Workforce Committee regarding the Gold Standard Program and how to get local business participation.
· Dr. Hoge suggested an invitation could possibly be extended to a member of the Business Roundtable and a representative from AstraZeneca, a Gold Standard business, to come to a Tobacco & Other Risk Factors meeting in the future and give insight into the program.

Delaware Cancer Consortium 1st Annual Retreat:

Dr. Hoge advised the group to look over the DCC 1st Annual Retreat information sheet/registration form provided and asked that all members planning to attend the February 7, 2008 event should complete the registration form and forward to Mr. Gatto by the end of the meeting or fax to the number provided on the form. Mr. Gatto reminded the Committee that a 15-minute presentation regarding committee accomplishments is expected during the event, and if anyone has any ideas to email him (Fred.Gatto@state.de.us) as soon as possible.
