Welcome/Opening Remarks


According to the draft Quality of Life Recommendations for 2007-2011 Cancer Plan, it’s recommended that a comprehensive guide of current services be converged and made available through the internet, print media, Delaware Helpline and other partner agencies and service providers. 

Ms. Michelle Eichinger explained that the main purpose of this meeting was to discuss the various levels of database availability, to gather, incorporate and/or converge database information into a comprehensive design readily available to healthcare providers and the general public.
Cancer Care Connection’s Database Management Background

Ms. Valerie Pletcher explained Cancer Care Connection’s background with their database management, gave examples of their information dissemination, resources available and whom they are currently available to. Ms. Pletcher went on to explain that the Cancer Care Connection would like to expand their database to allow accessibility to various types of users. She also told the group that they are expanding to web based services in June 2007 versus the current CD and print materials.  
Discussion ensued regarding Cancer Care Connection’s various levels of current database availability (public vs. professional setting, etc.). Ms. Pletcher explained that former education was given to healthcare professionals by Cancer Care Connection’s coaches in an attempt to have healthcare providers’ patients get in contact with Cancer Care Connection. 

Evaluation of Current Data, Existing Resources and Processes

At the March 27, 2007 Quality of Life Workgroup meeting, a subgroup of the Quality of Life Workgroup was thought to be necessary to inventory existing resources available to cancer patients, care givers, survivors and other interested persons.  Group members of today’s meeting agreed that a subgroup of the Quality of Life Workgroup does not need to meet prior to the July 2007 meeting. 
The group agreed that the Quality of Life Committee evaluate current data, remove gaps in data, monitor access to public and health professionals and inform and educate on multidisciplinary care.

Converging of Current Services
The group agreed that the Delaware Cancer Consortium work with the Delaware Helpline, Cancer Care Connection and other healthcare providers to converge information. Ms. Pletcher said that Cancer Care Connection would be willing to gather healthcare provider information and incorporate their information into the database. 
The group decided that involvement with Delaware Cancer Consortium’s Cancer Care Coordinators and Nurse Navigators would be key to reminding healthcare personnel about available resources, the Cancer Care Connection, the future database of resources, etc.

Today’s group decided that Cancer Care Connection present their available resources, information, etc. at a future Cancer Care Coordination meeting, Colorectal Nurse Navigation meeting and to the Quality of Life Committee in July, 2007.  

Discussion ensued regarding possible marketing and focus groups to help with the whole process. It was suggested that this be marketed by an outside contractor.
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
