	Agenda item:
	Focused review of goals, objectives and progress

	Discussion:
	Committee Chairperson Patricia Hoge spoke about Delaware’s accomplishments regarding the progress made toward clean air, acknowledging Senator McBride’s role in helping to achieve Delaware’s status as a national leader in clean air. Delaware is one of only four states spending its Master Settlement Agreement funds above the Center’s for Disease Control (CDC) minimum recommendations. It was cautioned that diligence is needed in maintaining this status and it is an on-going, year-to-year struggle. Maryland was cited as an example of a state that had been a role model for tobacco prevention and control, but is no longer allocating the same proportion of funding to tobacco vs. other interests.
The CDC recommends spending money in the following areas: Community Programs to Reduce Tobacco Use, Chronic Disease Programs to Reduce the Burden of Tobacco Related Diseases, School Programs, Enforcement, Statewide Programs, Counter Marketing, Cessation Programs, Surveillance and Evaluation, and Administration and Management. The CDC spending recommendation low estimate is $8.6 million. Delaware is currently number 2 in the country in spending of the tobacco settlement monies, allocating $10,061,100 for tobacco prevention. The breakdown of the Master Settlement Monies approved by the General Assembly is:
· 9,145.6 for tobacco prevention through community based organizations
· 148.8 for legal matters relating to tobacco laws and regulations
· 499.0 enforcement of tobacco control laws and regulations
· 267.7 tobacco prevention in the schools
Another area of accomplishment is in the area of youth tobacco awareness. Although nationally youth tobacco use didn’t decrease, Delaware’s dropped dramatically. This is a direct correlation to the dollars spent in these efforts.

Senator McBride cautioned that it is important to keep Delaware’s accomplishments in the forefront of awareness in order to maintain the current level of success. The Health Fund Advisory Committee (HFAC) should be contacted by those interested in maintaining Delaware’s current level of tobacco spending so the HFAC can make recommendations to the General Assembly. As was the case with Maryland, if this effort is not maintained, pressure from other non-profit groups and interests to tap into those dollars may be given precedence. The Advisory Committee should also make efforts to maintain or increase funding.

The American Cancer Society was awarded a contract on January 1, 2003 through DE Health and Social Services to provide and oversee all Delaware Quitline services. Jeanne Chiquoine provided materials and presented an overview of the Delaware Quitline (see attached “Overview of the Delaware Quitline”).
In summary the DE Quitline: 

· Provides smoking cessation information, counseling, Nicotine Replacement Therapy (NRT), and cessation aids to adult Delaware residents.
· Subcontracts with the Delaware Pharmacists Society (DPS) to provide face to face counseling.

· Subcontracts with the Lutheran Community Services to provide vouchers, which are sent to and filled by a pharmacy, for qualified individuals to receive NRT paid 100% by the state for those who qualify using WIC guidelines for financial eligibility. Individuals receive two weeks’ worth of product at a time for a total of twelve weeks.

· Paid media is the largest referral source for the Quitline.

· Budget for Quitline (18 months) is $1.1 million.

There are many more (proven) resources for quitting, compared with five years ago. Today access to resources and cost are no longer barriers, although awareness or readiness may be. The Quitline is one of many options available to Delaware residents who desire to quit smoking. Other cessation activities/programs in Delaware include, but are not limited to:

· Individual and group counseling by DE State pharmacy
· Christiana Care pharmacists, nurses and social workers trained to do intervention with all of their patients/clients
· Helen F. Graham Cancer Center provides twice weekly counseling
· American Cancer Society participates in community based programs.

· “Not on Tobacco” is a 10-session cessation program geared toward teens. School wellness centers are instructed about this program. Delaware health professionals receive a program brochure.

If there are any referral services of which DCC members become aware, they are requested to inform the Committee.
Patricia Hoge stated the need to receive various reports on a regular basis. Ms. Chiquoine will present an update on Quitline user demographics at the January DCC meeting. Deborah Brown also agreed to present a follow-up report at the next DCC Tobacco Committee meeting regarding work going on in Delaware to reach individuals 18 years of age and younger in light of Committee discussion on demographics of those being served by various programs.
The American Cancer Society has received a grant to work with Delaware colleges through the American Lung Association in order to reach the young adult population. The first meeting to launch this work is scheduled for December 5, 2003. Representatives, including students, from the schools will meet to assess where they currently stand in their smoking cessation/prevention efforts. Patricia Hoge touched on the possibility of coordination with colleges on this initiative, possibly inviting participants of this project to a DCC meeting in the spring of 2004.

	Coordination with IMPACT Coalition to host summit and update “Plan for Tobacco-free Delaware”

	Discussion:
	The role of the IMPACT Coalition and how it interfaces with the DCC Tobacco Committee was discussed, emphasizing that this Committee does not want to replicate or take over the role of IMPACT, but rather collaborate. Some members of this Committee, including Deborah Brown, Cathy Scott Holloway, and Robert Simmons, will be attending a meeting of the IMPACT Coalition on December 5, 2003 at the Delaware Technical and Community College to discuss current progress and future strategic planning. Patricia Hoge asked those members to think about the roles of the DCC and IMPACT, with the example of the IMPACT Coalition being the “vision” and “legs” of the initiative, and the DCC adding public policy clout by virtue of the fact that it reports to the Governor and came out of legislation. The possibility of holding a future joint summit meeting between IMPACT and DCC could be given consideration at this meeting, as well as discussion regarding what role the Tobacco Committee might play, and what the IMPACT Coalition may require of the DCC. Members who attend the December 5 meeting were asked to provide an update at the next Tobacco Committee meeting.
The need to educate policy makers for future funding was discussed. There are both coordinated roles and individual roles for legislators within the DHCC, DCC and IMPACT Coalition. 

The Delaware Health Fund Advisory Council has made recommendations to the General Assembly that $5 million be appropriated for cancer control. The funding is appropriated to the DPH and, through the DPH, to other state agencies (DNREC, DOE). Senator McBride is on the Delaware Health Fund Advisory Council and stated that he wanted to hear about the progress of the DCC. 
Senator McBride has the opportunity to speak with the DOE on occasion about certain issues. It was brought to his attention that enforcement of the tobacco regulations is left up to the 19 individual school districts, and that perhaps enforcement should be more uniformly handled. If the DOE is unable to provide uniform enforcement, then perhaps another entity should be invoked. The question was raised regarding how enforcement is ensured.
Deborah Brown has a draft enforcement policy prepared, which was given the green light by the DOE. Some workshops for Delaware school administrators are being planned. Several schools have already implemented enforcement plans and with positive results. These best practices could possibly be shared with the IMPACT coalition, which could implement recommendations.
The DCC and Tobacco Committee have accomplished some major goals, and work continues. This is an ongoing process and efforts need to be sustained over the long-term.
