)

Welcome, New Committee Member(s) and/or Staff Introductions
Senator Bethany Hall-Long opened the meeting.  All attendees were asked to introduce themselves and complete the sign-in sheet.  

Approval of Minutes 
Ms. Jayne Fernsler motioned to approve the Monday, March 21, 2011 minutes as presented.  Ms. Jeanne Chiquoine seconded the motion to approve the minutes.  The minutes were approved as presented.

Cancer Education Alliance Summit
Senator Bethany Hall-Long gave a brief overview and history of the Cancer Education Alliance.  Senator Hall-Long informed the committee that this program has been very successful in the past and received a lot of support from health care professionals in the community.  Due to lack of state funding, Blue Cross and Blue Shield of Delaware (BCBSDE) has made a tentative agreement to fund this year’s Cancer Education Alliance for $5000 as long as the committee or another organization can staff and plan the event.  
Ms. Jeanne Chiquoine with the American Cancer Society (ACS) has taken the lead of planning this event with the help of committee members and volunteers.  Ms. Chiquoine updated the committee on the status of the Cancer Education Alliance.  The date for the Education Alliance is October 5, 2011 and the event will be held in partnership with the Center for Health Promotion located at Delaware State University.  The Alliance will take place in the Bank of America building on Delaware State’s campus.  This year’s theme will be Cancer Prevention including, tobacco prevention, physical activity and nutrition, and cancer screening.  Ms. Chiquoine went over the tentative agenda with the committee.  The event would start at 9:00 AM and end around 2:00 PM.

Volunteers are still needed to help with the Cancer Education Alliance.  Ms. Chiquoine is also looking into how to get Continuing Education Credits for health care professionals that attend this event.  She is going to inquire with Bayhealth to see if they can offer CEU credits for the Cancer Education Alliance.  Ms. Chiquoine is also looking for suggested speakers on Early Detection and Prevention of Cancer.  Ms. Lisa Henry suggested speaking with Dr. Grubbs, Chair for the DCC Early Detection and Prevention Committee.  Senator Hall-Long asked Ms. Linda Wolfe to come up with some title suggestions for the Cancer Education Alliance.


Next Four Year Plan
Senator Hall-Long gave a brief overview of the importance of setting the committee’s next four year plans.  The committee was given a handout with proposed goals/ideas for the next four years.  Ms. Lisa Henry reviewed the ideas with the committee and suggested combining the Communication and Public Education and Workplace and Workforce committee goals into one overall plan since the committees are now combined.  The committee also needs to add objectives under the goals and then tasks.  Ms. Henry reviewed each of the suggested goals with the committee and the committee gave feedback on each goal.   

As the committee works to finalize the goals for the next four years, Ms. Henry suggested some guiding principles to follow which included:  looking at realistic time frames when setting goals, staggering the time frames so that everything is not in Year 1 and ongoing, and making sure that the tasks/actions are specific and achievable.  The committee will work to finalize the next four year plan during the next meeting.  The next four years will go through June 30, 2015.

Other Business
Senator Hall-Long and Jayne Fernsler briefly went over Senate Bill 70 which is currently in legislation and increases the fine for purchasing or providing alcohol to a person under age 21.   Ms. Henry updated the committee on the Cancer Screening Nurse Navigators (CSNN) and Cancer Care Coordinators (CCC) positions.  The contracts for the CSNNs and CCCs will not be renewed for the next fiscal year due to state budget cuts.  The change will be effective July 1, 2011.

Ms. Henry also briefly talked about some of the new cancer educational campaigns that are currently underway.
