The meeting started at 12:42 p.m.  

· Year Three Progress Reports/Annual Accomplishments 
· A.1 – Phase II of the Delaware Air Toxics Assessment Study (DATAS) – Ms. Rapp passed out a handout on the DATAS project update o the members.  Ms. Rapp also had set up boards on the project for everyone to look at outside of the room.  Ms. Rapp presented the outreach for this project to the Environmental Committee.  Item as listed in green pages is correct.
· A.3 – Notify the public of past and current levels of carcinogenics – Ms. Rapp presented that DNREC is on schedule as reported in the green pages.

· A.4 – Mr. Snead, DNREC, presented that the focus of this portion of the project will be on Wilmington (the highest potential for risk).  Mr. Snead passed out a handout to the members on the impact of this project to the public health.  DNREC wants to work with the community and requested funds for a risk management process (air toxics reduction).  DNREC is also working with the EPA and obtaining help on this process as well.  DNREC is putting together stakeholders for this project and plans to start the process by Summer 2006.  The Environmental Committee with some supplemented membership (Del-DOT representative, environmental representative and a civic/community representative) will serve as a steering committee to guide this reduction program.  The committee discussed how and whom to add as members for the Committee.  The committee also discussed how to wrap around these tasks/activities (A.3 and A.4) and agreed it would work best within the DCC Environmental Committee environment and that it should be carried as an agenda item.  The item listed in green pages is correct.   

· B.2 – Mr. Hallock presented the available data has been gathered and the report is being worked on.  An assessment for potential risks for shallow wells will also be able to be put together with this information.  Next steps will be to find the missing information pieces and work on filling the gaps.  Item as listed in green pages is correct.  
· B.3 – Mr. May presented that the sheets on the chemicals are being worked on and the next phase will begin in FY07.  Mr. May reported that in September 2006 a total project report will be presented.  The report will include the methodology and approach to DGS’s work and what was found (statistically validate the chemical contaminants in the Columbia aquifer).  Delaware is following with national trends in chemical contaminants in the water.  Once presented, Phase II will begin. Item as listed in green pages is correct.  

· B.4 – Mr. Hallock reported that this item is an ongoing task for the Office of Drinking Water (Those that are on public water systems are notified yearly).  Item as listed in green pages is correct.  

· B.5 – Mr. May presented that this is also an ongoing task for the Office of Drinking Water.  Item as listed in green pages is correct.  

· C.3 – Ms. Rapp presented a brief update and that an educational brochure is being distributed for approvals from the partners.  Goal is to print this brochure and distribute (including sharing with people fishing and discuss one on one with them).  Item as listed in green pages is correct.  

· C.4 – Mr. May briefly presented on the project and it is funded through June 30, 2006.  Item as listed in green pages is correct.  

· OSHA 2 - Mr. May presented that HB 219 was passed on June 30, 2005 which created an Occupational Health program under the Division of Public Health.  There were three activity items—to hire an administrator for the program, a statewide survey of hazardous substances in the workplace, and to work with the Department of Labor in setting up a training program.  Item as listed in green pages is correct.  Ms. Maley did ask for a reference to HB 219 to be added to green pages.  

· OSHA 3. Same as previous item.  Item as listed in green pages is correct.  

· Indoor Environment 1. – Mr. DuPont handed out an update to the members.  The media campaign will be ending May/June 2006.  Mr. Olinger has been available to the public including participating in home shows which has aided the campaign.  Item as listed in green pages is correct.  

· Indoor Environment 2 – Ms. Maley presented that Representative Sorenson is working on legislation that she wants to bring out in June.  They will be meeting on June 6 with realtors to discuss this legislation.  Item as listed in green pages is correct.  

· Indoor Environment 3 – Mr. Zimmerman presented that the EPA is currently looking at taking steps to reduce the risk of solvents used by dry cleaners through new rule making which will be coming out in Fall 2006.  Item as listed in green pages is correct.  

· Indoor Environment 4 – See Indoor Environment 1.  Item as listed in green pages is correct.  


The group discussed the website and the posting of the green pages and additional items to the webpage.  Mr. May reported that the green pages as discussed will be forwarded and the green book should be coming out fairly quick.
· Preparation for June Retreat

· Mr. May asked the committee to review the projects (see handout) for FY07 so they can be turned in by close of business that day.  The committee discussed and agreed to the following projects and amounts. 
· Project 30A – Monitoring Water Systems – amount to be requested $200.0.

· Project 30B – DATAS – amount to be requested $70.0.

· Project 31 – Enhance On-Site Advisories – no amount requested.

· Project 32 – Radon – amount to be requested $75.0.

· Project 33 – Indoor (TEAM) – amount to be requested $299.2.

· Project 37 – Fish Tissue Sampling – amount requested $50.0.
· Project 38- Fish Consumption Awareness/Compliance – no amount requested.

· Project 39 – Fish Consumption Education Campaign – no amount requested.
· Project 51 – Occupational Health – amount requested $330.0.
· Ms. Maley and the Committee discussed tying the DATAS project with the TEAM/Radon projects and also linking Occupational Health.  Ms. Maley will bring this to the June retreat.
· Mr. Zimmerman discussed having a briefing or presentation of an environmental and scientific review of the literature that was done at U. Mass. School of Public Health on environmental and occupational exposures to cancer.  Mr. Zimmerman will get details and forward to Ms. Benton.  
· Mr. Zimmerman briefly presented that the project in B.2/B.3 of the green pages was originally an activity that would be a screening for cancer causing substances in the drinking water not currently regulated by the U.S. EPA or the State.  The focus seems to be on cancer causing substances that are regulated.  Mr. Hallock shared that the focus changed because of a joint study with DPH/DNREC targeting shallow wells statewide.  The findings showed that there wasn’t much in non-regulated contaminants so the focus was moved to regulated contaminants.  The Committee discussed adding non-regulated contaminants.  Ms. Maley asked Mr. Zimmerman to draft this up to add to the FY07 projects.  Mr. Zimmerman requested this be discussed at the retreat as well.
· F07 RFP’s

· Mr. May presented that the RFP’s for FY07 will be modified to show the correct funding amounts (Radon, TEAM, Water, Occupational Health).  Mr. May reported on the RFP process and timeline for the committee.
