Committee members approved the April 18, 2006 Colorectal Committee meeting minutes without changes.


Colorectal Committee Membership: Review of Committee Membership


Colorectal Committee Chair, Dr. Stephen Grubbs, received approval from Mr. William Bowser to remove Dr. David Cloney from the Colorectal Committee. Ms. Alisa Olshefsky is awaiting a response from Mr. William Bowser regarding the Committee’s request to have Dr. Anthony Policastro removed from the Colorectal Committee. The Committee agreed that an individual to represent employers is needed.  Dr. Grubbs plans to talk with Mr. Bowser about his suggestions for adding a business related person to the Committee. Meeting attendees agreed that a primary care physician or gastroenterologist would be good representation on the Committee. Ms. Paula Hess agreed to ask surgeons from Kent or Sussex County about possibly becoming Colorectal Committee members.  At the last Committee meeting, Ms. Nora Katurakes agreed to contact Dr. Berkaw to get his feedback on what primary care physicians he would suggest possibly join the Colorectal Committee, but Ms. Katurakes was not in attendance to give an update on Dr. Berkaw’s feedback. The Committee will plan to hear Ms. Katurakes update at the next scheduled Colorectal Committee meeting.
Colorectal Screening Promotion Program Update
Ms. Alisa Olshefsky reported that eight pledge cards were collected and one screening was completed. Ms. Paula Hess mentioned that Bayhealth Medical Center hadn't submitted their report on the number of valid pledge cards submitted. Ms. Olshefsky’s formal report won't be available until May 20, 2006. Dr. Grubbs would like the final report to show organizational goals vs. number of cards actually collected. 

Colorectal Cancer Care Coordinators and Advocates: New Data Collection Instruments
Copies of new care coordination data collection forms were distributed to meeting attendees by Ms. Olshefsky.  The new forms were in use starting May 1, 2006. These new forms allow coordinators and advocates to report more detailed client information.
Colorectal Cancer Care Coordinators and Advocates: Report


Updated summary data for the colorectal cancer screening coordination and advocacy program was distributed to meeting attendees by Ms. Alisa Olshefsky. Screening numbers are up, but they’re still lower than the goals set by the Committee. The Disparities Committee cancelled their last scheduled meeting, thus providing additional time for the completion of a management report that Ms. Olshefsky will be presenting to Disparities Committee members. 

Colorectal Cancer Care Coordinators and Advocates: Populations to Target

Dr. Stephen Grubbs would like the Colorectal Cancer Care Coordinators and Advocates to have access to target population data. The Division of Public Health is now responsible for querying state Medicaid population data. Ms. Alisa Olshefsky will follow-up and give the Committee a status update of this project at the next Colorectal Committee meeting.  Ms. Paula Hess told the group that the Care Coordinators and Advocates were able to meet with Ms. Shari Short regarding NCI's Cancer Information Service population numbers. Ms. Hess does have Screening for Life population database information. Unfortunately, many individuals had old contact information. Ms. Hess found that this method was not very effective.
Mortality Data

According to Ms. Alisa Olshefsky, 3-year mortality data will be available in the near future.  Dr. Stephen Grubbs expressed concern with regard that mortality data hasn't been presented in over a year.
Database Working Group Update and FY 2007 Contract


Ms. Alisa Olshefsky updated the group on the current status of the database. Database elements are nearly complete. Another database meeting is scheduled for May 17, 2006. Ms. Olshefsky also informed Committee members that the database working group fiscal year 2007 contract is in the process of being reviewed with a target start date of July 1, 2006. 

Colorectal Screening for High Risk Individuals under the Age of 50: Pending Internal Issue Document

The colorectal screening for high risk individuals under the age of 50 document has been given to Dr. Jaime Rivera for his review/approval. 

Colorectal Screening for High Risk Individuals under the Age of 50: Plan for Implementation of Expanded Colorectal Screenings

Changes in the Screening for Life program are expected to be made. The Screening for Life Director, Carmen Herrera, plans to meet with the Colorectal Committee regarding these changes.

Fecal Immunochemical Tests (FIT): Update
During the last Colorectal Committee meeting, it was reported that Ms. Kathleen Russell spoke with Mr. John Talley from Quest Diagnostics about the changes forthcoming to the Fecal Immunochemical Tests (FIT) testing kits. Quest Diagnostics agreed to offer the Delaware Cancer Consortium FIT tests provided to Screening for Life clients and not for insured clients. According to Ms. Russell, Quest Diagnostics prefers that insured clients get FIT orders through their physicians. Dr. Grubbs suggested that the physician's nurse possibly order the tests for the physician and then send the order to the DCC Colorectal Cancer Care Coordinators. Ms. Kathleen Russell agreed to mention this to Mr. Talley.  Ms. Russell was not in attendance to give an update on Mr. Talley’s feedback. The Committee will plan to hear Ms. Russell’s update at the next scheduled Colorectal Committee meeting.

Year 3 Accomplishments: Discussion of Priorities for Year 04

Ms. Donna-Marie King, Aloysius Butler & Clark employee, was not in attendance to report on year 3 accomplishments. Ms. Alisa Olshefsky will request that Ms. King e-mail the report to committee members.

Data Sources for Cancer Information

Ms. Olshefsky distributed copies of cancer information resources which lists contact information on how committee members could obtain data on comparability of Delaware statistical data vs. other us states/national statistical data. 

Delaware Cancer Consortium Survey

Dr. Stephen Grubbs distributed a Delaware Cancer Consortium survey for Colorectal Committee members to complete and return to Mr. William Bowser.  The purpose of this survey is to learn about Committee members' perspectives on the functioning of the Delaware Cancer Consortium committee, chairs, advisory counsel and staff and to obtain suggestions for improvement. Ms. Olshefsky explained that the survey would be sent to all committee members who were not in attendance of this Colorectal Committee meeting.
