Committee members approved the July 24, 2007 Quality of Life Committee meeting minutes without changes.

Welcome/Introductions


Ms. Karen Savin, Public Health Specialist for the Quality of Life Committee, welcomed the newly formed committee, and introductions were held around the room.  
Ms. Savin informed the group that she received approval to distribute electronic versions of Mr. William Bowser’s PowerPoint presentation titled “The Delaware Cancer Consortium: Turning Commitment Into Action” to Quality of Life Committee members.


Assessment of New Jersey’s Best Practices and Models
Ms. Mary Lou Galantino informed committee members, and distributed a handout of her findings, regarding New Jersey’s best practices and models. Various cancer centers throughout the state have taken the lead on addressing services and research on survivorship.  
She mentioned that New Jersey made available a specific automobile license plate for individuals to purchase, with proceeds going towards local cancer projects. Committee members thought that, if incorporated in Delaware, the same practice could be helpful in raising cancer project funding in Delaware. 

Ms. Galantino also mentioned that New Jersey’s Cooper Center University is available to the general public to use for various health related services (yoga, tai chi, etc.) free of charge. 

Ms. Galantino referenced a document titled “Report on Cancer Survivorship Throughout the Lifespan”. She will email the report to committee members for review to those who are interested in exploring further information from this document as the committee plans ahead.
Committee members agreed that the topic of adolescence and young adult survivorship should be one area of focus. Ms. Jo Wardell said that she would bring detailed retreat information to the committee regarding retreats specifically for adolescence and young adults. Ms. Valerie Pletcher mentioned that the Quality Cancer Care Committee already plans to address recommendations regarding adolescence and young adults. 

Ms. Mary Lou Galantino also talked about the state of Texas having some interesting practices. Their major focus is on survivorship with the theme of nutrition.
Ms. Madeline Lambrecht will look into geriatric survivorship organizations and report back to the group on her findings.  
Information Resources
Ms. Ann Lewandowski and Ms. Janet Teixeira gave a presentation titled, "People-Centered Services, An Ongoing Collaboration of Cancer Care Connection and Delaware Helpline" to the group. The presentation included differences between Cancer Care Connection and Delaware’s Helpline, how they work together, what they’ve learned and independent initiatives. 
Ms. Valerie Pletcher presented a section of the presentation titled "Using Technology". She discussed information regarding Delaware Helpline's website, Cancer Resource Pod and Living CD.  Ms. Pletcher displayed screen shots of the Cancer Care Connection website and various other technologies that are in progress. The presentation included topics on increasing public knowledge of available resources, the various independent initiatives the two groups have ongoing and expanding the utilization of public services.
Mr. Cary McCartin plans to present this information to the Cancer Care Coordinators at a future Cancer Care Coordination Committee meeting. 
Review Quality of Life Committee Recommendations for 2007-2011 Cancer Plan
Copies of the “Quality of Life Committee Recommendations for 2007-2011 Cancer Plan” were distributed for the group’s information. Committee members decided that no further action was necessary, because the recommendations are already in the final printing process. 
Vocational Rehabilitation Services Update 

The importance of vocational rehabilitation services being included in the Workplace and Workforce Committee's recommendations was mentioned in a previous Quality of Life meeting. Ms. Karen Savin distributed copies of and explained the “State of Delaware, Department of Labor, Division of Vocational Rehabilitation: Referral for Services” form and “The State Vocational Rehabilitation Services Program Fact Sheet”.  Ms. Savin pointed out that the document does state, “An ‘individual with a disability’ means any individual who: 
- has a physical or mental impairment which constitutes or results in substantial impediments to employment for the individual; and

- can benefit from vocational rehabilitation services to achieve an employment outcome. “
Needs Assessment Analysis Update 
Ms. Karen Savin reminded the group that the Division of Public Health contracted with Ms. Melissa Gebhart to help with the development of a state-wide needs assessment. Ms. Gebhart is in the process of collecting related vocational rehabilitation information to present during November’s Quality of Life Committee meeting. 

Updates/Other (related events held/to be held, related achievements, etc.)

Ms. Karen Savin reminded committee members of the Delaware Cancer Consortium’s full member retreat being held on February 7, 2008 at Delaware Technical & Community College, Terry Campus, Dover. She informed the group that speakers for the event are being scheduled. Governor Minner has been asked to make some opening remarks at the event. Chairs are scheduled to report on their committee’s activities. Detailed event flyers will be sent in the coming months. 
Ms. Janet Teixeira will provide materials for a cancer related conference to be held in Boston in the near future. Representative Pamela Maier asked if someone would be willing to attend the conference in Boston. Ms. Karen Savin will look into whether she can attend.
