The meeting started at 12:40 p.m.  The attendees each introduced themselves.

· Mr. May reported on the FY06 committee projects, that one change had been made ($80.0 for DATAS Project – in process of being approved) and on FY07 projects and budget for the Delaware Cancer Consortium Environmental Committee.  

· Secretary Hughes presented information on the 2005 Finfish Consumption Advisory Annual Report to the committee.   

· He handed out a pamphlet to the members for their information.  He also reported that additional updates would be forthcoming as the pamphlets are handed out to the public as they fish (the pamphlets will also be in different languages) and more data is obtained.  

· The committee discussed the information in the pamphlets (list of fish and what not to eat).  

· The committee also discussed the Delaware River and Bay and other states that also have advisories.  Secretary Hughes presented that they are working on making these advisories uniform among the States that border the Delaware River and Bay.

· The Chair requested that this subject be kept on the screen for FY07 projects

· The Chair asked about media for this project.  Ms. Rapp reported that the work on this project is being done in-house and by next meeting will have a full plan.  
· Dr. Llewellyn spoke about the OSHA/Occupational Health Program (HB 219).  This program will differ from the Department of Labor’s program in that this program will deal primarily with the public sector (state employees, municipal employees, etc.).  The Department of Labor’s program deals with the private sector.  The goal is to educate and reduce the exposure to the employees and educate the employers regarding all kinds of hazards.  
· The Agency’s program is going to mirror the Department of Labor’s program in that there is an educational component, a consultation component, a site visit component and a training program.  The Agency has been working with the Department of Labor on a Memorandum of Understanding to spell out what each Agency is responsible for and how this program will work.  

· The Agency is working on establishing a position to head this program.

· The Department of Labor has agreed to share the on-site specific data from their program (what accidents, what exposures occurred, etc.).  

· The Agency will be working on a Request for Proposal for health assessments that the public sector has (who out there is exposed to what chemicals, etc.).  This will give the Agency an idea of what chemicals are out there and problems associated with them.  

· Mr. May will share a report that is due by the end of the year with the DCC Environmental Committee on HB 219.  The Chair asked that this report be shared with Bethany Hall-Long.  
· Radon – Mr. Olinger introduced himself to the Committee (he is the new Radon Program Manager for the Division of Public Health).  Senator Sorenson presented that the radon legislation is still in process.     
· The Committee discussed previous testing in schools (1988/89) and levels of radon statewide in schools.  
· The Committee discussed Radon Month – January 2006.  
· Ms. Maley, Senator Sorenson and Mr. Olinger to meet on radon in December/early January.
· Mr. May handed out final reports on the Finfish Advisory project (#31).  He presented that a casual/seasonal employee worked for this program.  This employee drove statewide and checked areas where the consumption advisories were posted and/or would post/repost.  

· Mr. Zimmerman presented that the survey information collected from the anglers/fishers will be looked at again to see if additional information can be gleaned from the surveys.  He also reported that a Request for Proposal to put this survey data together and a report will be delivered in March 2006.

· Mr. May handed out the last two quarterly reports from the Delaware Geological Survey on the Water Project to the committee members.  Mr. May presented that the DGS will present at the next DCC Environmental Committee meeting.  Mr. Hallock reported that DGS is about a third of the way through the contract.  

· Mr. Dupont, AB&C, gave an update on the Awareness Campaign on Healthy Homes.  

· The campaign began with radon, a known hazard, and is now spreading out in include indoor hazards.  

· Mr. Dupont passed out and showed an example of the print ads, a radio commercial, and a TV commercial to Committee members.  

· Mr. Dupont asked the members to take a look at the webpage and respond with comments.  

· Dr. Frelick presented that the Delaware Health Care Commission is doing outreach targeting medical care of people in the home and that perhaps this could be tied to the AB&C campaign.  The Chair agreed that material may be able to be shared with DHCC.  


· The Chair requested that the members took a look at projects for FY07 and report back at the next meeting.  

· The Chair also requested everyone take a look at possible new members.
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
