Committee members approved the March 15, 2010 Early Prevention & Detection meeting minutes without changes. 

Welcome, New Committee Member (s) and/or Staff Introductions:
Dr.  Stephen Grubbs called the meeting to order. 

Updates from Last Meeting
Ms. Lisa Henry provided an update regarding concerns raised during a previous meeting relating to the Delaware Insurance Commissioner mandating Virtual Colonoscopies be covered by health insurers. Ms. Henry stated that Delaware Code relating to colorectal cancer screening states that the fecal occult blood tests (FOBT), colonoscopies and sigmoidoscopies are to be covered by health insurers.  Committee members questioned if the Screening for Life program must now pay for Virtual Colonoscopies.  Ms. Henry stated that the Screening for Life Program is not an insurance program and is not subject to the mandate. 
Member Recruitment

Ms. Henry reminded the group that in an earlier meeting, the group discussed recruiting an urologist to join the Committee.  Ms. Henry has tried to contact Dr. Zaragoza but has not received a response back from him.  A Social Worker from Bayhealth was contacted, but has not yet given a response regarding joining the Committee. Dr. Stephen Grubbs requested that Paula Hess of Bayhealth Medical Center be reunited with the group again. He stated that she was a wonderful asset to the committee. The group agreed that Ms. Hess should be requested to join the Committee as an Ex-Officio member.  Ms. Nora Katurakes suggested that the committee invite more Community Physicians. 
Cervical Cancer Guidelines

Ms. Henry reviewed with the Committee a document developed for cervical cancer guidelines based on a presentation given by Dr. Heather Bittner- Fagan and Dr. Estelle Whitney during the May meeting.  The Committee discussed the document and requested that low and high risk be defined prior to the Committee approving the guidelines.  Ms. Henry stated that she would provide an updated document at the July meeting for the Committee to approve.

Prostate Cancer Screening

Ms. Alva Hutchison provided information on the American Cancer Society (ACS) prostate cancer screening guidelines.   The group discussed the current controversy surrounding recommending or not recommending prostate cancer screening.  Mr. Bill Bowser stated from his perspective, most men obtained the screening if their doctor recommends that they do so.  Dr. Grubbs suggested that mass screenings should not be done; patients with health issues and have a life expectancy of less than 10 years should not be screened. Ms. Katurakes suggested that a Summit be coordinated so that cancer patients and survivors can provide information about their experiences with prostate cancer. Other committee members did not think a summit would be appropriate at this time.  Dr. Grubbs noted that the ACS guidelines state that if a patient doesn’t know what option to choose, it is the responsibility of the physician to choose what route to take. Following a discussion regarding how to educate and provide valuable decision-making tools to both patients and physicians, the Committee requested that Ms. Henry gather pamphlets, fact sheets, etc. from institutions and organizations relating to how they provide information about prostate cancer screening.  The group discussed giving the decision-making tools to Nurse Navigators in Delaware who can discuss prostate cancer screening more in-depth with a man versus the limited time a physician has to discuss the pros and cons of prostate cancer screening. 

Announcements
Ms. Henry noted that the Nurse Navigator/ Cancer Care Coordinator Request for Proposal (RFP) was released. All proposals are due on June 25th, 2010.   
Meeting was adjourned by Dr. Grubbs.
