March 15, 2004 Colorectal Committee minutes were reviewed and approved without changes.


Hospital Presentations
Dr. Stephen Grubbs, Colorectal Committee Chairperson, gave his Colorectal Cancer Screening & Advocacy Program presentation to the Delaware Healthcare Association (DEHA) on March 18, 2004 and to the Medical Society on March 24, 2004. The presentation was received well.
Review Updated Budget

Dr. Grubbs reviewed the updated proposed budget with Committee members.

Daily Operating Tasks and Priorities for Program Staff
Nora Katurakes, Helen F. Graham Cancer Center, presented draft daily operating documents for the colorectal program staff.  These daily operating documents include an Advocate job description, a Colon Cancer Screening Coordinator job description, a Project Leader job description, stateholder list and partner criteria. 
Dr. Stephen Grubbs suggested a timeline be produced for this program creation. Ms. Katurakes and Ms. Russell will speak with the Project Leader regarding the possible creation of a timeline.

Committee members had concerns that target populations for this program weren’t being identified. Disparities Committee will meet and define/identify target populations. 

Ms. Katurakes asked that members notify Kathleen Russell, DPH, if they have suggestions regarding these documents. Ms. Katurakes will work with Ms. Russell to update these documents with future changes.
Lt. Governor John Carney suggested that census mapping be completed. Ms. Russell will link Ms. Katurakes with someone at DPH who can help with the census mapping.
Care Coordination Program Evalutation
Dr. James Gill presented an update on the colorectal questionnaire. Requests were made to BRFSS, CHAP and the Cancer Initiative of the Community Health Center Network to include the colorectal questionnaire with a survey process they already have in effect.  Chap and the Cancer Initiative of the Community Health Center Network agreed to include the colorectal questionnaire in with their future surveys. Dr. Gill is awaiting confirmation from BRFSS. The plan is to survey groups who are under represented/underserved. Dr. Gill would like to apply the questionnaire to two different groups:  1) Those who haven’t heard about the Care Coordinator Program  2) Volunteers/interested individuals.
The Committee held discussion on getting certain groups of patients involved in the Care Coordination program. Medicaid patients, insured patients and uninsured patients were groups mentioned. Ms. Kathleen Russell will explore the possibility of getting Medicaid contact data (names, phone numbers, etc.) to help with reaching Medicaid patients. Dr. Gill, Ms. Katurakes and Ms. Russell will meet to organize tracking data. Ms. Russell will also get uninsured and insured patient information to Dr. Nicholas Petrelli. 
A suggestion was made to offer some sort of “reward” to employers who allow their employees to take time out of their work day to have colonoscopies completed. It was also suggested that something be given to the employees who have the colonoscopies completed.
Colorectal Screening Advocate Progress Review

Dr. Stephen Grubbs reviewed March, April and May’s Colorectal Screening Advocate Implementation Timeline items with Committee members.

Colorectal Committee is in the process of establishing performance measures and reporting requirements for the Colorectal Screening Advocate.

The Committee is prepared to hire centralized management staff.
The screening advocate tools and documents are being fine tuned.
DPH and hospital contracts will actually be distributed July 2004.
Within the next few months, Dr. Grubbs will set up forums to educate physicians on the Colorectal Screening Advocate program. 
Training objectives and materials need to be created. Dr. Grubbs, Ms. Nora Katurakes and Ms. Kathleen Russell will meet and draft training materials.
