Committee members approved minutes dated March 26, 2010.  

Welcome, New Committee Member(s) and/or Staff Introductions

Dr. Bethany Hall-Long opened the meeting, all attendees were asked to introduce themselves and complete the sign-in sheet. 
General Announcement

Mr. Leitizinger announced that in October 2010 there will be another Drug Disposal Day – Medicine Cabinet Clean up day, and there will be several locations within three counties.  And many other state agencies and hospitals have joined the program.

Mrs. Barbara Barski-Carrow announced that her book was published in May 2010 and is entitled Trauma Survivors Return to Work.

Overview/Update of Occupational Health Education to Employers/Public by Bill Leitzinger
Dr. Hall-Long provided a brief review and introduction on Bill Leitzinger and his work related to the Committee.  She stated that Mr. Leitzinger is part of DCC – Environment Committee; and Public Health Treatment Program Administrator for Division of Public Health – Office of Occupational Health and Co-Chair for Delaware Employers Council Committee.   Mr. Leitzinger began by giving a brief history on the Office of Occupational Health and how it was created by legislation for overseeing safety and healthy environments for employees and employers in the workplace.
Mr. Leitizinger stated the mission of the Office of Occupational Health is to act as a resource to employers in their efforts to minimize exposure to hazardous materials in the workplace in order to improve the workplace environment for the benefit of all Delawareans.

The Office of Occupational Health provides confidential education and consultation services - at no charge - for public sector employers and employees, including State of Delaware departments and agencies.  By using the tools provided by Office of Occupational Health employers and employees can begin to develop the knowledge of potential hazards in their workplace; by following the procedures outlined on the website (delawarehealthyworkplace.org), any workplace can begin to make improvements in workplace health and safety.  The website includes recommendations for hazard prevention and control; health and safety training and educational materials to promote employee safety in order to minimize their risk of exposure to carcinogenic materials and other health hazards; information and methods to increase workplace safety and decrease exposure to environmental hazards.

Mr. Leitzinger also stated that the Delaware Employers Council Committee meets once a month and once a year the committee has Health Care Summit.  Mrs. Henry asked if a member of the committee can attend these meetings because she believes that this could be a great opportunity for to promote prevention and screening activities.  The Committee agreed to send a member to these meetings.  
Update on Trainer/Education Position

Mrs. Henry began by stating the Trainer/Educator III position is part of the Committee goal and this position has been posted and closed on the state hiring website.  Interviews for this position will begin next week and hopefully the position will be filled by the end of this summer.
FY11 Budget Update and Impact on CPE/WP/WF

Mrs. Henry gave a brief update and impact on FY11 budget related to the Committee.  She stated the DCC-Advisory Council approved the budget and some services and programs were cut.  The budget cuts impacts the Committee in two programs; first, Cancer Education Alliance Meeting – instead of having twice a year, the committee will have it once a year (half day or whole; and Department of Education – Memorandum of Understanding for education – this funding was cut for FY11.  
Mrs. Henry explained that budget cuts were done by evaluating direct services and the impact in screening dollars, treatment dollars, case management, and navigation services.  Mrs. Jeanne Chiquoine requested to see the entire budget cuts and Mrs. Henry stated the Advisory Council approved budget would be posted on the DCC website. 
Cancer Education Alliance Summit

Dr. Hall-Long asked the Committee for any suggestions on the topic for the summit.  Mrs. Cathy Scott Holloway stated that previous meeting the Committee had discussed several topics but the topic that stood strong was Alternative Medicine and the Committee agreed with the topic but the name should be Complimentary or Integrated Medicine.  Mrs. Henry also stated that other committees are working on things like palliative care and Mrs. Jayne Fernsler stated that pain management would be a another topic.  Mrs. Henry stated that we could make the summit Complimentary/Integrated Medicine with presentations that may include palliative care, end of life, survivorship and pain management.  The Committee agreed.  The Committee also agreed that the meeting should be held around November 2010 – mid November and full day summit, hours should be 9:00 am and 3:00 pm; location should in Kent County; targeted audience (faith based, professionals, and public); four speakers if possible.  Mrs. Henry would like to send the save the date by ending of the summer and the committee agreed.
Review Technical Assistance Process
Mrs. Henry provided an overview of a draft procedure for a Technical Assistance Process and how the Committee would provide Technical Assistance to other DCC Committees.  
Mrs. Henry explained that if this technical assistance process comes into effect the Committee will be part of the development process for projects and media strategies.  She also added that this doesn’t take up more time from DPH; it just adds components of research of best practices and integrates data.  Mrs. Fernsler asked if the rest of the DCC Committees will comply with this process and Mrs. Henry responded that she believes that the rest of the DCC Committees will integrate the process.  Mrs. Henry will email the draft to the Committee members to get back comments or suggestions regarding the process via email.  
Mrs. Henry stated in the next meeting she will have a draft for Outreach Plan for employers.
