The minutes from November’s meeting were reviewed and approved.

DPH Updates:

Jill Rogers provided the following updates:
· The disparities companion document to the year three accomplishments of the Delaware Cancer Consortium has been revised as requested by this group and will be published in February.
· The year three accomplishments document will be published in February.
· The analysis of stage III colon cancer treatment is on schedule and should be completed during the summer of 2007.

The group discussed the original green book recommendations and agreed that their charge (to compile and analyze existing data and health disparities and cancer into a report and inform the public) had been completed.

Review of Dr. Betancourt's recommendations (item from November meeting):
The group reviewed the matrix of disparities committee recommendations and Dr. Betancourt's recommendations.  Additional changes to both are in the attached document (bold and underlined text).  In the course of the discussion, the following issues were raised:
· What are the features of a "public campaign, using principles of cross-cultural marketing" that would educate the public about the issue of disparities as recommended by Dr. Betancourt.  (Jill Rogers will follow up with Dr. Betancourt)
· Is there any value in production and placement of such a campaign?  What would we be asking the general public to do?
· Should such a campaign be overseen by the Disparities Task Force?
· What are the responsibilities of this committee and of the Disparities Task Force and how should activities and oversight be coordinated?

In order to answer these questions, Dr. Rivera suggested a meeting of the task force chairs (Cancer, Infant Mortality and Disparities).  The Lt. Governor agreed and the meeting will be scheduled for some time in February.

 

In addition, Dr. Frelick expressed the concern that prostate cancer screening guidelines be examined to assure that high risk men have access to the most current information and services.

 

The group discussed current attitudes to CRC screening. Jill Rogers reminded the group about the questions Delaware added to the BRFS.  The group requested more information about the responses to these questions.

Maryland's prostate cancer initiative:
Jill Rogers provided general information about this program.  The group will review and bring comments to the next meeting.  The group also asked DPH staff to gather information about other prostate screening programs that work.

 

Proposed "Purple Book" and DCC structure:
A new structure for the DCC has been approved and recommendations for the next four-year plan are to be finalized by April 2007.  The group did not have time to discuss this item at the meeting and will schedule another meeting in February for this purpose.

 

Membership: 

Jill Rogers asked the group to submit formal DCC applications if they had not already done so.  She also asked that members identify potential new members of the committee who could help in development of the purple book recommendations.
