Welcome/Opening Remarks


Representative Pamela Maier welcomed the group and introductions were made around the room. 
Ms. Alisa Olshefsky reminded the group that, effective July 1, 2007, in order to sit on the Quality of Life Committee as a member, it is necessary to complete an application and be approved by the Delaware Cancer Consortium Advisory Committee.  Current Workgroup members were instructed to visit www.DelawareCancerConsortium.org for membership information and applications.  Additionally, Ms. Olshefsky plans to reach out to other individuals who could be positive additions to this committee and asked the group to provide contact information of any individuals who may be interested in sitting on the committee to Ms. Ginger Calloway.    Representative Maier recognized a need to engage cancer survivors and urged the group to petition friends and family to become members.    It was also noted that ideally the committee should have a representative from home care.
Review of Last Meeting’s Summary
Meeting attendees approved the January 31, 2007 Quality of Life Workgroup summary notes without changes. 

Review of Draft Recommendations

Ms. Alisa Olshefsky distributed the third draft of the Quality of Life Recommendations for 2007-2011 Cancer Plan to the group and stated that the changes the committee recommended at the January 31, 2007 meeting have been incorporated into this draft.   To avoid duplication, the goal around cancer care coordination has been removed from this draft as per Representative Pamela Maier and Dr. Christopher Frantz, Chairman of the Quality Committee.  Cancer Care Coordination recommendations will reside with the Quality Committee, whereas the Quality of Life Committee will focus on programming that the Care Coordinators and others could use to improve Quality of Life. 
Members reviewed, and held lengthy discussion of, the draft recommendations planned to be included in the 2007-2011 plan/“Purple Book”.  Ms. Olshefsky will amend the recommendations to reflect revisions and additions suggested by the group at this meeting.  Particular attention was given to the following topics: 
The group agreed that a subgroup of this workgroup should meet prior to the July 2007 meeting to inventory existing resources available to cancer patients, care givers, survivors and other interested persons.  The Delaware Helpline website and Cancer Care Connection database will be focal points. The following individuals agreed to be involved in the subgroup: Representative Pamela Maier, Ms. Anne Lewandowski, Ms. Janet Teixeira, Ms. Susan Lloyd, Ms. Eileen Curtin, Ms. Cindy Waddington and Ms. Terri Clifton.  Ms. Ginger Calloway will organize this meeting.
Ms. Susan Lloyd mentioned that Delaware Hospice completed a needs assessment specific to end of life care issues about 3 years ago.  Ms. Lloyd will share the questions used and results found with the group. Ms. Cindy Waddington stated that Helen F. Graham Cancer Center, with the assistance of Mr. Sean Hebbel, conducted a small study when it was establishing its survivorship program.  Ms. Waddington will share the survey that was used.

The group discussed appropriation of funding in relation to the Quality of Life Recommendations for 2007-2011 Cancer Plan.  Ms. Olshefsky will insert the group's budget suggestions into the Quality of Life Recommendations for 2007-2011 Cancer Plan.
