Welcome, New Committee Member(s) and/or Staff Introductions

Dr. Surina Jordan opened the meeting, all attendees were asked to introduce themselves and complete the sign-in sheet. 
Delaware Cancer Education Alliance Workshop - Nutritional Science to Reduce Chronic Disease and Obesity
Dr. Jordan reminds the Committee of Delaware Cancer Education Alliance Workshop on November 18, 2009 at the Delaware State University, Bank of America Building, and 1299 N. DuPont Hwy., Dover.  And it will accommodate about 100 people (teachers and dieticians).   Mrs. Joya Asika presented to the Committee the four guess speakers - John Milner, Ph.D. from National Cancer Institute, Caroline Trapp, M.S.N., A.P.R.N., B.C.-ADM, C.D.E. from the Physicians Committee for Responsible Medicine, Carlton R. Cooper, Ph.D. from the University of Delaware and Karen Collins, M.S., R.D., C.D.N., from American Institute for Cancer Research.  Mrs. Asika requested from the Committee to assist her with the advertisement of the Workshop.  Also Mrs. Asika is trying to get the workshop to be video or audio (CD or DVD) so it could be posted on the website.  Mrs. Cathy Scott Holloway suggested using USB flash drive and saving guess speakers PowerPoint presentations and handing them out as a trinket.   Dr. Jordan stated that the Committee should have in the next meetings agenda to discuss items on how to use the website for continue education credits, availability to the public, membership activities, copyright issues, etc…  The Committee agreed to add it on the next meeting.
Connections to Learning Toolkit Presentation by Linda Wolfe, Director, Finance & Administrative Services, DE Dept. of Education
Mrs. Joya Asika announced that Mrs. Linda Wolfe was scheduled to attend this meeting since she needs to give an update on Connections to Learning Toolkit but she mention to Mrs. Asika that she has several ideas for the memo of understanding but has not finalize it but Mrs. Wolfe suggested to the committee to look at the Board of Education Health Standard.  Mrs. Asika brought copies of the standards but could not be discuss since Mrs. Wolfe was not able to attend the meeting.

HPV Media Campaign Review & Social Marketing 

Mrs. Asika brought a draft preview of ad for HPV campaign on story boards.  The boards show a young girl turning towards the physician and they are discussing HPV vaccine.  Mrs. Asika explain that you will hear a voice almost at the end of the commercial that will say three shots that could prevent 70% of cervical cancer; talk to your doctor or go online to find out more information on HPV vaccine at HPVfree.com.  Mrs. Asika also mention that the targeting group is young girls (18 to 26 years old) and website will have information on the HPV vaccine, why to get vaccinate, testimonials, etc…Mr. Grunder asked Mrs. Asika if this will be a magazine or television ad she stated that it will magazine, television, banner and poster, etc…she also suggested that she wants the committee to be more involved with processing of the campaign ads.  
Mrs. Asika presented another HPV ad with a young girl on a bed talking on the phone wearing short pajamas and stated that the next day will be the final day for approval.  Mr. Grundner stated that the outfit on the young girl was showing to much skin and what age is this young lady suppose to represent; who are we targeting parents or young ladies.  Mrs. Scott Holloway asked who are we targeting since in the website will have an area to post testimonials. She believes we are dealing with two different group ages; one group will be the 21 – 26 will be making there own decision since they are independent and the other group will be 21 – under the parents will be making the decision for them since there are under their parents insurance policy. Mrs. Asika stated that these will be posted up on college campus, physician’s office, billboards, etc…  

