Old & New Business
)

Welcome, New Committee Member(s) and/or Staff Introductions
Senator Bethany Hall-Long opened the meeting.  All attendees were asked to introduce themselves and complete the sign-in sheet. 

Approval of Minutes
Ms. Jeanne Chiquoine motioned to approve the Monday, November 15, 2010 minutes as presented.  Ms. Darelle Riabov seconded the motion to approve the minutes.  The minutes were approved as presented.

Delaware Cancer Consortium Retreat
The DCC retreat is scheduled for Wednesday, February 16, 2011 from 9 AM – 3 PM at the Dover Sheraton.

Cancer Education Alliance Summit
Ms. Moore updated the committee on the status of the Cancer Education Alliance.  Based on the potential reductions that will occur for cancer per the Health Fund recommendations, DPH is unable to fund the Education Alliance Summit this year.  Senator Hall-Long gave a brief overview and history of the Cancer Education Alliance.  Senator Hall-Long informed the committee that this program has been very successful in the past and received a lot of support from health care professionals in the community.  She asked the committee if they would brainstorm and/or reach out to organizations that might be willing to sponsor this event.  Senator Hall-Long suggested that we hold a conference call if necessary to discuss ways to move forward with the Cancer Education Alliance.
Ms. Moore stated that there were several speakers that were willing to come and speak for free at the event which was going to focus on Cancer and Integrative Medicine.  The National Cancer Institute’s Office of Complementary and Alternative Medicine was scheduled to send a speaker to give an overview of some of the recent research on Cancer and Integrative Medicine.  There were also several local speakers willing to come out and speak on various topics such as Acupuncture, Reiki, and others topics related to the main topic.

Ms. Chiquoine and Ms. Riabov stated that they would both go back to their respective organizations to inquire about sponsoring this event.  Senator Hall-Long suggested that an e-mail be sent out to the rest of the committee updating everyone on the status of this event and soliciting feedback and/or suggestions on sponsors for this event.  Ms. Moore stated that she would send out the e-mail to the committee. 

Speaker’s Request Process/Speaker’s Bureau
The Speaker’s Request Process was revised to incorporate the suggestions that were given from the committee during the November meeting.   The process consists of a requester going to the DCC website and clicking on the Education and Training Opportunities Webpage to fill out a speaker request form.  The form consists of the requester’s contact information along with other information about the type of speaker that the requester is searching for.  A copy of the process was handed out and e-mailed to every committee member for their review during the previous October meeting. 

Based on another suggestion that was made during the November meeting, Ms. Moore updated the Speaker’s Request Page to include a drop down menu of available speaker topics for requesters.  Ms. Moore distributed a hand-out with the proposed drop down menu topics.  After reviewing the proposed drop down menu topics, Ms. Chiquoine and Senator Hall-Long suggested that preventative care speaker topics be added to the menu.  

Ms. Moore also handed out the list of current DPH contracted organizations and weblinks to other organizations that are currently included on the DCC website.  

The criteria regarding the pool of speakers that DPH would refer to consists of organizations who are currently listed on the DPH website and current DPH contractors.  Any additional speakers would need to submit a resume which would be submitted to the C&PE committee for review and approval.  

The Speakers Request Process may need to be implemented in stages based on the resources that are currently available.

Next Four Year Plan
Ms. Moore mentioned to the committee that the committee will need to draft goals for the next four years.  The next four year plan will cover July 1, 2011 – June 30, 2015.  Ms. Moore will send out recommended goals that were derived from the concept mapping process for the committee’s review via e-mail.

The committee also needs to take a final assessment of what needs to be completed for the last year of the current four year plan.
