Welcome, New Committee Member (s) and/or Staff Introductions:

Dr.  Stephen Grubbs called the meeting to order and all members and guests introduced themselves.

Goals for the Next Four Year Plan:

The Committee agreed to review the final next four year plan Goals at the July meeting and approve.  Discussion and changes regarding the draft goals included:

Ms. Hess reported that the group used a national book as a guideline to help brainstorm objectives and goals for the Coalition.  She also stated that they are working on a website that will be available to the community to notify the public of prostate screenings in the area. She noted that the goal of the Coalition is to provide support and to educate the public of the importance of getting screened.