Mrs. Asika also mention that once a month we have cancer article posted on the News Journal; and starting to post cancer articles in the Spanish newspaper; Comcast’s bulletin board; Facebook; Twitter, etc…
Mrs. Asika also stated we are on Twitter.  Mrs. Kimberly Smalls wanted Mrs. Asika to explain want is the value or importance of being on Twitter.  Mrs. Asika explained that it’s easy to join and as along as you have an email address anyone could join Twitter.  She stated that is form of communication and that you are able to post anything within the context of 140 characters.  People use Twitter to state anything that they want for example their every day life – I went to the beach today. We want to use it as a marketing tool and the age group is from 3 – 103 years old.  Twitter has become one new trend of marketing, education and source of information.  Mrs. Asika read a tweet that was posted on August 28, 2009 that if you don’t have insurance certain services you could get for free and there was a link to SFL.  Mrs. Asika might ask some of our clients that have used our services to tweet.  And if you want to tweet upcoming events or screenings please email to Mrs. Asika.  Committee agreed that it will be a great way to market of services.
Delaware Employer Needs Assessment Survey for Workplace Wellness 
Mrs. Asika stated that the social marketing strategy comes from assessment survey database named Claritas Market Segmentation Clusters.  Claritas is a survey that tells us what, where, how, who, when people get their health services and information.  Claritas survey had some common themes that are keynotes to us.  The common themes are delayed screening and treatment due to cost; low cancer risk perception; lack of education about when to be screened; and high-risk behaviors start earlier.  These are key pieces we need to use when we are marketing and educating people.  Mrs. Asika suggested to review the hand out on your time but please turn to page 8 where she began to review the recommendations for our media strategy focus should be and what is crucial to the committee when reviewing media ads.  The first one is outreach messaging should address risk perception and should be targeting groups, for example instead of just having a cancer event we should join an event in Dover.  And of course the second issue is the financial aspect and the undocumented people that keep us away of addressing marketing and education.  Mrs. Scott Holloway suggested translating the Delaware Cancer Consortium website in Spanish since the second largest growing community in Delaware are Spanish speaking.  The Committee will take the suggestion into consideration.
Speaker’s Bureau Purpose Statement & Meeting Schedule 
Mrs. Asika mentions that Speaker’s Bureau is joint goal between the committees and we need put together committee’s accomplishments.  Some her ideas are developing the website, recommendations for employers and toolkit but that these ideas have to be develop by the committee.  Many of the committee members were not sure of the Speaker’s Bureau committee standing.  Mrs. Asika mentions to the Committee that it will need to start with a clean slate.  Mrs. Scott Holloway want to know if the speakers were ever identified and Mr. Grundner stated that one of the last discussions of this committee there was no infrastructure of it and one need to be developed.  Mrs. Asika agreed and stated we have to come up with guidelines for host/speakers; presentations; purpose, etc…and any of the committee members could be part of the Speaker’s Bureau.  And we should all be considering become a member of this committee otherwise in our bimonthly meetings she will have to give the committee updates and decisions have to be brought forth.  Dr. Jordan agreed with Mrs. Asika and that there are other factors to consider for example, is it a pilot program? Liabilities? Infrastructure issues? Should we subcommittees, etc…Mrs. Asika agreed and mention that she would like to request from committee members to take part of it.  And we should begin to write down purpose statement and should also consider the financial aspect of it when writing this purpose statement.  Mrs.  Fernsler asked if there was a possibility that after we would do all of this work and we might not have financial back for it.  Mrs. Asika responded just to be considering financial aspect of it.
Advocates of Hope Announcement
Mrs. Asika mention the Workplace Wellness Committee had lost their chair this year and the committee’s goals are similar but there is a part that deals with insurance and workplace wellness, and we could address this with Advocates of Hope toolkit that has been developed.  Mr. Grundner and Mrs. Scott Holloway gave an updated on the toolkit being finalize in late October and distribute late November.  Mr. Grundner mention that part of the toolkit would be a DVD with resources for the employers and Advocates of Hope committee decide to add an assessment for employers to do internally to figure where they stand and how do they want to see themselves in the future.  Mrs. Scott Holloway and Mr. Grundner agreed the committee might have budget issue but that they are still raising money for the toolkit.  Mrs. Asika wanted to find out how many toolkits will be distributed to employers and human resources managers.  He stated 1,500 to 2,000 toolkits will be distribute and he also mention that the toolkit will finally be in the proper hands of the employers and human resources manager because in the precious years when the summit was given the incorrect people were attending them.  Another aspect of the toolkit is that it will have a website so materials could constantly be updated.  
Mrs. Asika believes that if the toolkits lands on the correct hands it will be an effective tool to use for the committee but she want to mention if one of these employers contacts the committee for education or services how we are going to follow up with it.  We should be considering how are we going to follow up or have a plan and what would be our goal with it.

Mrs. Asika updated the committee members on the Cancer Education Alliance Summit being held on Wednesday, November 18, 2009.  The subcommittee is working on gathering speakers for the summit.
